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THE REVOLT IN HONOLULU.

FEARS OF A CONFLICT OF THE FACTIONS.

YHE STREETS OF HONOLULU FILLED WITH AN EX-
CITED POPULACR—TIHE KING GUARDS HIS
PALACE WITH SBOLDIERS,

‘ [BY TELEGRAFH TO THE TRIBUNE. ]

8ax Fraxcisco, July 18.—Your correspondent
Bas advices by letter from llonclulu which are
ten hours later than those sent to the newspapers.
Uhe steamer Australia sallea about 2 o'clock on
the afternoon of July 6 from Honoluly, and at
that time the streets were full of excited people.
fThe Rifles had just been ealled out, and it was
paid that if the King did not agree to sign the
pew Constitution, which has been prepared, there
wounld be bloodshed. Everything was qulet until
the morning of July B, when the soldiers were
called out. News of this action spread through
the town like wildfire, and when the steamer
sailed it Jooked as though a serious confilet might
take place before the day ended. The events
that led to this sudden change are as follows,
os glven by my correspondent :

After the arrcst of Gibson there was somewhat
of & reaction In his favor, and though he
and his son-indaw were charged with mal-
feasance, which is mot & bailable offence,
they were allowed to remain at the former Pre-
mier's remdence noder an armed guard. The hear-
ing of the embezzlement case was postponed uatil
the 8th. On the afterncon of July 2 a half-breed
pamed John Sheldron tried to raise an insnrrection
hy appeahing to tihe puesions of & crowd of natives
He denounced the king and urged the
erowd to gn the palace with him and bang Kals-
katis. Sheldon was promptly locked up, but later
was released, asit was shown he was drank. The
Editor of The Honolulu Gasette, who printed an aoc-
count of tae nlleged stealing of public documents
by Auditor General Walker and Remstrar Pratt,
was arrested for eriminal libel by toese officers
Both men bave aiways enjoyed a good reputation
aa far as can be learned. The echarge was purely
malicionx. On Saturdsy afternoon, July 2,
Hayseiden, the son-in-law of Gibson,
was driven around town, to enable him
as secretary of the Board of Health to orler sup-
plies for the Leper Hospital. It had been found
that fifty lepers were on the Island of Mani who
shon!d have bsen transterred to the Molokai laza~
retto. Thess wretohed creatures were brought to
Honolulu and imprisoned and 1t was to feed them
the snoplies were ordered.

Nothing was sesn of the King during Friday and
Satur'ay. He was uonderstood to be 1 anuzly
mood in his palace, Workmen were engaged on
both these days in placing large iron bolts and bars
on the palace gates, Inside the palace, in the base-
ment, were 300 natives, all well armed, and
the three native volunteer companies were .80
prepared Lo turn out at a moment’s notice, Han-
day was quiet, the salocns being all closed, as they
bave been sinco the mass-meeting.

‘I'he Fourth of July was celebrated by the Amen-~
cans, and the King, sttended by s stafl, paid his
respects to the American Minister. About 4 o'clock
in the afternoon the steamer Beigic arrived from
San Francisco with news of the dispatch of two

British men-of-war to Hoooluln. This caused in-
tense exuvitement, but 1t somewhat subaided when

CHARACTER OF THE REVOLUTION.
IMPRISONMENT OF THE FOUMER PREMIER—ACTION

BAN Fuaxcisco, July 13.—The stoamer Auatralia,
from Honoluln July 5, which arrived bere to-day,
vronght Hawalian intelligence of that date. No fur-
ther outbreaks or demonstrations of any character ve-
curred after those described as baving taken place on
Friday aod Saturday, July 1 and July 2, which resulted
in the overthrow of the Glbsun Ministry and in ob-
talniug from King Kalalisua a written piedge W pro-
mote constitutional reformand submit W the will of
the  people. Yho military continue to remaln on
duty, but no further public meetings have been held.

The new minlstry bave sssumed cuntrol and o new
cunstitution was to bo lald before the King on
the day the steamship salled. Ex-Premler Gibson
ind his son-in-law, F. H. Hayselden, who were ar
rested on June 30, were held In jall unttl Saturday
night, July 2, when, by reason of his age, Mr, Gibsun
was taken, by order of the new stiorney-general, W
his home, where he remalus under a military guard,
His trial was set for July 6. Cyprian Webb, secretary
to the ex-Minister of Foreign Affairs, who was also
arrested, was reieased on ball.  The excltoment in
the kingdom had apparently subsided by Momlsy, July

THE BROOELYN TROUBLE NEARLY OVER.

CALLING MAYOR WHITNEY TO ASSIST—OPPOSED TO
MR. BALL

The striks of the Brooklyn Elovated Hailroad which

begun on Monday atternoon was not eoded yesterday,

although stapato settle the difioulty by arbitration
were iaken, m the day the executive ccmmittes
of the company discussea the situation. Colonel

Martin, the gemeral manager, reported thast he had

d eighteen competant engineers who bad been
examined by Master Meobunie Ball. Two of those
previousty secared were discharged as incompetent.
The members of the committee decided to continue
the potloy 1 operation since the strike began. Eight
tratns wers run early in the day, and later there were
ten on the ruad.

But a namber of the new engineers as soon as they
were informad of the situation ou the road, and some
ot them belorw thev had made » trip, joined the
strikers. It waas roported at the latter's hoadquarters
that awscors ol engiossra and twenty-eight firemen
had gone over to them and only ous bad deserted
them. Thres new engiueers who had gone to Brook-
Iyn trom Easton, Peun., on the representations of the
company juined the atrikers, and said if they could
get money to go home they would leave Brooklym,

Btate Arbitrator Donovan went to the Howard
Houswe in Breoktlyn yesterday morulng and conferred
with the cemmittes ol the airikers. Mayor Whitney
wna onlled In as an arbitrator in the alterncon un
scoount of the suocens ol his eflorts with Arbitrater
Donovan in settling the Brooklyn City Huilroad strike
last winter.
