Irish landlords have just held a meeting
and resolved solemnly that rents in Ireland
arc not too high, or beyond the power of
the tenants to pay. It is unfortunate for the
landlords that this was not the conclusion
reached by a Royal Commission appointed by
. Conservative Government. True it is that
a Conservative Government is not Milling to

act up to the Report and reduce the burdens
of the poor tenants to something like what

they can bear; yet the mere existente oí that
Report sadly weakens the effect oí the land¬
lords' solemn resolutions.

The agreeable outlook in the coal region is
that the present strike of the miners will not

last long. It is understood that a compromise
has been reached between the Reading Coin-
pa'iny and their 30,000 men, by which an

advance of 8 per cent on present wages will
bo paid for the rest of this year. The men

wanted 15 per cent. Probably this ai range¬
ment will influence the individual owners both
in the Reading and the Lehigh regions, and
the beginning of next week should see ??,???
idle men at work again. With winter not
far away, this compromise is an admirable
tiling.especially from tho miners' families'
point of view.

riofessional Anarchists throughout the
country arc indulging in much lurid rhetoric
over the decision oí Ihe Supreme Court of
Illinois against their condemned friends at

Chicago. Rut it is noteworthy that their
expression· are very general an_' vague.
Principally it is a "protest" against this
.'monstrous injustice" that they urge. They
lake good care not to descend to particulars,
»nd they refrain from talking about "killing"
or "blood revenge." This is one of the first
pood results of *tho certainty that tho con¬

demned Anarchists mast hang. Their fol¬
lowers realize that it was talk of that kind
which convicted theso seven unhappy men

o! complicity in tho crime of murder. The
right of free speech cuts in both directions
aomctiracs.

The celebration in Philadelphia is getting
on famously. Great cro-vde are in the streets,
ftnd t_B patriotic enthusiasm of the people
find» exj-reeeion in uproarious cheers at the
tight of every significant relic of one hundred

yearn ago. Fortunately, the weather of yester-
day, which was the worst possible for trial

yacht races, was just right for displays liko
that in the Quaker City. The great procession
appears to have been admirably managed, as

indeed it ought to be in that town of centen¬
nial celebrations. Probably if wc lived under
an effete monarchy, like one not more than

some thousands of miles away, every man

who contributed to tho success of the day
would get a nice little title within a week
or two. Fortunately, in a Republio nothing
but pure patriotism can be supposed to ani¬

ORtiASlZE.

THE ROYA US ? MAMPESTO.
Tlie Count of Parts writes his own mani¬

festoes. The essay on constitutional monauli v»

which ho has addressed to the French people
was not dictated bv the leaders of the reac¬

tionary group in the Chambers. The« would
have cautioned him against premature dis-
quiaitiona on the« precise form «if future

monarchical institutions. They would have
warned him against alarming the nation by
premonitions of evil and have, besought him
to arouse a feeling of enthusiasm for the
Royalist cause. Tho Count of Pans is a

historian and a philosopher, but a poor poli¬
tician, lie writes a manifesto, which is ex¬

pected to electrify tho French people, with
the judicial gravity and studied moderation
with which he would jjacma a chapter of
military history or the tendent ics of trades
unions. He foresees the necessity of adapt¬
ing monarchy to new politicai conditions and
outlines a constitutional scherno which does
not differ materially from Louis Philippe's.
At the »same time he warns the nation thai
there cannot be a peaceful transition in.in
the republio to this reformed monarchy, and
that one of those violent crises which stem

to be of periodical character in French history
is to bo apprehended. In this respect the
manifesto is admirably fitt«'d to rcpiess grow¬
ing ardor for a change of Government. It will
excite alarm, and prejudice the conservative
classes against the progress of reaction. If
the Pretender himself attorniti of regaining
the throne without a revolution and scenes «»I

mob violence, there is little cause for a popu¬
lar movement in favor of the restoration of

monarchy.
Montesquieu »shrewdly remarks that it ia

poor praise to tell a King that he pla\s the
ilute well. Witb equal force it may be said
that literary accomplishments an«l philosophic
habits of reflectie.il are incongruous in a Royal¬
ist Pretender. If the monarchy is to be restored
a man of action is needed, and uot a book-
writer on constitutional history. There is noi

a line in the manifesto that reveals the man

of action. It is the essay of a Royalist pe-'lant,
who shirks the responsibilities of courageous
leadership and speculates in safe retirenn nt

upon contingencies that will never occur,

it is a proclamation that will excite amaze¬

ment among sober-minded Republicans in
France that it was ever considered noc<ssar,

to interrupt the Count's innocent study of
pamphlets on political economy at Cannes
and to expel the Ürleanisls, root und branch,
from their native heath. Neither he nor his
uncles and cousins have in them the material
for Royal Pretenders. They do not know
how to plot and intrigue for a throne. The»,
are as ignorant as Louis Philippe himself was

of tho art of making themselves popular and
of inspiring enthusiasm for monarchy.
The manifesto serves one uselul purpose.

It shows that while the Count of Paris stands
as the heir of the bourbons for the principle
«>f absolute monarchy, he considers it a hope-
less cause. ? limited monarchy based on a

popular vote and the action of the Constituent
Assembly if. the only substitute for a republic
which he ventures to propose. It is the

grandson of Louis Philippe, not the heir of
the Count of Chainbord, who writes this
manifesto; and while cautiously revising the
Orleanist scherno of Parliamentary govern¬
ment, he cannot repress his horror of revolu¬
tion. It brings to remembrance fussy King
Pear, who when asked to reward a politician
with ollice for aiding in putting him on the
throne, sagely remaiked : "I would rather
give the pott to a man who is not a revolu¬
tionist."

E 1.1 VA 11 TBE TR A C KS.
Tho peoplo of Jersey City who ar«;

opposing tho proposed elevation of
the tracks of the Pennsylvania Rail¬
road are pursuing i narrow and short¬
sighted policy. The improvement which the
company has planned is clearly for tho per¬
manent advantage of the city; so much so, in
fact, that the city might well afford to pa\
tho company for undertaking it. It is amaz¬

ing that the residents of a large town like
Jersey '"ity should have submitted so long to
such dangerous nuisances as grado crossings
on tho numerous railroads that centro there.
»\*o matter how carefully protected by gates
and watchmen a railroad may be, it is inevita¬
ble thi't Aitai accidents wi'l occur at such
crossings in a thickly populated city. Hither
elevated or depressed tracks aro imperati«Oly
demanded on tho score of safety.
But now when the Ptnns.lvania Company

offers to raise its tracks, asking from tho city
only the privi'ege of closing a singlo street
for a short distance, some property-owners
who fear that they may sutler damages aro

making an absurd outcry and opposition. In
view of this it seems that the company would

be justified in carrying out its threat of remov¬

ing its terminus from its present location. The
threat was probably made for tho sake of

bringing the recalcitrant property-owners and
tho city authorities to terms ; but the c-pnipnny
could make the chango with comparatively
little trouble. The city would be the sufferer,
not the railroad. The sensible thing for all
concerned would be to give the company sub¬
stantial furtherance in its good intentions.
Jersey City will be a much pleasanter place
for business and residence when all the rail¬

roads are placed on elevated structures. The

Pennsylvania as the pioneer in this excellent
work deserves praise and encouragement.

THE REPUBLICAN PLATFORM.
If tho New-York Republican platf«»rm had

not elicited the censure of the free-trade sup¬

porters of President Cleveland, it would have

been unworthy of the Republican party. It

does offend them mightily, and that is a

strong recommendation of the party and the»

platform to sincere Republicans, and to all

Democrats whoso support can with reason

be invited.
