A PERSONAL LIBERTY LEAGUE AND TH® CITIZEN'S
REFORM ASSOCIATION IN CONFLICT IN BUF-

FALO.

BUFFALO, Sept. 17.—The Sunday lignor question
promises to cause a lively contest in this city at the
coming electlen. A league for the protectivn ot
personal liberty is being organized in the eity, two
moetings baving been held for that purposs. A third
one will bo held om Monday evening. Thera are
over fifty German societics here and over halt ot
these have eleaied delegntes to the leagus, accordiug
to the claima of ita officers. The object mainly snams
to be to secure legistation which will open the saloona
on Sunday afternoons. This question is to be pat by
the leugue to each candidate, and a categorioal
anawer will be demanded :

“ 1f electea, will yon or will you not tavor opening
the saloons on Bundays atter 2 o’clock in the aiter-
noon 1”

Should the eandidato not eay vea, it is the purpose
of the leagne to ufter him a vigorons opposition at
electinn. Should tne eandidates of both wpoliticsl
parties respena affirmatively, then no part will be
taken in the campaign. The prolessed object is Sun-
dar atternven enjoyment, Leaders in the movement
expact to control o sufliciently large vote to hold the
balance ot power. 1f this should ba the eass it is not
likely to injure the Republican party in this county
g0 laras the legislative candidates are concerned,
The JVth and Vih Assemhly Districts are in the
tov na, except ona ward, aud the Supday alternoon
ihguor guestion will not aftect tha canvass, Io tbe
Ild etty distriet Assemtlyman Gallaglier's popu-
larity in great, and the character of the resdents of
the district is suen that oonsideratious of this sort
will have little Iuflaence, it any, on the vote. 1he
I1d district is most sosceptible to agitation. Tia
population is made vp largeiy of Germans and it ia
close politically, sometimes elocting Republican and
ocossionally Demooratio eandidates, The lst cistriet
is too heawily Democrutic tor Assemblyman Sheeh n
to be disturbed io his veenpaucy of its seat whether
lie answera yos or no.

But the league will not have evervthing its own
way. The Citizens' Retorm Association will hold a
countelr mass-mecting to-morrow evening in the Cen-
tral Presbyterian Church to protest “ agaiust the
projected desecration of the Sabbath.”
