Postmaster-General Dickinson is to be called
on early in his official career to dnswer the
rumerous complaints made in Kansas about
{he wretched postal service with which the
people of that State are favored. The com-
plaints were purtly voiced by Representative
Perkins in the House yesterday, but as soon a8
possible the Democrats bestirred themselves
und shut him off. The matter will, of course,
come up again and an explanation will be in-
sisted on.  As the Democratic Administration
is respomsible for the condition of things, the
majority would be glad to stave off the inquiry.
Mo do so, however, would put them in an

Although the London press heeds the note of
warning, sonnded shortly after the publication
of the President's message, that advocacy by
British public opinion of free trade for the
United States would operate against the passage
of a free-trade measure by Congress, the pro-
yincial papers in England pursue a different
pohey.

Its
lutest argument, or assertion rather, is that
the Republican party supports protection
“ golely” because protected manufucturers fur-
pish it with money for election expenses !

DEMOCRAIC PRETENCES.

How fine it is to hear Messis. Scott, Coxe
and other Pennsylvania millionaires connegled
with great corporations, in resolutions which
they adopt as members of the Democratio
State Committee, commending the Presidents
and their party for devoted serv ice to the canse
of the people against rich corporations.  The
dullest creature in the world must be moved
t0 Pomeric inextinguishavle laughter by the
absurd audacity of such praise from such men.
Just ab this time it hapzens that the Knights
of Labor, who are not n all things wise but
are actually part of the working people and not
rich employers or representatives of powerful
corpurations, adopt resolutions concerning Mr.
scott, whose long fight with his employes is
not forgotten, and Mr. Coxe, one of the oper-
ators whose barges the men refused to unload,
thus precipitating the great Reading strike.
If these men remain on the Democratic State
Committes, the Knights resolve that they will
not vote the Democratic ticket.  But if they
do not remain, the large contributions expected
from these two millionaires and others to the
Vemoeratic campaign fund &ill be withheld,
and a Democratic dispatch aflirms that Mr.
Seott gave $25,000 to aid the election of Mr.
Cleveland.

The incident illustrates cerlain differences
between the two great parties which go very
deep.  For years it has been the constant
pretence of the Democratic party that it espee-
jully vepresented the poor people, and was
especially anxions Lo serve their interests.  Its
only poliey for years before the war was that
dictated by rich slave-holders against the in-
terests df labor everywhere, and yet cven then
it professed to be the party of the laborer.
Sinco the war its sole policy in regard to the
questions which concern the industry and trade
of the Nation has been hostility to the system
adopted for the protection of American lahor
apainst foreign competition, and yet it claims
to be the party of labor. It professes hostility
to capitalists and corporations, and denounces
the Republican party as the party of capitahists
and corporations.  Then the party of labor
votes to take away the protection of Amencan
fabor; the party of the workers agninst the
employers gives Messrs, Scott and Coxe contral
of its State Committee ; the party of the people
agzainst corporations puts Mr. Lamar on the
tiupreme bench.

The thoughtful workingman seecs that one of
two conclusions is inevitable.  Either the party
1s dishonest in professing to represent the wark-
ingmen and the people at all, or it has #old
them out for the influence and the pecumary
contributions of the corporatipns and the mll-
jonaires. In cither case its dishonesty de-
prives the party of confidence. That it does,
in fact, seryve the interest of rich importers,
foreign agents and foreign manufacturers in
{ho tariff matter, against the interests of Amer-
ian laborers, begins to be understood by
Knights of Labor and others who are studying
the subjeet, and who see that a British policy
and British interests are not for the benefit of
American lahor.

The Republican party was neyer intended to
be and has never claimed to be the party of the
poor against the rich, or of the laborers against
the employers or of the people against Lhe
corporations. Tt holds that poor and rich both
lavo a vital interest in good government ; that
Jaborers and empioyers both have need of a de-
fensive National policy which promotes the
welfare of hoth; and that peaple and corpora-
tions both have a right to demand from their
Government no favoritism, but even handed
justice. The Republican party has from the
first, been, in fact, controlled in a great degree
by practical workingmen, who form a majority
of its members. But it has honestly striven
to do equal justice as the trustee of power for
the whole people. Many times it has farled,
but it has so far succeeded that the growth and
prosperity of the country since this party
shaped the pohcey of the Government have been
unequalled in any age or country. It does not
dishonestly pretend to be the pany of labor,
and at the same time vote against protecting

labor.

RTSSIA ANOT THE AGGRESSOR,

An American engineer's reflections on the
prospects of Enropean war are repeated in an
interesting Washington letter on another page.
In one respect his views are novel. He does
not assail Russia, as foreign correspondents are
in the habit of doing, as the restloss aggressor
that is always plotting against the peaco of
the Continent. On the contrary, he represents
Germany and Aostria as menacing Russia with
attack ab its most exposed point. The account
which he gives of the military positions and
facilities for concentrating troops on each side
of the Poland trontier is clear and incisive.
While the Berlin, Vienna and Tondon journals
never waste an apportunity for complaining
of Russian armaments and wanton acts of ag-
gression, the military maps do not justify theso
strictures. Pour German and three Austrian
army corps are massed at this moment within
a hundred miles of the Palish frontier; with
almost incredible rapidity 250.000 men can be
concentrated within fifty miles of Warsaw ;
and while barely 100,000 Russian troops are
available for the defence of that fortress and
the outlying district, the difficulties in the way
of trunsporting reinforcements wounld render
that province an €asy conquest for the allies.
Austria and Germany have been sile nily array-
ing their armics against their eastern rival.
Russia has persistently neglected the defence

of its western frooticr.

These considerations probably have great
weight in determining the balance between
war and peace whenever the Czar is tempted
to place his autocratic hand in the seales.
There is always a war party in St. Petershurg
ready to advise a campaign, but it is Inrgely
recruited from the most intelligent members
of the staff and will not connsel warfare in the
weakest and least defensible quarter.  The
Czar's mosu obseguious flatterers of the staff
would not hesitate to warn him against under- |
taking to defend Poland against a combined
attack from Germany and Austria. If war
were declared those Powers would begin offen-
sive operations in a guarter where they have
all the advantages of strategical positions and
converging lines of railway transportation,
and whera from the outset Russia would be
serionsly embarrassed.  In view of these facts
thonghtful men will conclude that the dangers
of a European conflict are ordinanly exageer-
ated. TRussia does not wish to make war on
cither Germany or Anstria, much less on hoth
Empires. 1t has nothing to gain, much to lose,
by a campaign in Poland. Its real interests
jio in the direction of Constantinople. A
dynastic compact for the partition of European
Turkey would be more useful than a successful

campaign in accomplishing the ulterior pur-

poses of the Romanofls.

JAILER “FATITY” WALSH.
Nobody who knows anything of the carcer of
“ Fatly" Walsh, the ex-gambling-house keoper
and general  tough” who was made Warden of
the Tombs Prison through W. R. Grace's acuve

influence, will doubt for a moment the charges !

of favoritism, cruelty and extortion which the
convict Driscoll, with the avenging halter
almost about his neck, so solemnly makes.
It is not too much Lo say that the appointment
of this fellow Walsh was a scandalous and
impudent act of downright defiance to publie
opinion, His bad character was well known.
Indeed, it is stamped full upon his face. In
an interview last week, Mayor Hewitt told of
s prisoner who had communicated to him a
story which, if true, shows that he had been
unjustly confined.  The Mayor spoke to Walsh
of the matter, and this was his characteristio

reply : “If you want the man discharged 1 will |

gend him back to court and have him dis-
charged.”

Tk of it! This petly ward politician,

this ex-keeper of vicious resorts, will “send
him back to conrt” and will “have him dis-
charged.” Well may Mr. Hewitt sarcastically
ask, “ What sort of justice is this?” Where
in the world did Walsh get the power to com-
pel the courts to reseind their action? Tlow
comes it (hat a mere jailer, intrusted with the
duty of keeping prisoners in confinrment, can
release them at his own pleasure as a favor
to men of position and influence? That re-
mark of itself should suffice to cause his immne-

fact that behind him is arrayed the influence
of persons eminently respectable in all except
heir political relations, to whom Walkh, in his
capacity of vote-getter, has been of service.
Driscoll’s statements are not only full and ex.
plicit, but they are made with all the convine
ing sincerity of a man who fully realizes that
his hours on earth are told. Tle declares that
Walsh's treatment of prisoners who are physi-
cally weak, aged, helpless and poor is bratal
and tyrannical in the extreme ; that he starves
prisoners to compel them to patronize his own
kitchen, charging exorbitant prices for what-

ever ho serves ; that he kept four little hoys in -

an unfurnished stone cell for three weeks dnr-
ing bitterly eold weather ; that he heaped pro-
fane abnse upon an old cripple and kept him
in salitary confinement for two months upon no
other cause than his humble request for better
food, and in his own case he charges upon
Walsh falschood and outrageous cruelty.

Driscoll is a convicted murderer and the law
looks npon his evidenee as tainted, bn* ecoming
at such # moment and in such a way, and with
every natural presnmption snpporting its trith,
one would suppose that the Commissioners of
Charities and Correction, who have charge of
the Tombs, would at least investigate it.  Bub
when a question was put to them intended to
draw ont an intimation of their probable actian,
they made that same tiresome, worn-out, stupid
excuse : “ We know nothing of these charges
officially ; we shall not investigate unless they
are bronght before us”  Commissioner Porter
even says that “as a Christian man™ he *can-
not entertain any complaint  that Diriscoll
makes,” beeause he is bad,  Since Mr, Porter
thinks it necessary to bring his position &s a
« Ghristian man” into the case, it is proper 10
say that it iz jnst to that phase of his manhood
that Driscoll’s allegations should most strongly
appeal.

Perhaps Mr. Hewitt, who has shown such
sincere interest in the city’s welfare, may be
strong enonugh to take his own advice and rise
uhove sordid politics and take measures to rid
Now-York of the disgrace of “ Fatty” Walsh's
continued presence in the Warden's oflice.
e has just told the publie how grossly unfit
tur the place the man 1. He knows his past
Listory. Ie will confer a most snhstantial
benelit on the decent people of the city if he
will exert his potent influence to induce the
Commissioners $o carry out their obvious duty.

A NEW AGENT OF DEATH.

Nothing could be more complete in its way
{ban the report presented to the Legislature
Tuesday by Messrs. Elbridge T. Gerry, Alfred
P. Bouthwick and Matthew Hale, acting as a
commission to investigate and ascertain the
best method of inflicting the criminal death-
sentence, They have considered the question
referred to them in all possible aspects, with
the net resnlt that they recommend the ahali-
tion of the gallows and the substitution therefor
of olectricity. If the commission’s views aro
enacted into law the Legislature will not be at
all in advance of public sentiment. The Amer-
jean people are practically unanimous in desir-
ing that the present cruel and clumsy method
of exceution shall be relegated among the other
barbarisms of punishment which belong to a
harsher age than the present. 1T human life
minst be taken in defence of society, it should
be done as mercifully as possible,

In most eountries the instraments of the ex-
ceutioner are the sword and the guillotine, hut
{he advantages they possess over the halter
are not great enough to malke it worth while to
change. They are quicker and rurer, and they
put an end to all hope of resuscitation, but
they produce such ghastly spectacles as to
Torrify the most stolid of official life-takers.

The one fack which has  operated
o long to retain the gallows in
tha Penal Code is that its  vic-

tim's body, if it be disfignred, is at least entive.
e is not mutilated. His blood is not drawn.
Criminals whose moral instinets seem to be
wholly gone and who have not enough spiritual-
ity to care for their souls, often display much
fecling concerning the fate of their dead
bodies. They should not be deprived ol the
shight satisfaction to be taken from the knowl-
cdge that they ean go to their graves without
suffering actual dismemberment.

Every claim of justice and every argnment
of mercy are satisfied by the use of clectricity.
Concerning its eflieacy in dealing the death-
blow, the commission has produeed voluminans
and convincing testimony. Eminent medical
and scientific men have furnished the commis-
sion with the results of experiments upon
animals guite as tenacious of life as man, and
have shown just what machinery is needed
to carry ont the capital sertence. It could be
provided al an expense af from $250 to $200.
{t wonld consist of a glightly reclining chair
with a metallic head and foot rest.  Into these
the electrodes would he fastened.  The current
wonld thus pass through all the centres of
tunction and intelligence and death would he so
instantaneons that sensation conld not be pos-
sihle.

The commission conclndes its report by <ub-
mitting the draft of an act 80 amending the
present laws for the infliction of the death
penalty as to carry out its recommendations,
The act proposes several reforms, Al exciu-
Cons are o ocenr within the inclosures of a
state PPrison; convicls from the varous econn-
tics being sent Lhither 8o soon as sentence is
imposed. The sentenee shall speeify a week,
not more than two months off, within which
the exeention must take place.  To the warden
of the prison is left the naming of the day,
snnouncement of which ho is permitted to make
only to such persons as he shall expect to be
present as witnesses, These are hmited to his
depnties, eertain court officers, two physicians
and twelve other oitizens, and two clergymen
if they arc desired by the convict. The body

i

is then to be delivored to a hospital or medical |

college or buried in the prison graveyard, bub
in no case is it permitted to be delivered to any
pelative of the dead nor can any religious or
other cxercises he said over it. Newspaper
reports of the execution are to be limited to n
hare statement of the facts as furnished in the
warden's post-mortem certifieate.

Many of theso defails will donbtless bo
warmly criticised. They ghould all be fully

giscussed and adopted only after ample con- |

sideration. The law ghould not be unneces-
sarily cruel in its effect upon 8 convict's family,
who, as experience shows, are nsually troe and
faithful to the last.  Bul the main recommenda-
tion made by the commission to employ elee-
tricity as the agent of death is undoubtedly

humane.
