There is one important
thing for them to bear.in mind: the decision
to-dav ought to be a final one and settle the
question permanently. There is no demand
that the Bridge railway shall be extended to
the City Hall, and there is no reason why it
should be. That matter cannot rightly be a
factor in the consideration of the main gques-
tion. That is, the terminus decided npon to-
day should not be sclected with the idea that
the City Hall extension may be constructed at
some fature time.  Let the trustees understand
this clearly, and lot them keep this constantly
before them in determining a point of consider-
ahle moment to Brooklyn.

Licutenant-Governor Jones s ambitious,
The vbyect of his ambition, as will be scen
by perusing a dispatch from our Albany corre-
spondent, is the nomination for Governor,
How Mr. David B. Hill regards the aspirations
f the man from Binghamton does not appear;
t Jones really scems to be in carnest, At
thought prople will find it hard to believe
be ix so. Jones with his scales and his
voluntary payment of the freight seems gro-
tesque in this capacity. But Jones's claims
are nob to be lightly dismissed. . He claims to
have saved the Democratie Licket in 1885 when
Roswell P. Flower put the party in a hole, and
he worked the county fair address business for
its full value last fall.  An interesting question
is, What is to become of Governor Hill? Well,
if Mr. Jones is ambitious, why shouldn’t Mr.
Hill be ambitious too ?

Dir. Macdonald's suggestion that the bodies
of the unclaimed dead in the public institutions
of the ity be burned instead of buried is one
that will meet with the approval of every
practical mind, It is shown that the buildings
on the islands are encroaching upon the bury-
ing-grounds, and that in one case the water

supply was contaminated by the contiguity of
the reservoir to a place of burial. Dr. Mac-
donald is moderate in his proposal and would
not cremate the body of any persen who made
an ante-mortem objection to such post-mortem
treatment.  In cases of death from contagious
diseases there are strong arguments in favor of
compulsory eremation, The figures given by
Sir Henry Thompson in the January “ Nine-
teenth Century” show beyond question that
burial in such cases is simply gowing the seeds
of disease. The cost of cremation on the lines
1aid out by the Superintendent of the City In-
sane Asylum would not be large: the advan-

tages would be numerons and great,

A letter from Mr. Blaine published this
morning withdraws hig name (<o far as it is in
his power to do so) from the consideration of
Republicans for the nomination in their ap-
proaching National Convention. This letter is
no surprise to those friends of his who have
known how reluctant he has been from the
outset to give the sanction even of silence to
such consideration, It is the simple fact that
Mr. Blaine was almost dragooned by his friends
intu the candidacies of 1880 and 1884, and that
he has constantly assured them that he would
not be put in the position of even sceming to
seck a nomination again. It has long been
evident that nothing but his cwn positive
action could prevent a +enomination this year,
and so he has finally felt forced to say to the
public what he has been saying in private.
Wo regret the decision profoundly, since we
have believed that he would command moroe
votes in the doubtful States than any other
Republican yet proposed, DBut various candi-
dates, all excellent men and deserving well of
the Republican party, are actively in the field ;
and the next few weeks may be expected to
present some unusuadly lively politics. May
the best man win!

DEMUCKATS 4RE WORRIED.,

Certain prominent Democrats at Washington
already begin to consider how they can aban-
don their free-trade theorics, and especially
Mr. Cleveland's free woul propusition, before
tho farmers have a chance to express their
opinion about it. The Address to Farmers
has given them the blues, They foresee that
it will mean mischief for them in every West-
ern State, unless they can contrive to dodge
the issue once more. All right, gentlemen;
run away again if you think best. The farmers
and Tue Trisuse will have sullicient cause,
for comgratulation if the latest and most
threatening attack on American industry ean
be beaten and twned into humihating rout
with only a single shot.  The principal ohject
was to stop the meditated treachery of Con-
gress and the President to great National in-
terests, Confess and abandon it, Messrs.
Democrats, and you will at least show somo
shrewdness,

But that is not to be expeeted, and the farm-
ers in every part of the country who belicve
in protection had better go right on with their
petitions at once.  President Cleveland would
be an impossible candidate for his party, if it
shonld once admit that he had deliberately
proposed a surrender of great industnes, a sur-
render g0 wrongful and so unwise that his own
party in Congress wonld not attempt it.  On
the other hand, 70.000 office-holders, who
have been put into fab places within the past
three years, wonld sooner see the party visk
defeat than open the doors to a new candidate
and a new get of men.  Behind this is the fact
that four-fifths of the party in Congress actn-
ally want what the President proposed.  Still,
if any Demooratic members of Congress want
to be stiffencd in resisting the President’s
Liritish poliey, they can thank Tur TrRinvse
and privately hint to their friends at home to
cirenlate petitions, as proposed in the Address
to Farmers.

Republican members are disposed to give
e Trineye great credit for hringing the
wishes of farmers into definite shape, so that
they shall be properly considercd. A1l vight;
they can help the good work by bringing the
Address to the attention of farmers in their
districts who may not have seen it.  Toe
Trinese Las but one object in the matter—to
stir up the farmers so that they shall give the
subject full and fair consideration. Nothing
but blind indifference and years of persistent
migrepresentation have prevented an over-
whelming verdict of farmers long 2o in faver
of the system which has built np in this eountry
a market for farm produets larger than existed
anywhere in the world twenty-five years ago.
Nothing but their own hlind indifference has
prevented an adjnstment of daties for the more
effective protection of agrienltnre in this coun-
try, and it is high time for that indifference to
crasn,

The work will not end with the defeat aof
free-trade schemes at this session, That
wanld he only a beginnine.  The farmers want
definite and positive legislation for their own
moro effective protection. and they are entitled
to demand it.  The principles which make
protection a dufy in the ease of any fwanch af
mannfacture which is retarded ov evippled hy
foreign competition, are jnst as strong when
the prosperity of any hranch of agrienltnre is
eoneerned in any part of onr eommon eonnfry.
The prosperity of prodneers everywhere is the
aim of prateetion, and the effort of farmers to
get themeelves heard oneht not to cease nntil
the legidtation they desire has been enacted
and faithfully enforeed.

AN ENGLISH VIEW OF AMERICAN TEM
PERANCE,

It is a credit to diplomatic methods, and a
fact of considerable interest, that the besy
gummary now accessible of the laws regulating
the lignor waflic in the different States and
Territories of the Union is to be found in a
dogument recently issued by the Britsh For-
vign Oflice, among ils reporls on subjects of
general and commercial interest, This waa
prepared under instructions from the Foreign
Oflice by the Hon, Henry G. Edwardes, Secre-
tary of Legation, at Washington, who presents
a compact statement not only of existing legis-
lation, giving the text of laws, when they are
important, but also of pending legislation and
bills recently defeated, besides the returns of
the revenne derived from the liquor traflie,
ote.. wherever they have been obtainable.
This affords a comprehensive “view of the

status of the traflic which we have not had

{hus far from any home source. This fact is
o credit to the thorongh and intelligent!
methods of the British Government, and shows
a desire for information upon the subject,
which may easily bear fruit in England, where
the liquor problem is more vexatious, perhaps,
than it is here.

We print on another page some of the con-
clusions reached by Mr. Edwardes Tt will be
noticed that these bear strongly against the
practicability of prohibition. He reaches this
view simply npon the merits of the question,
entirgly ignoring, of course, any political bear-
ings it may have. One of his most interesting
conolusions is thas temperance has made great

strides of late years, but he does not attributo l
this to any special legislation.

A SCANDALOUS SYSTFEM,

There was a.must refreshing debate in {he
Senate at Washington the other day, which
grew out of a bill appropriating $52,000 to
complete the public building at Pensacola,
Fla. The discussion of this apparently modest
proposition led Senators to free their minds,
generally, upon the system, or lack of system,
oMerecting public buildings, and the result was
a series of frank confessions, which ought to
be of public service, As every one knows,
there is hardly a public building, whether Na-
tional, State or municipal, if there is so much
as one, which has heen built within the original
estimate.  The entire business of erecting such
buildings is conducted with a looseness, in-
accuracy and criminal extravagance such as
no man would think of tolerating in his private
affairs. Congress repeatedly, and indeed,
nsually, limits the amount to be expended upon
{he buildings in question, but no attention
seems to be paid by the Department to these
limitations. The work goes on, and Congress
is ealled upon to make appropriation after ap-
propriation in excess of its own limitation, in
the “ urgent deficieney” bill, which is not easily
disregarded. Among the urgent deficiencies
now heing pressed before Congress are appro-
priations aggrezating $706.500, to be applied
to completing about thirty public buildings.
every one of which has already reached the
limit of cost fixed by Congress. A partial ex-
planation of this is, no doubt, that the figures
are often made too low in order to get the first
appropriation, knowing that when the building
is once under way, Congress will have no
choice but to go on and finish it. It is at the
same time undoubtedly true that the sum
which ought to make the building is too soon
exhansted by loose and wasteful methods,

Mr. Dawes gave during the debate the his-
tory of the 5t. Louis Post Oflice, which is a
fair example of the workings of this system.
The first demand cn Congress was for the old
post-office building and $300.000. The new
bailding should not cost a penny more. The
Supervising Architect went to 8t. Lonis, and
they gave him a dinner. Tt was stated there
that Cincinnati had a post-office  costing
£1.500.000, and Chicago was to have a post-
offico costing $6,000.000, Was 8t. Louis to
be left hehind? The Supervising Architect
assured them, in the very face of the law just
passed, that it shonld not he. The resnlt is,
that the 8t. Lenis Post Office cost, it is stated,
ahont 85.000.000, It was ordered that the
New-York Post Office ghonld not cost more
than 82,000,000, hut it has cost, aceording to
Senator Dawes, S6.000000 or ST7.000.000.
"I'he Boston Post Offiee ran np into the millinns
in likke manner.  Senator Vest said the Chieaeo
Post Offiee east fonr times what was intended,
and is now ready to fa'l down, eondemned hy
the grand jury na a pnblie nnisanca.

MONEY AND RITSINVESS.

Tt would have heen strange’ if the markets had
not yielded some Inst weelt.  The railroad wars
the econtinuanes of the ennl strike, the deecrease
in irom produetion, the eollamse of a hank at
Cineinnat! and the arrest of 1ts president, the
paeifie specch of Bismarek dispelling misty hopes
of foreign war, all tended to repress speeulntions
for an ndvanee. The thing that needs explana-
tion is that the markets, under such eirenm-
stanees, did not deeline more.  The ohvions and
only truthful explanation is that the markets are
in large measure artificial, snd do not express
the publie judement of the value of properties.
When thie publie declines to do anything, and
price-making is left to the few wha are direetly
affeeted by hourly fluctuntions, prices hecome de-
ceptive, and neither appasent strength nor ap
parent wenkness has mueh meaning.

It is stated that rutes on lines eentring ot Chi-
cago are not more than half the rates sharged o
few weeks ago. The Eastern trunk linezs have
ngnin adapted strong measores to confine the bhat-
tle and the slaughter to the region west of Chi
enzo, but the competition of the new direct line
from St. Puul to Sault Ste. Marie, connecting
thenee with Canadian rontes eastward, s a diffl-
culty which may not be entirely removed. Mean-
while there are no signs of abatement in the
strupale at the West, which must seriously affect
net earnings of many ronds.  Speculation for a
rise in securities is maturally checked by this
state of thines, the publie draws out of the gnme
altogether, and  the market becomes preter-
naturally dull.  Accordingly, sixty active stocks
averngsl $61 04 at the close, nguinst $60 01 the
previous week and $61 02 Junuary 3.

The grain market was not guite so neglected,
and its decline wnas a little more signifieant.
Abont 1 1-2 eents went out of the price of wheat,
1 6-8 conts for corn and 1 3.8 for oats, because
speculitors had counted upon war ever sinee the
rise from #% to 04 cents for wheat in November
and December. Yismarck did not kindly help
them to unload.  The completion of 12,000 miles
of railroad last year, largely in Northwestern
wheat regions, foreshadows another * ynexpected
inorease™ in mereage, and  reports  obtainable
at this time as to condition of winter wheat
are of smnall value. What i5 wanted to make
wheat-growing in this country more profitable is
a continued and prosperous development of manu-
lactures, which tariff sgitation has for the time
arrested.  The produce market was stagnant:
tullow declined mearly a quarter, butter 1 eent
and cheese a  quarter. Ol sncculation  was
neglected, and the price fell only an eighth, Re-
aetlon from artificial advanee in minor metals
lowered copper 10 and tin 65 cents per 100
pounds, while lead advanced 80 cents in the tane
of a report from Professor Clayton that Idaho
may he expected to add E0,000 tous yearly to
the production.

The eotton market showed more activity than
any other, with sales of 668,000 bales, advancing.
throe-cighths, The official report of Janoary cx.
ports, 70,000,000 pounds less than In the same
month last year, shows tlint the avernge price,
nearly a cent higher (Lan lost year's, threat.ns
to leave considernble unsold stocks on hand,
Ellison's estimate of consumption, if American
yield should prove no more than 6,500,000 Liales,
would still leave 680,000 bales of 400 pounds in‘I
European ports and mills at the end of the crop
year, and meanwhile the advanee in price has now
cut down American exports for five months to
4,077,666 bales, agninst 8,069,338 for the same
monthks last year, though 1,200,768 bales have
been added to stocks at ports and Interior towns
since September 1, and pearly 600,000 bales to
takings of American spinpers inexcess of five
months' consumption, It seems questionable, in
view of these figures, whether this speculstion
has & better chanece than the last, which ended
so disastrously for leanders. The exports of oil
in Janpnry were also reduced 12,000,000 gallons,
or more than 25 per cent. In these two ftems
the value of esports fulls $5,865,000 behind Iast
year's January rejort.

With over $20,000,000 surplus reserve remdin-

thelr loans $3,608,700 last week, but in what
direction does not appear. If in aid of current
speculations. the increase may ol prove o souree
of joy hereafter. Numerous applieations come
from the West and South, particularly from re-
glons in which great advances in real estate have
opourred, with lurge sales. January sales of real
estate have amounted to §17,000,000, and mort-
guges to §10,500,000, But kansas City boasts
gales of §110,000,000 {n real cstate last yenr,
§2.000,000 put Into private dwellings, $6,000,000
nto twenty-four miles of eable lines, £2,670,000
into eleven new milioad briflges noross the Mis-
sourt and Kaw, and $580,000 in huilding spwers
and paving. Minneapolis estimntes the cost of
last yenr's new buildings at £12,524,206; real
estoto sales were ahout 60,000,000 there, m.:ll
new mortgages $21,600,000, Buoh Inrge ex-
penditures in many Western towns lock up an
immense pmount of money for & time, however
judicious they may be, and in some cases prices
and buildings have grown more than business,
The monthly reports of iron furnaces in blast
show o deerease of 16,000 tons in the weekly
output since January ', and the Pittshurg return
makes the entire output 127,126 tons weekly,
peninst 136,255 at the beginning of Febhrunry last
yenr. The statement of * The Iron Age" malkes
the oegregate, cxelusive of charconl furnaces,
104,001 tons, agninst 121,308 a year ago, show-
ing a larger decline. It is surprising, too, that
so little of the degrease 18 traecable to strilies in
coal mines, and so much to other eauses, of which
tarifl uncertainty scems to be the chief, The re-
ports 08 to catton manufacture indicate some
doubt still ns to the wages gettlement, but the
demand for goods econtinues undiminished, and
there are better signs in the wool len manufaoture,
Anothér speeulative bunk at Cincinnati has
heen closed, and some officials arrested, without
ocensioning distugbanee.  The liberal supply of
money reported at all interior points does not
prevent many complaints of slow colleetions, but
in all eases loval causes are assigned.  The Treas-
ury has taken in $3,200,000 more thian it has
paid out during the pnst week, but partly because
of the return of £1,178,205 of its former deposits
in banks, which are apparently no longer wanted.
Whether mueh mere has been used in the same
way as the $500.000 said to be deposited with
the collapsed Cincinnatl bonk was used, at all
events the Scerctary has some reason for his
claim that $50,000,000 18 as much as Government
ought to put out in that way. Meanwhile both
imports and exports continue larger than for the
same port of February last year, and bank ex-
changes, in spite of the dulness in most specu-
lative markets, eontinue to show An lncrease.

THREE BROOKLYN MONUMENTS,

For a city of its size and wealth, Brooklyn has
ghown i remarkable ek of publie spirit in erest-
ing shafrs or statucs to commemorate great men
and nutable events.  Although one of the note-
worthy conflicts of the Revolution, the Iattle of
Long Island, wns fought within her present bor
ders, und many thousands of her sons fell in the
Civil War, only s sumple brass plate in Prospect
Park marks the spot where the baitle was fonght,
and the only memorial in Brovklyn to the soldiers
who sacrifieed their lives to save the Union wns
erected by this city in Greenwood. No publie
square in Brooklyn is decornted with & monument
to civie worth or military renown save the plaza
of Prospeet Purk, where stands the statue repre-
senting Lincoln reading the Emaucipation 'roeln-
mation, 1o Prospect Park wre busts of Irving,
Moore and John Howard Payne; but no othier
man his been sunjlarly bhonored in the third city
of the United Stutes.

It is high time that Drooklyn should redecm
her reputation.  There are now theee plans for
publiec memorinls which should be specdily ear-
ried into effeet.  The firsy is for a suitable monu-
ment to the memory of the soldiers aud sallors
whose lives were lost on Southern buttle-felils,
The sum of 2100000 has been appropriated for
the piurpose, aud it 18 proposed to ereet the memo-
rial in City [all Park.  The site has been injured
by the eonstruction of the elevared road in Ful-
torst,, but If & suitable design is seleated the pe-
sult may prove satisfsctory. A petition with
many thousands of signatures is to be laid befure
Uongtess  usking  [or the appropriation of
$100,000 for the construction of wn appropriate
monument in honor of the 12,000 Revolutionnry
soldiers who perished from starvation and discuase
on hoard the British prison-ships which werd
moored in the Wallabout Bay from 1776 to 1783,
and whose bones, gathered from the shallow
trenches in the sund where they wers bured, now
rest in i vauly in Fort Greene Parle These vie-
tims of the horrors of war outnumbered those who
died on the battleficlds of the Revolution, and as
they represented all the original States, it Is fit-
ting that the whole country should unite in hon-
oring them, cven st this lnte day. It s rightly
prupumul to place the mounument near the spot
where the bones are buried.

The third tribute to departed greatness pro-
poscd in Brooklyn is the statue of Mr. Beecher,
fur the ercetivn of which about £:10,000 has been
safsedd by popular subseription. The work has
been committed to J. Q. A. Ward, anid & nohls
specimen of art is confldently expected. It has
been decided to set it up in Prospect I'ark, near
the main entrance, When these projected memo-
rials are completed Brav klyn will be relieved in
some degree from the disgrace of neglecting to
gommeiorate great deeds pnd famous e,

It would bave been an pgrecable proof of de-
votion to Civil Serviee Reform 1f the President
had promoted the cashier of the Sub-Treasury to
the post of Assistant Treasurer. Mr. Sherer has
been long employed in the Sub-Treasury and
passesses the confidence of the people who deal
with it to such an extent thal a petition in his
favor was signed generally by the officers of bunks
and trust companies. Dut polities was too strong
to allow such an unexceptivnable appointment to
be mude.
