The
only excuse that any trost can possibly have for
existence is that by improved business methods,
reduction of expenscs and the [acilities given
by the use of aimost unlimited eapital, the cost
of producing or refining an article of consump-
tion may be so decreased that the consumer in
the long ran is benefited. 1t certainly looks
now as if the apologisis for the Bugar I'rust:
wonld have a bard job to make out any case
of that sort for this combination.

FHE FISHEWIES TREATY.

The 8tate Department’s diplomatie trinmph
is & fecble and incobeicnt compropuise. The
full text of the Fisherics ‘UIreaty which we
print to-day on the first page emables
us to nuderstand why Sccrctary Bayard con-
siders Lhe Lollow truce arianged by him a de-
cisive trinmph. He has never approached this
subject from the American point of view. 1le
has dealt with it as an international guarrel
cansed by ambiguous constractions of an anti-
quated treaty and by complex and ill-defined
fishery rights. 1le has regarded it solely as a
technical controversy which could be settled
by new and more earcful definmitions of those
rights and by more elastic constructions of tho
disputed clauses of the Treaty of 1818. He
has negotiated a convention on this hasis, de-
fining the three-mile limit, compromising the
beadlands question, and designating certain
commercial privileges in addition to the right
eomferred upon American fishermen seventy
years ago to obtain “shelter, repairs, wood and
water” in Canndian barbors. Prom his own
point of view he has succeeded fairly well in
adjusting these technical quéstions; but even
if he has done this he has failed to vindicale
the honor of the Nation by defending the rights
of citizens eneaged in a lawful ealling. 1o
bas failed to do this becanse he has never per-
ceived that the honor of the Nation had been
compromised by the outrages on the Canadian
scaboard, Ie Las approached the subject in
the spiril of a pettifogging lawyer, bent uporn
splitting hairs over technical points, and not as
the patriotic representative of a great Nation
vnder obligations to resent insults to the thg
and wanton ipterference with established rights
and internalional comity.

eonvention may prove equally worthless. The
Canadian Gevernment with their enstoms regu-
Tations déliberately haracsed and persecuted
American fishermen in order to foree the United
States to take off the duty on fish. That was
tieir objective point: and it will be again,
treaty or no treaty. Tndeed, by the provisions
for tonnage dues to he paid to Canadian ofli-
cialse, Becvetary Bayard arms them with new
fucilitics for operating against Ameriean fisher-
men. There is nothing in this treaty to pre-
vent the recurrence of antrares on the Domin-
jon seahoard. Tt is a eonvention that will be as
unpopular in Cancda as in New-England. 1§
Aora not offer a basis for the permanent scttle-
ment of the fisherics question. It should be
snmmarily rejected by a patriotic and self-
respecting Senate, which proposed a fur more
adeguate method of protecting American rights,

TRUSTS NOT FEUITS OF PROTECTION

In the display of zenl against Trusts and
o her combinations which defeat competition.
- The New-York Times puts the sugar trust
at the head of those which it represents as ex-
jsting Ly reason of the protective policy, Then
it yuotes from Tue Tripese evidence that the
aforceaid trust has materially advanced is
margia between the cort of raw and the cost of
refinl sugar, and maintains that the concern
has aiready taken $7.000,000 from consumers
wrongfully. The circumstance that widely
known Democrats,  Reformers” and  Fiee
Traders are in control of the trust is not men-
toned, and it 18 really of not much importance.
1f the thing is plundering the publie withou
vendering any service, it makes no sort of
diference whether the moncy is pocketed by
professed reformers or by any body else.

The fraudulent part of * The Times's" state-
ment is that the duty on sugar is a part of the
protective system, and is kept alive by tha
protoctive policy.  The truth is that Tk
'ripuNe has not been alone in advocaling en-
tire abolition of the duties on sugar, both raw
and refined. with a bounty to home producers
of the raw materinl ; many Republican journals
and statesmen have poblicly advocaled the
same measure, and “ The Times” has enecred
at and opposed it. The sugar duly has been
and is kept alive by a Demoeratic majority in
Qongress, and by the influence of Mr. Cleye-
1and's Administration, partly as & means of
cultivating sugar producers in Louisiana and

partly” as a pretext for waking war on tho
duties that are really protective in churacter
snd purpose.  The sugar duly was vothing but
a revenne duty when it was imposed and con-
tinned by Democrats and Free Tradors ; it has
wever been anything clse, and it has become
whjectionable and burdensome hegansa it is no
longer needed for revenne, while a trust now
wakes it doubly ofiensive, Tt would not stand
an hour if there were a Republican majority,
in Congress to deal with it.

Alore broadly. there is no dispogition on the
part of believers in protection to defend any of
these trusts which wrong the people, and it is
a haud o represent them as parls or fruits of
the protective system. On the conliary, the
only largely snccessful trust, controlled by
Liemoetats who have found their way into high
places in the senate, the Cabinel and else-
where, deals with a product on which there is
no duty, and has never heen in any way aided
by the fariffl. The plain truth is that these
combinations to prevent competition are radi-
cally hostile to and are destined (o defeat the
very object of the protective system, which ia
to socure ulimate cheapness of products by
eneournging home competition.  Any trust or
other association which really deprives tho
people of the benefit that protection is intended
1o confer, and does confer npon them, must be
regarded as an enemy of the protective policy.
Bat that statement ean only by wilful dis-
Lonesty be distorted into a railing aceusation
that any and all trosts, associntions and com-
Innations of producers are public enemies, or
hostile to the principles of protection, or that
they do deprive the publio of henefils.  Some
of them confer henefits, and deprive the publie
of none.  1lonest and gennine reformers will
iudge each of these combinations or trusts on
its own merits. and according to its actual be-
havior and effects,

HILL'S RAID 0N THE TREASPRY.

Dut hie certainly does not
draw it ab reckless and unwarantable vutlays
for the enlargement, improvement and general
embellishment of his ofiicial residence.  Tha
Governor's repeated demands npon the publie
purse for moncy to be spent upon the Exceutive
Mansion, and his peculiar method of raising
the wind when he had exhausted the speenl
appropriation for the boilding, bave cnlminated
i a grave scandal.  Tho mask is off him now,
if it never was before, 'The pions apostle ol
frugality at up-country fairs discovers no such
word as frugality in his voeabulary, when it
comes to laying ont money on the temporary
home, sweet home, of David B Hill.

This partienlar chapter of Mr, Hill's publie
yecord is worthy the attention of those whe
may =till be laboring under the impression that
his administialion is in the interest of economi-
cal government, let s see what has bheen
spent upon the Excculive Mansion since he
entored it, Mr. Hill suceeeded Governor
Cleveland in 1885, That year $2,000 was
placed in the genernl appropriation hill “ for
yepairs. furniture and ineidental expenses” of
the mansion, and $500 more for “extraor-
dinary repairs” upon it In 1886 another
w2 O00 was appropristed for “repairs. furni-
tare and incidental expenses™ of the mansion.
Total in two years, $1.500.  DBut Governor
Hill was by no means satisfied with any such
padtry sum as that. He had hisx own ideas as
to what his official home ought to be. They
were idias that enme high. Near the close of
the session of 1886 the Legislature, at his
earnest solicitation, appropriated £39,000 for
additiona) grounds for the Fxecntive Mansion,
and the further sum of $65.000 for repairing
and refurnishing the mansion and improving
the greunds.  And not satisfied with this very
generons provision the Governor in 1887 came
ngain to the [egislatume, hat in hand, hegeing
for another big approprintion for s official
residence. 1le made an urgent appeal for
£17.000 more, asawing the Legislature that if
that additional amount was appropruted the
inansion conld be oceupied in a few weeks,
The 837.000 was given him. und in addition
the general appropristion bl contained Lhe
customary item of $2.000 “for repairs, furni-
ture and incidental expenscs of the Executive
Mansion.” Grand total for thres years,
£147.500, spent on Governor Mill's official
residence.

One might have supposed that a publie =er-
vant who was not entirely reckless and ex-
Lravagant wonld have pansed when eonfronted
with these fizures.  Bat Mr. Hill did not panse.
e is not that kind of & reformer. 1o went
ahead and spent on the mansion. not only all the
money which he had obtained from the 1Legis-
lature, but, a= now appears, soyge S17.000
which he unwarrantably drew from another
fund.  Just so when Tweed was in [ull control
wmoney was unlawfully diverted from one of
the State’s great fimds for the wee of the ving
in meeting its profligate expenditures, 1t is to
bo expreeted that the Legislature will prohe
this disgraceful husiness bo the bottom and then
yesolntely apply the remedy,

The Gavernor shonld he fancht thet he can-
not with impunity eontraet hills for the puhlie
to pny when there is no approprialion to meet
them.,  And he shonld also be taaght that ha
is mictaken in supposing that the hest nse one
can put taxpavers to = to hlewed thew, in order
that he may indulee himself in the agreeable

ly with the present diminution in sunspot fre
quency—a tendency that may possibly continue
for two ot three years more,  Moreover, Taoobrini
gives February, 1584, as the eulminating point
of the last sunspot wmaximum; and on one day
of that month, in the United States, there were
forty-four tornadoes—the biggest record of the
kind for twelve years, possibly longer. Ou the
other hund, Wolf's sunspot number for May, 1883,
{40.1) was the lowest for twe years; and yet
tornadoes snd thunderstorms were apparently o
little more numerons than In April, 1882, for
which Wollf's number is 97; this latter month
coming next to February, 1884, in the abundance
of solar disturhanees ohserved, There are a nom-
ber of such seeming inconsistencies which stand
in the way of sccepting the notion that sunspots
and violent terrestrinl storms are related; but it
is possible that further iuvestigetions may ex-
pladn them away.
