when completed, together with the land on which
they stood, would not exceed a cost of §4,040,000,
that the money had been provided from the sale
of apartments and from builders' mortgages, but
that $800,000 would be required to complete the
buildings before the total amount of these mort-

advance of $300,000, The Central Park Build-
fng Company was formed, after Mr. M Comb had
advanes the $800,000, with this amount of capi-
tal stock, to be used tempororily for the comple-
tion of thie building.

FIFTY THOUSAXD BOOKS COME OVER THE SEA TO
(e TO BYRACUSE,

The steamship Galileo, of the Wilson line, which
reached hare from IMull, England, on Saturday, brought
the MNbrary of Professor Leopold Von Ranke, This
valuable library was purchased from the great his-
torlan's helrs about a year®ago for the Methodist
Chureh University at 8yracuse, There are upwards
of 60,000 volumes In all, packed In elghty-threa boxes.
