REMOVING THE aNOW FROM TUE STREET.

TUnder direction of Mayor Chapin, City Works
Commissioner Adams yesterday contracted for the
removal of the snow from the prineipal thorough-
fares at a cost of 845,000 for fifteen miles, and
pevernl hundred men and earte were st work
yestenday. It s estimnted that 205,000 men were
shovelling snow in  Brooklyn yesteeday.,  The
following spesial order was transmitted from
Yolice Commissioner Bell tirough Superintindent
of Police Campbell to all the stution houses In the
eity:

In view of the unexampled sevority of the late snow.
etorm, memhers of the foree will notify ocoupants of
houses tn giear thels stdowalks and gutters and not report
thair fallure to do so for twelve hours after such notiee
has besn given. In compliance with the request of the
Commissioner of the Departmont of City Works, members
of the force will ba particular to ses that the gutters are
properly clesned.  Pofure roporting prsans for vivlating
the ordinances In regard to stieot olstructions, memhers
of the forea wiii be eareful fo Ingulre if porsons maintaln.
