NO CHOIOF, A8 YET.

There has been singularly little interest in
the Presidential canvass for some time past.
Individuals who strengly desire the nomination
of this or that candidate have kept up discus-
kion, sometimes in & more or less perfunctory
way, and the number of favorite sgons who are
 mentioned” appears to be on the increase.
But it must have eccurred to every observer of
public affairs that the great body of Republican
voters have as yet shown no sirong and en-
{busiastic preference for any of these candi-
dlates. s it not ohserved that a kind of apathy
has prevailed, for some time past, as if most
Republican voters, not seeing as vet a candi-
date who quite fills their requirements @s a
representative of their beliefs and wishes, were
visibly indifferent as to many worthy men
whose merits they do not dispute, but of whose
especial fitness for the nomination at this time
they are not convinced ?

There is no lack of interest in the Repub-
lican cause, The discreditable Fishery Trealy
roused a very strong feeling, and one not favor-
able to the party in power, Since the Demo-
cratic Tariff bill emerged from the dark caverns
in which it was framed, there have heen pro-
tosts in surprising number and foree, against
the general policy of the bill, against almosk
every important feature of it, and even against
a greal many of its minor clauses and pro-
visions, which, according to men who under-
stand their effects, would rin industries in
which multitudes of Amcricans are employed.
The cotton goods producers of the South are
among the latest and most indignant oppone nts
of the measurc; the hemp and fax producers,
the growers of potatoes, vegetables, fruils, bar-
ley and hops; the iron, glass and pottery man-
ufacturers, the zine und copper producers, the
manufacturers of a great variety of chemicals,
the salt and lumber producers, and the man-
ofacturers and growers of wool, all have for-
warded sepuate and earnest protesis. There
is hardly & Northern State in which the Repub-
lican party is not visibly gaining by reason of
this bill ; in which Democrats of local influence
have not placed themselves on record against
their party. on the ground that its avowed hos-
tility to protection threatens their interests,
With a Republican candidate who can call out
the full strength shown in 1884, there would
be small reason to doubl that the desire of
Democrats to rebuke their own party for its
free-trade efforts would insure Democratic de-
feat. Local elections in this State, in Maine,
and in many parts of the country, have resulted
in such general Republican gains that the fact
is openly discussed by Demoerats who oppose
Mr. Clevelund’s nomination.

Yet one might suppose, from the lack of in-
terest shown by the great body of Republican
yoters in the coming nomination, that there was
no candidate yet named I~ whom they were
prepared to vote. This may ~hange; indeed,
{here must be a great change if the full strength
of the Republican parly is to be brought oul.
The friends of many differcnt eandidates be-
lieve that their nomination would kindle Re-
publican enthusiasm. and inspire Republican
efforts, to a remarkable degiee, and unless they
did believe this, in good faith and sincerity,
they would hardly urge the paity to risk the
loss of so fair an opportunity as is now pre-
sented.  Nevertheless, the fact remains that
the volers do not thus far manifest intense en-
thusiasm or zeal for any of these candidates.
Their merits are frankly and kindly canvassed ;
at the same time, any practical objectivns to
them are quictly examined; bnt of zealous,
earncst and enthusiastic preference for either
of the thiity or forty candidates who have heen
suggested since Mr. Dlaine’s letter of with-
drawal appeared, there are searcely any signs.

The deliberate, thoughtful and kindly spirit
shown in the consideration of these candidates
is not an omen of evil. Unquestionably it pre-
pares the way for a more hearty acquiescence
in the decision of the convention than might in
other circumstances be possible. Dut should it
not be remembered that the alsence of definite
and warm preference for a candidate hefore the
convention assembles is in itself a sign of some
consequence ?

BOULANGER'S DISGRACE.

General Bonlanger at the height of his for-
tunes resembled a rocket, so suddenly had he
shot from obscurity into flaming glory in the
French sky. There was a dazzling shower of
stars, and then the fires of his military reputa-
tion quickly paled; and like the spent rocket-
stick he has at last fallen to the ground with
s smell of burnt powder. His dismissal from

'{he active army marks the collapse of his

political as well as military hopes. He is de-

' prived of the command of an army corps for
| {hree distinet breaches of discipline in visiting

Paris without permission from the War Office.
Thess offences will not be condoned hy the
army. whose hero he once was; and with mili-
tary opinion arrayed against him on account
of bi¢ flagrant acts of disobedience, General
Boulsnger becomes a spent force in politics
He may he welcomed to Paris by shonts fro
excited throngs of admirers, but with all sober-
miuded Frenchmen Lis reputation ought-to be
fatally compromised by conduct unworthy of
a soldier. It was as War Minister that he won
his fame; and that office will be closed here-
ufler against a soldier who in defiance of au-
thority and discipline was masquerading in
disguise in the strects of Paris and resorting
to the lowest arts of a political intriguer.

The reputation of General DBoulanger for
veracity was shattered several years ago. When
he denied that his promotion to a generalship
was due to the patronage of the Duke of
Aumale, proof of the accusation was furnished
over his own signature, a grateful letter of ae-
knowledgment being produced Ly Toyalist
Deputies, When he went a step further and
questionsd the authenficity of the letter, he
was confronted with evidence that convicted
bim of wilful mendacity. Consequently, when
in this instance be attempts to disoredit the
motives of the War Office in depriving him of
his command and denies having visited Paris

rin disguiro, his credibility as a witness on his
own behalf is seriously impaired.

} personago in France, but he has shown himself
to be singularly untruthful and insincere in his
| public utterances. His admirers may regard
 him as the vietim of political persecution, but
' they will not be reassured when he denies hav-
ing limped through the streels of Paris or hav-
ing worn green poggles in order to prevent
recognition.  The Government undoubtedly
bas a8 conclusive evidence respecting his mas-
querading expeditions as the Orleanists had of
his servility in expressing his obligalions o
the Duke of Aumale.

The action of the Government in depriving
General Boulanger of his command may in-
volve the necessity of repressing disorders in
Paris and of antagonizing a large body of Rad-
jeals in the Chambers, but it is prudent. con-
rageous and necessary. General Boulanger has
becomo too much of a politician to be longer
useful in the army. The complimentary voles
cast for him in the recent Department elections
have converled him into a candidate for mili-
tary dictator, and his disgrace has not occnrred
a day too soon for the welfare of the Republic.
So long as he devoted himsell {o schemes for
yestoring the prestige of the army und enabling
it to fill a larger place. not only in France but
in Europe, he was a military enthusiast appeal-
ing to the martial instincts of the Nation. Now
he has hecome an ambitious politician, bent
upon parading his popularity with the danger-
aus classes of Paris and making a noise in the
world, eome what will. With French demoe-
yaey what it has been and still is, toleration of
his vegaries would have been & fatal mistake,

GOVERNOR HILL'S ANXIETY.

Governor Hill has a keen eye for the main
chance, and his message to the Legislature
urging a revision of the Excise laws is an il-
lustration of it. Tt Las long bLeen a subject of
perplexity with him how he should meet the
new High-Lieense bill. He conld not sign it
without making an enemy of cvery low-class
liguor-dealer in the State, and, as they are all
his fricnds now, he wants to keep them. Ile
could not look forward to writing a veto mes-
gage with any relish hecause a shrewd band of
lawyers had drawn it so as to avoid all the mis-
takes he scized upon as pretexts in his last
message,  MHis gituation had cost him a good
deal of anxious thought. when the New-York
Board of Excise Commissioners and their coun-
sol issued a letter to persons interested in the
gubject, urging a revision of the Exeise lnws
of the State, The advocates of High License
deeply regretied the inauguration of this move-
ment just at this time, beeause they feared it
wonld give the dodgers a pretext for refusing
to support the bill. The fact that Messrs. Von
Glahn, Andrews and Dayton are opponents of
Iligh License did not tend to reassure them,
nor the fact that Mr. Dayton, the counsel of the
Board, was known to have been in communi-
cation with Governor Hill upon the subject.

The Governor has promptly scen his oppor-
funity. He has sent a long message to (he
Legislature, deploring the confused condifion
of the Excise laws, and urging the appoint-
ment of a commission to revise a law to be
gubmitted to the next Legislature. This, he
hopes, no doubt, will strike the pnblic so favor-
ably that some members who are anxious for
an excuse to vote against the Iligh-License
bill, will see their ehance in it; or, if they do
not dare to, probubly he thinks this message
will make a veto more plausible.  But the peo-
ple of the State know Governor Hill too well
as the liqguor-dealers’ friend to he deceived hy
bis anxiety about the sad condition of the Ex-
cise laws. Let us mauke the High-License bill
& law first, and then we can revise the Lxcise
laws at our leisure,

A PROTEAN CIRCUOLAR,

There is a vulgar proverh about “whipping
the devil aronnd the stump.”  Its truth is de-
monstrated jnst now by the devions manner in
which the Benedict-Maynard cireular has been
altered to evade the Civil Service law, and yet
do its work effectually.
