THE GOVERNMENTS PATENT BUITR

The Government proceedings against the
Bell Company have virtually been dismissed by
the United States Bupreme Court. Every
question of law and fact involved in that costly
and scandalous litigation has been passed upon
by the court of last resort. The record had
been already made for this final review when
the first suit was authorized by Solicitor-Gen-
eral Goode in Beptember, 1865, at the solicita-
tion of Attorney-General Garland's busincss
pssociates, Casey Young and Senator Harris.
The application from District-Attorney Me-
Corry for Government intervention  was
grounded on Reis's discoveries and on alleged
irregularities and frauds in the issue of the
Bell patent. These allegations had been
argued already in the courts, und formed part
of the record which was awaiting final re-
vision by the Supreme Bench. The Solicitor-
General, with indecent haste and without war-
rant of law, granted the application in the in-
terest of speculative statesmen who had got
wildcat telephone stock for nothing and were
secking with Government aid to make it valua-
ble. 'The President, when this scandalous in-
trigne was exposcd by Tue TriUNe, ordered
the dismissal of the suit on the ground that
District-Attorney McCorry's application bad
not been referred by Mr, Goode to the Depart-
ment of the Interior. A second emit similar
to the first was immediately initiated in Mem-
phis, and the formal application was referred
to Becretary Lamar, whose department fairly
swarmed with Pan-Electric speculators. On
January 15, 1886, a favorable opinion was ob-
tained from the Department of the Imterior
containing the following passages:

The ground of Invalidity allegad afainst the Bell
Telephone patent may be substantially summarized
thus: First, the patent was prooured by the frand of
the patentes throngh the collusfon or mistaks of the
offeers of the Patent OfMee, and in violation of the
rights of a eavestor named Elisha Gray. Second, the
Inventlon patented was not patentabls hecause already
published. The allegations and the evidence
touching the elrcumstances attending the issuo of the
patent are of such a nature and have such a support
aa to render It In my oplnlon Improper to Ignore or
dlsmiss them. Buch & ¢sse Is presented as T think
onght to undorge thorough judicfal Investigation. 1t
appears that many sults hava boen pending between
the corporation claiming this patent and others that
assall It. In none of these cases has there been or
can there be, as 1 think, such thorough Investigation
and full adjudication a5 to the alieged frauds or mis-
lakes occurring In the Patent Offico In the lssuance of
the patent as could be had In a proceeding Instituted
and earrled on by the Government lisell. . . . In
my oplnlon the proceeding shonld be In the name and
wholly by the Government, not on the relation or for
the benafit of all or any of the potitionsrs, but In the
Interest of the Government and the people and wholly
at ths expense and under the conduct and control of
the Government.

The grounds for Government intervention
| were again stated to be the claim that Reis an-
ticipated Bell, and the allegation of fraud and
collusion in the issue of the patent. These
questions of law and fact were already in the
record that was on its way to the Supreme
Court: and within a fortnight at New-Orleans
a rehearing of the evidence on these very points
[ was to be had in the United States Circuit
| Court. Neither Secretary Lamar nor the De-
| partment of Justice felt at liberty to wait a
few weeks for a new judicial decision on the
| evidence respecting Reis's discovenes and the
charges of fraud respecting the Gray caveat,
The Administration was in an embarrassing
| position, and it was necessary o vindicate”
| Attorney-General Garland and the Solicitor-
| General. The suits for the cancellation of
| patent were instituted in Ohio and Massachu-
| setta at enormous expense to the Government,

and were successively thrown out of court.
Meanwhile, the court in New-Orleans had de-
eided that Heis bhad not made a speaking
| telophone, and that there was no evidence of
| fraud or collusion in the issue of the Dell pat-
‘ ent; and now comes the final judgment. After
all the questions involved in the telephone
| litigations have been considered, the Supreme
| Couft, ruling on evidence that was in the rec-
| ord when the Administration was captured by
the Pan-Electric conspirators, decides thay
Reis's experiments have not vitiated Bell's
claims and that the patent antedated Gray's
inventions and was honestly obtained.

The decision of the Supreme Court being
full and explicit on the very points which were
mado the pretexts for Government interven-
tion proves that there never was adequale rea-
son for instituting these extraordinary pro-
ceadings. Every issue of fact was already be-
fore the courts. The judicial tribunals were
entirely competent to seftle the controversy on
its merits. The Administration was made a
party in action at the importunate solicitation
of statesmen who were trading mm a spee-
ulative gift enterprise and who counted among
their confederates the head of the Department
of Justice and several of Secrctary Lumar's
gsubordinates. There was neither legal war-
rant nor public necessity for the Government's
scandalous intervention,

A RADICAL TofY MEASURE.

Thoe Salishury Government bas got into
touch with the Tory Democracy. The new
Local Government Dbill introduced by Mr.
titchie is as progressive a measure as could
have been expected from the most radical of
Minisiries, Ireland and Scotland are not in-
cluded in its provisions—a defect which will
prejudice Liberals against it; but otherwise
it is a measure embodying the characteristio
features of Sir Charles Dilke's Local Govern-
ment scheme and Bir William Harcourt’s Lou-
don bill, and can hardly fail to seeure the hearty
support of the Opposition,  Old-fashioned Con-
servatives are startled by its progressive char-
acter and are inclined W revolt agansi it asd
revolutionary ; but discipline is casily main-
tained on that side, A measure that is londly
applanded by the Opposition, when it is pre-
sented, can be accouw ted safe in a political
BONSE.

The changes wrought in local government
hy this measure are manifold both in the
metropolis and the counties. London is now
2 nation hy virtue of its four millions, and it
is the least-governed centre of population in
the world. It is to have an elective council in
place of the Metropolitan Board of Works,
and a lord-licutenant as chief executive. Connty
| councils are to be elected either by rnte-pa;cr.a
| or by popular saffrage, women who pay taxes
being allowed to vote. It has thus been re-
served for a Tory Minister to incorpurate
woman suffrage—long regarded In England as
a Radical erotchet—in a Government scheme
of local reform. The town councils are to be
popular assemblies in which landlords’ in-
fluence will not bo predominant. The aristo-
eratic and middle classes will no longer rule
in town and country. The masses will haye
power gradually to displace the classes and to
render local government at once more efficient
and more progressive than it has ever been in
England.

PROHIBITION IN I0IFA.

The prohibitory *methad of dealing with the
Hquor traffio meets another difoulty, in the de-
cision of the SBupreme Court regarding the trans.
portation of liquors from one Stats into another,
The attempt in Iown to prevent the breaking
down of loeal Prohibition, by restricting the trans-
portation of liguor frum other States, is met by
the decision of the court of last resort shat such
resteiction is beyond the power of the State, baing

fn fact an attempt to regulate Interstate commeros.
Ts 1s not easy to judge in advance how far this
decision will operste to embarrass or defeat the
prohibitory legislation in Iowa. But it s clear
that whatever difficulties may arise in this case in
consequence of the principle set forth by the Su-
preme Court, the same or similar dificulties are to
be expected in every other instance of sttempted
prohibition by State suthority. It I8 within the
power of the State to determine what liquor shall
be produced or scld within its limits, though in
that direction fts power is also in some degreo
limited by the previous decision to the effect thad
& State enactment, destroying the value of individ-
ual property invested in manufactures of any kind
previously permitted by State law, may involve
compensation to the individual thus injured. But
if it Is no longer practicable to exclude liquor thud
may be produced in other States and tronsported
into the State which attempts to prohibit, the
efficicney of prohibitory legislation will be in
a measure lessened, especlally near the borders and
along the chief lines of transportation.
