Francis W. Pitman wtt found guilty last night ol
murder in tho second degree In killing his daughter
.vachel on August 4, at No. ns Jackst-i-st. Recorder
Fmyth ce.irimltled the case to tho Jury at 4:30 p. in.

The verdict was reached about 9:1£, and about twenty
mlnutoo lalor Recorder Smyth arrived In tho court
