Ohristopher Nugent dled at his home, Nu. 172 Clinton-
ave, Newark, yussterday of debility, In bhis Gfty-sixth
yoar. He was at onse time perhaps the largest moroeco
manufacturer (n the world, aod the ruin of bis business
waa directly connected with the wrecking of the Mechanios
National Bank of Nework, In 1581 by Its cashier, Oscar
Buldwin, with whom Nugent had beon lo the closest per-
sonal and business relstlons. It was enctirely through
lowns mads w Nugent, extending over » porind of years,
that the bank lost #2.300,000. Mr. Nugent was born of
poor parents st Mouni Nugent, County Cevan, Ireland, ln
1592 and dame o Amaorica when fOfieen years old  He
learnnd the trads of moroceo fAnlaher, and in 1554, opened
s muall factory In Market-st, Newark The business ln-
erensod untll 800 hands wers employed and Nugsut woa
enabled to crush out mapy weaker rivals.

He was o depositor In the Mechanics’ Nnatlonal Bank
aud, unknown %o the directors, Cushior Baldwin began
w lend him large sumas of money. In addition to his
maoufmcturing business, Nugent cmbarked In large speculs-
tive ventures. It wes his |dea to corner the sumuc mar-
kat, sad he bought up cargoes sa fast ua they arrived, but
lo#t heavily in the speculatfon. In order to coiitrol the
market for morocen, he also mold large quantities balow
gost. It waa afterwand claimed that Oashler Baldwin,
who furnished the funds of the bank for these ventures,
wad Interested In them. He overlooked Nugent's books
and wis conversant with the [atier's businesa. On Octo-
ber 1, 1881, Nugent was apparently In the full side of
prosperity. Ils had half o milllon dollars worth of sk
tn his factory. On that date the Mochanlew' Natlonal
Bank elossd its doors sud Haldwin contesssd s defalcation
of #2,500,000, charging that Nugent had led him on step
by stsp by appeals snd promises after he took the fArsy
wrong step.

Civil and oriminal procesdings ware begun against both
men and Baldwin was tried, convicted and senténced to
State prison on thred (ndlctments, but only sarved one tarm
in consequance of an informality lo sentencing him. Nu.
gont'a property was selged and the factory was closed and
placed tn the hands of a recelver, The criminal proceed-
Ings against Nugent wero dlscontinued and litigation ensued
between the bank and the creditors of Nugent, as to the
possossion of the firm's proparty, and still contlnuss.  After
the fallure Nugent starigd (n business again but falled to
make it pay. Ho was a powerfully built man and was
fered by his stalwart workmen, whom he would knock
Auwn under alight provoeation. In religion he was o
Roman Catholle, snd gave fresly to the chureh, Te
laaves 3 widow and four children, the oldest helng the
wite of James Swmlth, jr, of Ne®irk, & promincut Demo-
uratle politelan.
