Roscoe Conkling's career In our National legislat¬
ure dates from ISAM. In that year he entered thc

historic XXWIth Congress as the representative of
the OaeMa District. Among his fellow member* of

the New-Vork delogntlon was Reuben F.. IVntou with

whom lalor on he was fiercely to struggle for party
leadership. The sessions of this Congi ess wero filled
with SropnattteaS lool.lng to th* preservation ol the

Mr. Conkling ran for a third consecutive term, but
was defeated, Francis Kernan succeeding him In the
XXXVlIIth Congress. During Ihe two years of his
snforced i-etlrement from public life Mr. Conkling devot-
e_ himself to law and politics.or perhaps politics and
lew would be a more accurate statement. At all
event* he succeeded so well tn "mending his fences "

that, renewing the contest with Mr. Kernan. he de¬
feated him and secured his own election lo tb*- XXXIXth
Congees.. As a member of this hotly he helped pass
the Civil Rights bill over President Johnson's veto,
a»d played an o.'lclent part In shaping tho reconstruo
lion legislation, tbe Homestead bill, and the other great
soees u ces which were designed to preserve the fruits of
tho war.

THK CONKLING-BLAINE CNrLKASANTNF.SS.
It wm In this Congress.In April lSOO-thai Mr.

Conkling aud Mr. Blaine engaged In the acrimonious
eontroversy which led to their alienation trout each
Other. Thin historic quarrel had Us beginning In an

amendment which Mr. Conkling moved to a bill pro¬
viding lor the reorganisation of the Army of thc l'i..ted
States. The motion looked to the abolition of the
Provost Marshal Bureau and the consequent humilia¬
tion of Nasas! Mar-hal Ceneral James B. Fry.
In support of his motion Mr. OaaMtai sharply critic:
Oeneral Fry's official conduct. "My __J_.ll._a to j I
this soctlou ls," ho remarked, "that lt creates an un¬

necessary office for an undeserving public sen-ant."
Mr. Blaine, in behall of the Military Committee, of
which bo wm a member, replied. Ile defended the
eecticm which Mr. Conkling proposed lo have Mnwl
out, contended thst there wm not tn the American
army a more honorable and high lon.d officer than

Ceneral Fry, and referred to quarrels which the (Mfr
et al had had with Mr. Conkling, '. quarrel*, lt ts gen¬
erally understood In which the gentleman (.onkllug)
came out secoDd best at the War Department"
Conkling made haste torejoin that " if (jeneral Fry ls

A few days later the debate wm r-ene__d on an elabo¬
rate letter bom General Fry. which Mr Blain, caused
to havo read at the clerk's desk. The General an¬

swered the charges _Mch had been made by Mr.
Conkling and declared " that ths differences between
Mr. Conkling and myself arose altogether from my
unwillingness to gratify him In certain matters Id
which he had a strong personal Interest.* Al the
culmination of the heated dlscu.sloD ntgendered by
this letter, Mr. Blaine rose at the ead of one ol Mr.

* Conkling's periods and addressed the chair. The
Speaker inquired " Does tha gentleman from New-
York yield to tbe gentleman from Maloo!" ¦ No slr,"
was Mr. Cookllag's stern reply, " I do nut wish to have

HIS PROMOTION TO THK SENATE.
Firmly entrenched In ths confldenoe of his

Oneida constituents, they elected Mr. Conkling
to the XLth Congress. But before lt wu

time tor him to resume his seat ha wm promoted to

the United States Senate lo January, 1867. Charles
J. Polger, then a Senator, presided at tbe caucus which
nominated him, and his nama wm proposed by Ellis H.
Uoberta, then ao Assemblyman tor the lld Oneida
District Tbe other candidates beforo the caucus wera

Ira Harris, the incumbent. Naen Davis, Ransom Balenm
and Mr. Folger. Horace Greeley's name wm pre¬
sented, but wm withdrawn before the formal balloting
began- During Mr. Conkling's first term tn ths Senate
what may be regarded m his most Important vote wm

given for the Impeachment of President Johnson " for

high ortmee and misdemeanors.* In 1862, while
a member of the House, be had offered a res¬

olution, after the victory at Port Donelsoe, re¬

turning the Nation's thanks to Generals Grant
and Hallotk; and when Grant wm sailed to tbe Pree-
Idency In IBM. he found In the benator an earnest
and uncompromising supporter. And before Grant's
first term expired Mr Conkling bad come to be recog¬
nised m the special champion of hts Administration.
The re-election of President Grant tn 1872 wm fol¬
lowed In 1878 by the re-election of Senator Conkling.

In the momentous proceedings growing out of the

disputed election of 187.. the Senator bore a promi¬
nent part. He wm a member of tbe committee that
framed tho bill providing for the Electoral Commis¬
sion, he took charge of lt In IU passage through tbe
Senate and he advocated lt In a strong speech. His
absence from the Senate when tho vote wm taken
on tho Louisiana decision of the Electoral tribunal
caused a good deal of bitter comment at the time-
Subsequently, In the course of a speech on ono of the

pha.es of tho Louisiana question. Mn Conkling took
occasion to explain the absence tn question, stating
tbat lt was due to his having boon called out of the
city.

At Ihe end ot this term.during which
he declined an Invitation from the Prenldonl to transfer
his public service, to the bench of the Supreme Court
of the Cnlted States, succeeding Chief Justice Chase
deceased Mr. Conkling wm again reelected. And
In both 18711 and 1870 ho received a unanimous nom¬

inal lon.
HIS EXIT FROM THF. SMSAASM

Mr. Conkling resigned from tho Senate in May, 1831,
for two reasons First to exhibit In an emphatic man¬

lier his disapproval of the policy of President Garfield
In relation to the Now-York appointments, especially
the nomination of William II Itobertsoo to the New-
York Collectorsbip. Second, to appeal lo tbe Repub¬
licans o! New-York, through their representatives
In the Leglslalure, promptly to return him to the
Senato and In so dolug (o vindicate him and rebuke
President Garfield. Tho position of tho President can

be briefly stated. He held that his nomination ol
Judge Robertson wm an act ut simple party Justice,
the logical nomination In the circumstances. It was

conceded that to no other one man «o much as to

Judge Robertson was Ceneral Garfield Indebted for hi-

success at Chicago, since lite Judge was foremost In or¬

ganizing tho movement against a third term, im¬

pressed with this fact the 1'resident felt that he would
have been alike cowardly And unfair If he had set
Robertson aside to plca.se the leaders of a rival fact Inn
whose opposition was purely political and who had
boon generously recognized In the distribution of Ihe
Federal pt'r.niage. Judge Roberts.m's fitness for
the Collectorship wm not denied, his personal character
was unassailable.»nd he wag a tried and true Re¬

publican. Mr. Conkling laid great stress "on tbs
courtesy of the Senate," arguing that lt was tho rule
of that body to respect the wishes of Its member* In
relation lo nominations trow their respective States.
For reply Mr. Conkling wm referred to tho Russell

MR. CONK LINO IN POLITICS.

Before hs bad attained his majority Mr. Conk¬

ling knew a caucus when he «aw it, and lt was not

long before be had shown decided aptitude for prac¬
tical politics. He passed from being a familiar fig¬
ure In the local organizations, first of tho Whigs and
then of the Republicans, to tbe wider field of the

61 ate Convention naturally.apparontly without effort.
But lt was not until 1871 that the general attention
was called to him as a manager and leader. In the

Republican State Convention nf thal year hs won a

.Ignal triumph over bis opponents. After one of Ihe
most bluer tights In the history of State politics he
secured the admission of what were known as the
Grant delegates from tho metro polls, pursuing an Im¬
placable policy towsrd Ihe delegation containing
such men as Moses H. f.rlnnell and Marshall O. Rob¬
erts. Tbe result was that the delegation that was
disc ri ml nated against left the convention accompanied
by delegates from some of the other counties. The
rule-or-ruln policy which he thus early Inaugurated
characterized his subsequent course as a party chief.
Mr. Greeley and Senator Kent un counselled harmony
aud the ticket nominated In lb__e untoward drouin-
Stances pullod through. Tbe next year. 1872, Presi¬
dent Grant ramo up for re-election snd Senator ( 'ink¬
ling bent all his energies to the accomplishment of
that object. He opened the pro Grant anti-Grecley
campaign tn this city early In the summer willi an

elaborate speech In Cooper institute. This
effort was eulogistic of Grant, abusive of Greeley and
defensive of many things In the (.taut Administration,
which had subjected lt to widespread til:WI.m.
Ana lt attempted to show that lt was Senator Keeto.,
who had begun the quarrel with hi- associate Senator
from New-Vork by an overmastering real for Federal
patronage.

Here be waa equally
unsucccbhfuL Aa ia his custom when cornered,
Mr. Vest appealed repeatedly to the eliades of Jef¬
