To say that he, as an Irish Protestants would leave

the Irish Catolics to fight it out between them,
sounded like abdicating his leadership of tho

Irish Catholics. The explanation -is that Mr.
Parnell, who is the most calculating of men, had
not yet information enough from Ireland to en¬

able aim to speak decisively.
tThat he said of tho Plan of Campaign was

tM surprise of the evening. There was no want

offrankmss here. Mr Parnell's dislike of the

Pian has long been an oihmi secret. His unre¬

served admission of this dislike, his disclosure
of the conditions which he h»d imposed, and his
avowal of its evil political influence in England,
have none the less angered his colleagues. Some

of them say that Mr. Parnell has given in to the
Pope. Many are the mutterings which arc Maid.
Some find their way into the Parnellite prinLs.
But they signify little. These gentlemen have

grumbled against Mr. Parnell before now, but

always ended by obeying his wishes. They will
do so now. Mx. Parnell thinks that the Plan of

Campaign has done its work and may be laid
aside. That will dispose of one part of the con¬

troversy with the Poi>e. Of the other more im¬

portant Papal censure, that on Boycotting, ho

says nothing. The National League never could
have established its ascendancy Without Boy¬
cotting. To abandon it now would be to abandon
the League, which is the lust thing Mr. Parnell

proptttcs to do. But nothing can be gained, he
thinks, by public discussion of this practice. The
watchword for the moment is a Parliamentary
policy of full union with the Liberals.

Mr. Glad.itone is far more outspoken than Mr.

Parnell, or than he himself lias c\er been before.

Not even ta Nottingham did thc Liberal leader

denounce the Government, the magistrates and

the police, or vindicate opposition to legal authori¬

ty, in such t<rms as he used yesterday in Memorial
Hall. He has cast in his lot with those who pro¬

claim their allegiance to a law higher than statute

law. Ho has harassed, he declares, and he means

to continue to harass the Government in enforc¬

ing the Crimes act or other acts in a manner

which he thinks unjust. He goes much further
than Mr. Parnell in approval of the Plan of

Campaign. He complains.it is the key to his
whole speech-thai English politics in principle
and in detail are decided by the question whether
Ireland shall have Home Rule or not; a condition
of things, he adds, so extravagant that the good
sense of the country ought to rebel against such
a system. True, retort the Tories, but it is you,
not we, who arc responsible for it. And their
chief organ describes Mr. Gladstone as saying
In effect that people aro bound only to obey
the law what it pleases them. When it ceases

to please them, they arc to follow Mr. Gladstone's
example, call the State domineering, and resist

by counsel or by act the law which they dislike.
It is a theory, says ¦ The Standard," which can

only end in anarchy.
The strained relations between different sections

of London society continue to occupy attention.
Not much need be said about purely political assem-

alfca like those ol the Women's Liberal Federation
at the Royal Institute. But it was noticed last
evening that Lady Salisbury's reception in Ar¬
lina on-st. showed almost as great a preponderance
of Unionists over Liberals as Lady Hayter's on

Saturday of Home Kule Liberals over Unionists
and Tones. Lady Hayter's dinner before the re¬

ception included not a single Unionist, and Lady
Salisbury's dinnex not a single Liberal. Very
few Liberals were to be seen among the very num¬
erous company which crowded the drawing-room
of the Prime Minister's wife. Whether this was

because they had not been asked, or because they
would not come, is open to conjecture.

He
is therefore enjoined from printing or otherwise
multiplying copies of the play on the ground that
such copies are infringement of the copyright of
the book. He is ordered to state on oath what
Copies exist, cancel all passages copied or colornbly
altered from the novel and submit them for thc
plaintiff's examination whrn cancelled, and nay
the costs of the action. This righteous decision,
unless overruled, which is unlikely, will go far to¬
ward securing the protection of published books
against dramatic pirates.

and sent to every Democratic member In Congress.
Tbs report of Mr. Sullivan starts off with the state¬
ment that the quotations made wero all tajken from
Hi publican papers during ihe campaign of lstvi. In¬
gall* ran for Lieutenant Governor on an opposition
Republican ticket.

Geueral Byron Sherry, who was an activo partici¬
pant In tho stormy political antebellum days, was

told of the documents this morning and said: "The
politicians will greatly mlsicpresent Mr. Ingall*'*
record if they strive to mako him appear hogtllo to tho

Bepuhllcan purty before and during thu war. Mr.
1 nguiu always was a radical of the most pronounced
stamp, and lu no woid or act did he work against tho

Republican party. This statement ls borne out by tho
iacts. lt ls truo that lngalls was nominated for
Lleutenant-Oovernor with Wagstaff in 186V., Wagstaff
being a thorough Democrat. Yet this was a fusion
ticket of Democrats and anti Lane Republicans got up
for the express purpose of beating Senator Lane. ln¬
galls was nut the only roan who was placed on the
ticket who was a radical Republican. It wm any¬
thing to heat that bad, i.nld, designing Lane, and the
most enthusiastic supporters of Lincoln and his Ad¬
ministration voted for tho ticket. This ticket, how¬
ever, was beaten, as Lane had all the patronage and
a little office would buy up almost any man in those

stormy days. In In* lngalls ran for Lieutenant
Governor on tho antl-Lano Republican ticket with S.
O. Thatcher, the Lane ticket being headed by C. J.
Crawford, v ho was elected. The Democrats did not
nominate any one that year, but went In with the
anti-Lane Republicans to teat Crawford. This sefton
of lngalls does not signify anything, nor does lt im¬
pugn his steadfastness io tho Republican patty. Thero
was always an opposition In the Republican party to
the notorious Senator 'Jim' Lane, which only ceased
when he committed suicide by hanging. Ingall- wai
always a radical Republican. Di sonne the Lane
papers at tho time were very Utter against 61 cry Re¬
publican who had any connection with the fusion can¬
didates, but that was to bo expected.*

leading growers on the Peninsula present Colonel
E. L. Martin, of Seaford, De!., was chairman, and
Wilbur II. Burnlte, of Felton, secretary. J. P. R.
Polk, of Wilmington, stated that the commission men

ol New-York aud Philadelphia had about consented to
do away witb their solicitors at tho Peninsula fruit
centres anil depend upon the Bureau agents. Tho
commission men seem more than evor disposed to deal
fairly with the growers, especially since the Maryland
growers had founded tho Ballimore Fruit Exchange
with $10,000 capital, where fruit will bo 6oM this
summer bj auction for I per cent commission, which
would save the growers 7 i»er cent. If necessary this
will be done in Now-York, Brooklyn and Jersey City.
The Bureau control now over 400 OOO trees, and would
double that munker before thu peach season. Largo
bhv'kboaitls aro to be hung at all shipping pclnts each'
day with the names only of those commission houses
who act In concert with the Bureau posted on them
and only those will be dealt with.

NOTHING LEFT BUT WALLS AND TOWER.
ST. PAIL'S IN BUFFALO DESTROYED BT NATUR¬
AL WAS-TH K MKTKKA BUKSTIKtt IN VAIUOCI
l'ARTS OF THK CITY.

Buffalo, May lO.-St. Paul's Cathedral, the hand¬

somest church In the cliy, lg in ruins. Only the

walls and tho tower are left. Janitor Tremain was

inering furniture In tho basement of tho church st
9:15 s> m., when a terrific explosion ooeurred, and
the slr shout him was at once filled with smoko and
flame. He was not much hurt and bsd Just time te

gel out before the Interior of the building was In

Hames. The firemen were toon at bend, but little
could be ssved, and In two hours tho cathedral was

a mass of ruins. It occupied the block bounded by
i burch, Pearl, Erie and Main its., and ss the walls
were of stone, the surrounding property was In Uttl*
danger.

The firemen had hardly got to work st the Ure

before a series of alarms began. The natural gsa
meters In Main st., between Chippewa and Tupper-
sta., several In Nortb-st., six blocks away, and many

others scattered over the West Side, exploded and a

number of fires were started, none of which, however,
proved serious. The excitement was greet. Many
families whose houses were supplied with natural gas
left their homes and were afraid to return. The cause

of this series of disasters was too great pressure on

the natural gas mains. St. raul's furnace was sup¬
plied with natural gas. Near by was a lighted Jet.
Tho pressure of gas burst tho meter, the roem Ulled
with gas and the explosion followed. The trouble
was the same elsewhere. The officials of the Natural
Has Fuel Company say that an obstruction In the

pipes must have interfered with the working of the
automatic regulators. Superintendent Daly said:

" I have been In tho gas business all my life, end I
never knew anything like this. We do not know yet
what was tho cause. Probably some of tte valves
which close automatically were forced open, allowing
extra pressure on the mains. It was a case of extra
pressure, anyway.''

6hortly before tho fire broke out st St. Paul's thore
was an exciting scene at Dr. Pierce's hotel, In Maln-
st An explosion occurred there and a panic followed
among the Inmates. Just as the firemon got theie
another explosion occurred, badly bruising and burn¬

ing five of thom. The flames were extinguished after
a loss of 91,000.
The loss by the fires and explosions will bo about

8100.000. St. Paul's Cathedral will be rebuilt at once.

The Insurance on the church ls only 955,000. The
pastor, the Rev. Dr. John W. Rrown, had Just accepted
a call to St. Thomas's Church, in Now-York. All the
natural gas mains In the city have been shut off, hut
lt Is expected that thoy will bo In working order by to¬
morrow. Following ls a complete list of the Insurance
on the Cathedral: Fireman's, Newark, 95,000; Spring¬
field.

St. Paul's. Tho sexton wert to light the natural gas
and lt burst out with such a loud explosion and large
flame that lt burst the meter, but the sexton turned
It off at tho meter In time to prevent any damage.
Another report was that tho gas WM burning In the
furnace and suddenly burst and wrecked the meter

and would have set the church on fire but for the
presence of tho sexton, who turned lt off. The natural

gas meters generally throughout tho city appear to
havo glvon out. The supply ls now entirely shut off,
tte «*io .metres si awtou* points taring all kee-
closed and there being no other souico of supply.

THE VANDF.r.nil.TS TO TAKE THEIR SHARE.CONFI-
Hl.NCE >'F THE PROJECTORS.

Tho revival of the South Pennsylvania Railroad
scheme was regarded In Wall Street yesterday with
more SSftoaeMSSi ss additional details of Wednesday's
meeting of tho syndicate subscribers leaked out. The
advocates of the scheme profess their utmost confi¬
dence that the road will bo built, and that lt will

¦titi with a trefle that will not necessarily rob the
pennsylvania Railroad of business. They assert that
If the road had been opened last year, lt could havo
earned a small dividend on Its stock out of the traffic
willed the Pennsylvania could not carry.

The 910.000.000 bond Issue, which ls embraced In
the reorganization SflbWSS of tho South Pennsylvania,
has been practically provided for. The Rockefellers,
.lames lt. Colgate and Others have mbSCrfbM to their
allotment. The Vanderbilt e,tato ls credited with
?:;.oo<p,000 of tho bonds as its proportion of the whole
amount. The syndicate reorganization plan requires
twenty per cent of original holdings to be takeu In
the proposed new preferred stock, and sixty per cent
subscriptions to be made to tho bond Issue. As tho
Yandoit.lits bold 95,000,000 In the syndicate, their
quota of bonds would be 93,000,000. This, with tho
allotments taken as mentioned above, more than
rovers half of the 9io,00o,oo0 Issue. The Vanderbllts,
while not fathering the scheme of revival, In accepting
the reorganization plan of their associates, agreed to
the bond subscription as well as the acceptance of
their proportion of preferred stock. At the meeting
II. MeK. Twombly declared that he stood ready to
take the remaining 55,000,000 bonds, If the other sub¬
scribers did not take their rjuota. Mr. Twombly dis
not represent the Yauderbllts In this offer. It ls un¬
derstood that ho was acting for other prominent syn¬
dicate members. It ls denied that he represented the
Pennsylvania Railroad Indirectly. One theory that
has been advanced ls that the road would be com¬
pleted, with an understanding that It would b* turned
over to the Pennsylvania for a guarantee on the
bonds, or, perhaps, a guarantee on both bonds and
stock, 'tho syndicate members deny this emphatl
cally* They ezpeet to meet tone further opposition
In the courts from the Pennsylvania mad, but are con¬
fident of their 11 .¦.

with the pOOfflS who do not appear to havo the instincts
of gentlemen. ,

Having so delivered himself, Mr. Hewitt arose,
went buck t> his desk, aud hinted himself with
his papata. Mr. Moss called aller him: "Icon¬
sider that I possess a» much of the instincts of a

gentleman as yo't do."
Mr. Moss continuing to show much irritation.

Mr. Gibbens called to him: " Don't get excited
over such a little thing. Keep quiet and take it
easy." Mr. (Jibbens presented a resolution amend-
lan the rules and regulations of the Subway Com*
mission, the objects of which arc to compel the
companies to hurry lorward tho burying of th*
wires. Mr. Gibbens explained that while thc en¬

forcement cf the law does not devolve upon the
Board, it is the purpose to adopt a settled policy,
toward the corni-anies who owu the wires whicn
the Mayor has been requested to order token down.
In default of their acquiescence in the manifest
intent of the law und public sentiment,
and in en*e the local authorities fail
to do their duty, the Board shall take up the cud-
girls and by every lawful meuns, by obtaining in*
junctions, with HM aid of the District-Attorney
and such other ofiieers as will join in fulfilling tho
law, Mok to make the life of the contumacioua
companies a burden.

MR. OIP.BF.NS ATTACKS THE MAYOR. I
Then Commissioner Gibbens got upon his lego

and delivered a long end spirited invective
against Mayor Hewitt. He referred to the May*
or's withdrawal from the Board as a remarkable
exhibition, and said:

The Board has treated Mr. Hewitt with great defer*
ence and consideration. I walled upon him myself and
tendered him the presidency of the board. I told him wo
were anxious for his co-operation. Wi asked him to name
an electrical expert who should be ap|gilr.ied to keep him
Informed regarding everything relation uj what the Board
ought to do. Mr. Hewitt refused the presidency, bul
neither accepted nor declined the other proposition. He
S'*jn began a course of opposition and fault-finding. He
tried to make tho action of the Beard ridiculous, and threw
obstacles tn the way of the law he was sworn to enforce.
Ile opposed everything we attempted to do. Nothing
suited him, and he originated nothing. He was always
unwilling to put himself on record.

The Mayor here put on his hat and started out*
Mr. Gibbens yelled after him as he passed down
the long apartment toot never luol i man missed
mater opportunities limn lta<l Abram S. Hewitt,
Respected and admired, with the united Democ¬
racy behind him, what a brilliant, future awaited
him. Mr. Hewitt had passed out bp this timo.
but Mr. Gibbens went on with Increasing volu¬
bility and growing redness of face to say that
with all Mr. Hcwi;t's gigantic plans nothing had
been done. He continued:
We have had fmilt-Ondlng and letters in plenty, bul

where are thu great redmist It might have ben sold
thSl Mr. H"wilt opened tho small parks for the people,

-lied rapid triHinlt, erected (treat public buildings.
Krui'ful only In piMtol S US chief performance has been

u. destroy the peace of s people dwelling in har-
moiiy aril fraternity by creating diMt-nslons between
rae.* and sects. By invidious comparison* be has sought
K. stir up strife In thin peaceful city. His administration
has been ail froth and nothing done that ought to have
teen done. At the last meeting of the Board he subjected
me to gratultuous Insult and accused me of falsehood.
It ls not a Question ot whether you. Mr. Hess, or you. Mr.
Moss, or I. ha\e the Instincts of a gentleman or not, bul
whether we are trying to do our duty.

Mr. Gibbens then moved that hereafter tho
meetings >t the Board be held at No. 1,21 8 Broad¬
way, instead of at ihe Mayor's ofllce, which mo¬
tion was agreed to, 3 to 0.

Mr. GribbtM lind dorie most of the talking and
all the work of the Board but he was not tired,
Ile now read an article cut from a New-York news.
pai*r which gives an interview with Mr Hewitt.
In which the Tatter was represented as saying that
he bad originated the plan of getting rid of tho
telegraph poles and wires and that he was the fa¬
ther of the subway legislation; that he had dona
all in his power to carry out the law, but that ow*

ing to the fact that the appropriation for the De¬
partment of Publio Works would not justify tho
removal of the elcctrio and telegraph wires his
effort* had been unavailing.

ItKSOMJTlONB AGAINST MR. HEWITT.
Thc Mayor had in the meantime returned to tba

ofllco and was ogaiu at his desk. Turning bis
face in Mr. Hewitt's direction Mr. Gibbens in a

loud tone read the following:
