Chicago, June 1..Tlie Rawson divorce suit waa
brought to a climax to-day by un attempt on tim
I-art of tho compl-iinaDt, Mrs. Mee lt ie L. Rawson,
to murder one of her husbund's lawyers, Colonel
Henrj- C. Wlutney, in open court.
Th" ease canic up this morning on a motion irs

Judye Jamieson'* court at 10 o'clock. Mrs,
Rawson appeared there with her attorney, (Jen*
(.ral Stiles. Mr. Rawson was represented by
Colonel II. C. Whitney. When Judge Jamieson
(.ulled tlie case, QunuBUj] Stiles had left tine room.
The Judge told the banker's uttorney to wait a
few minutes, and the lawyer sat, within the rall'
ut Ijaililf Sutherland's desk. He was bending
over some papers, absorbed in their content/*,
nie ii a luiv Sj worn tn clad in a neat-fitting black
dress and witta a lace pah- ga death wullo-d through
the gateway from the main body of tba court¬
room und approached him. The lawyer looked up,
and tlure was evidently something in ber i»p|K*ar-
anee which warned him of danger. Il- jumped to
his feet, and retreated hastily toward the (derk's
desk, which is (rumi-diately benian that of the,
[adas, Then tha woman raised a revolver and
lied. The shot craehed Into the side of Jud-ru
Jsrutuaon'a desk. Colonel Whitney had reached
th.- el rh s desk, and throwing himself on his
hands and knees tried to lind safety hy crowding*.
under it. Another shot rang out, and the bu. lot
struck the top of the -But ploughing a furrow in
the wood and glancing off into a pi-{eon-hole. Mrs.
BawsoB was then behind the desk, and pointing
deliberately, sh<- Bred three times at the prostrate
llgure of the man. One bullet took effect in the
Kroln, inliictinj/ u dangerous wound. Another toro
its way through the hard wood in the panels of tha
desk und rolled out into the courtroom. Thc third
arnuad Whitney's thigh, inflicting a slight wound.

Clerk lteich, who wa-, at his desk writing,,
lumped over the partition bctwe-en his Heat nnd that
af the Judge. IlailifT Sutherland, who was some
twenty feet away, made a dash Ht the woman and
caught her around the waist. At Use same tiing
Clerk Reich ran around the Judge's desk and took
thu pistol from bet hand.

Judge Jamieson ordered the woman into cue-*
t .dy and she wns conveyed hurriedly to the
County Jail Her tune was ghastly and her ej-es
red and swollen. As the carriage rattled north in'
("lurk-st., OB the way to the County Jail. Deputy-
SherilT (.len.son asked lier if she knew what she hud
done. She made no aussver to the .-uestiou, but,
shuddering, said:

" Is it cold to-day ? I am so cold. I have had
no sleep for so lon*."'
Over and over again during the brief, journey

she bewailed her luau of sleep, hut said nothing
about th» incident in the court room. Winn tho
jail was reached she hud to be supported as she
walked into the orison. She was taken BO a Ullin
room adjoinlag the fenaulo department and at- once
asked to be allowed lo lie down. She was left
there m a lounge, attended by thc matron of the
department.

ionng Ralph Lee. Mrs. Rawson's son. who is a
prisoner in the County Jail for attempting to kill
his stepfather, was in his eel! la thu bofw depart¬
ment when his mother was brought in a prisoner,
but he was in ignomnee of the whole affair.

Surgeons were hastily summoned, and they pro¬
nounced Whitney's wound not serious, the only
danger being from possible blood poisoning. Judge.
Jamieson said to ii reporter:

" Well. 1 can't co on with the Rawson trial. I
am prejudiced against that woman. It was tho
alimony decision yustexday that sent her cunning.
No, sir, they'll have to gut some other judge to sit
in the ease."1

General Stiles, Mrs. Rawson's attorney, was of
the opinion that Mrs. Rawson was insane. Ia
fact, he had a premonition that all was not right
with his client, nnd that the would do something
desperate. She cave no intimation of her despor-.
ale resolve except in a vague war, which the ex¬

perienced eye of the attorney detected. Knowing
her hatred of Mr. Whit nev, Qenutul Stiles went
this morning to Deputy C.leason. in the Sheriff's
office, and informed that ollicial of his suspicions.
Mi-. QIbUbUUU instructed Deputy Morgan to go to
Judge Jamieson's court and tak" a seat beside
Mis.' Mawson, and be ready for any emergency.
Thu deputy bad just left the elevator when ho
h< ard thc fas! saul tired.

In au extended interview had with Mrs. Law¬
son at the beginning of thu year by a reporter,
Mrs. Mawson showed the utmost vindictiveii.BB
against Whitney, who, she soul, wa-, not fit to
live. In her interview Mis. Hawson said:

" There will be ubsolntely no compromise in
this ease, absolutely no coaproauiae, although I
have been hounded almost, to death by hind
detectives, who follow rae and watch every move
I make. Mawson has as his right hand man that
lawyer Whitney, whom I intend to cowhide and
mark for life."

Hanker Mawson, who returned to tlie city last
night, was seen at Mr. Whitney's hou.se to-niirht.
He looked remarkably well fut h man whtUB law-
yera testified in court a week apo that to have to
sit through a trial of the divorce case now would
kill liim. lb' professed surprise that Mrs. Mawson
had attacked Whitney, saying he had considered
that he alone was in danger.

Philadelphia, June 1 (Special).-An Investigation
Into tho cause of tho fire lu Medical Hall of tbs Uni¬
versity of Pennsylvania yesterday, has led tho faculty
to tito belief that tho Ure started from a defective,
tlue. Dr. l'ernuul said to-day: ''All my specimens
aro ruined. Their value I cannot estimate, but they
represent tho work of years. I had 300 valuable

diagrams used In tho Illustration of lectures; I find
most of these WBtU burned.'' One-half of my Jar
¦paSSSUMS wen- broken. Tho examination shows
a serious loss to tho museum. Tully one-quarter of
lt ls seriously damaged. After the Ure lt was found
that most of the cases containing ile- model-, had not
been touched, but thc examination to-day shows that
many of the models, which had been Imported front
Tarts, wore badly damaged, sumo of them from tho
Beat The Basset macho models were ruined by
water. The gla>s Jars were cracked, and from them
Unwed the tluM, lem ig tlie specimens which tho
Jars contained to dry up and become valueless. The
tstlllo Library contained 10.000 volumes, fl,0Crj Sj
which were burned. About 1,500 of theso wera
drenched bf water.
