Ji.nl ridden off from
Ascot In full uniform of green and * >ld on his black
hunter to Sunningdale Park, where, the Prince
and Prinoeaa are staying with a lurgc party for
the week. No further news had come from the

THE DISS DEBAR JURY STILL OUT.

THOUGHT TO 8TAXIJ ll TO 1 FOK CONVICTION.
COMING BACK QjKCM FOR INSTRUCTIONS,

The jury in, tho Digs Debar ease, aftor five and a

quarter hours' deliberation, were locked up for the

night about 10 p. m. yesterday. It was under¬
stood that at that time they stood eleven for convic¬
tion and one for acquittal.

Outside ot this remarkable and unexpected turn of
affairs, the most striking feature of the day was, un¬

The speaker
described the Council of Ten with some witty elabora¬
tions on Madame DUs Dollar's testimony In a way that
made even ex-benator Boyd laugh. Mr. Davis re¬
