THE BODY OP A STRANGER TOCXD WT THU

WATER WITH TUREE STAB WOUNDS.

He had been spending money pretty liberally
along the beach and seemed well fixed, li* was an edu¬
cated man as any one one could judge from his conversa¬
tion. What his name was or whecce he came I cannot
