SUMMER RESORT CITRISTIANITY.

Summer resort Christianity 1s sul gonerls. It eannot
properly be ealled a religion; nelthar can it be called
a soclal usagn,  And yet these two eoncsptions melt
into each other by so many dollcats gradations the.
It I1s Impossible to seprrate thonf®  Some peaple take
& very seanty supply of Christlanlty with them In the
sommer, and yot as llely as wot they are the very
ones who will make an unending amonni of pother
about It,  They demand the chief seats In the stagnd
that convey the church-guers to the place of servies
they bustls Into the Mitls rural chureh as though
they owned [t, and perhaps comment audibly sfier
belng seated on the mesnness of the surronndings.
They drop a nlekel Into the lttle wooden box with &
blage ale, which ean only bo arguired by long practics
In the city at translent sorvices where thoy ame not
known, And having thus ¢imlleated thele Christlan
charncter, they go back to the hotel and spend the
rest uf the weok In making mean romarks slwout the
pagans who dldn't go. Alas for thede unhappy
wretehes, I they have In any way Inenrred the enmity
of the thurch-goors, thelr eriminal heathonlsm will bo
w0 thoroughly exposed that they will wish they had
never boen born.

Of courso the resder will nunderstand that all the
Christlans at the summer resorts are not of this type.
Thera are in overy summer hotel people, both Roman
Cathollis apn Protestants, who modestly and consfst-
ently live up to thely cresd. If the former, they
quietly steal away to early mass at somo Hitls humblo
chapel, and are back again befors the average guest is
remdy for his Iate sumiay broakfast. Protegtants, in-
deed, am not always o urgent In thelr dosire to go to
church wWhen at a summer resort; the men especially
are quite apt to spemd the day In inpocuous lounging
and smoking, But evon so, & straln of peligions
feeling may bo easlly deteetod under this Indiferent
exterlor.
