A GOUD CHANCE TO “OPEN THE BOOKS.”

AN AMIABLE CONTENTION IN GOVERNMENT OFFICES
INVOLVING GREAT INTERESTS—SERIOUS
CAARGES UNANSWERED.

wWashington, July 1.—It wonld appear that be-
fore the appropriation bills, which cover the ex-
penses and disbursements of the Departments of
the Interior and Treasury, are finally passed by
poth branches of Congress, the Democratic ory,
* open the books,” so often heard at the Leginning
of the present Administration, should be promptly

“and thoroughly complied with, and any delay

would appear to be fraught, not only with great
danger to that reform and morality of the publio
service which is so dear to the party now in favor,
but also to threaten that great Treasury surplus
about which President Cleveland and his devoted
band of free-trade followers arc so extremely 50-
heitons.

1t is alleged that there hins been an amiable con-
tention for many months between the Commis-
sioner of the General Lond Offiee, Mr, Stockslager,
and Mr. Durham, First Controller of the Treasury
Department, us to the custody of certain vouchers
now, or until recently, in the keeping of the ac-
counts division of the General Land Office. These
vouchers, it is charged, represent 1Hemis of aceount
for survey of publie Jand sharged sgainsy the
Government by deputy surveyors, work claimed to
haye been performed under contract, and also eer-
tificates of deposit under the special deposit sys-
tem to the amount of severil hundred thousand
dollars, filed by the Bank of Californin—all these
voueliers, however, of both kinds, being items
of account which have been ordered  * hung
up” or « guspended” by the Commissioner of the
General Land Oftice,either as fraudulent, illegnl, or
for other cogent  Teasons, These vouchers
wonld gcem  to he properly in  the
tody of the public officer who  ad-
justs the accounts of which they form the
jtems: and this the lnte Commissioner Sparks his
always muintained, as did oll his predecessors,
The Commissioner of the General Land Office is
the only publie ofticial who audits and settles the
accounts of the public lands and surveys, and he
{8 obliged by statute to* transmit the aceounts with
the voueliers and certificates to the First Controiler
of the Treasury for hix examination and decision
thercon.”

The wording of this statute wonld appear to
gettle the question as to who—or what Government
official —is the proper eustodinn of such vouchers.
If these vouchers were withdrawn from thie Gen-
eral Land Oftice, the latter would, for example, be
unable to prove in the courts that frauds, o which
such vouchers are the evidence, hud been com-
mitted : nor would the Land Office haye the slight-
est eheek upon dishursements made by the Treas-
ury Department under its aceounts, or proof of
any erroncous or iilesal payments made by Trens-
ury officials on said accounts.

WHAT JOUNETON'S PROPOSAL INVOLVES.

Under these circumstances, it seem  extraor-
dinary that any First Controlier of the Treasury
Department should demond that such vourhiers be
given to him, and proposterous that any Commnis-
sloner of the Generil Land Ofiiee should propose 1o
gurrender  them. It is  inunated, however,
that the transfer will bhe made, if indeed it has
pot been already consummated.

Fletcher Johnston, of Kentueky, Democratic
Chief of the * Division of Accounts” is re wirtod
as saying that Le * believes Commissioner tork-
slager will now agree to the transfer of thess
vonehers 1o the custody of the Second Controller.”
Now, if the custody of these  doen-
ments  were & question  of  mere  ub-
fmportant  offieinl  detail, such a change
of bnse wonld not appear to be partieunlarly
startling, and ver it ds startling in the extreme.

HE SHOT THE WOMAN AND HIMSELEF.

A GROCER'S FATAL INFATUATION,

BOTH HE AND HIS VICT!M WILL DIE—HE WANTED
TO TRY ANOTHEIR SHOT AT HIMSELF.

People lving in the nelghborhond of enderson and
Fifth sts., Jersey City, wers startled at about 5:50
p. m. yestorday by hear'ng two pistel shots fu rapid
succossion. The nelghborhood Is thiekly popuiated
and In a few minutes about 500 people were gathered
in front of Patrick Coffey’s groerry store, on the north-
enst corner, discussing a terrible scene  which had
been enscted Inside. The Information soon spread
that Coffey had Killed a woman and shot himself,
The polles sergeant of the Eecond Precinet was in-
formed of the tragedy and hastened to the place, ac-
companled by Policemen Lowery, Hunt, Gootz, Darry
and Ryan.

The polleemen drove the erowid back and the ser-
geant went Into the house. Heo found Coffey I¥Ing on
the Kltekon flonr with blood cozing from & pistel shot
wound In his left breast. A woman was lying on a
bed In an adjolning room with a similar wouni In her
Joft breast. Coffey’s wife was sitting In a chalr Ina
mandlin conditfon of drunkenness, lonking down at
her husband. She was eursng and saying that ghe
hoped her husband would dle.  Sorgeant smith learned
that the wounded woman's name was Agnes Smith,
and that she was & widow, who was formerly employed
as & servant by ex-Mavor Collins, 1t was dittieult to
ascertaln the partleulars of the tragedy, as nelther of
the prineipals would talk and Mrs. Caoffey's maudlin
condition prevented her from making uny inteiligible
statemyent.  Sergeant Smith summoned an ambulance
and had Coffey and Mrs. Smith removed fo the Cfty
Hospital, aftes thelr wounds had been partialiy dressed
by Dr. P. Hoffman,

Coffey kopt & small grocery store and Hved in the
rear with hls wife and {hree sons, Dennis T age
twenty-two: James, age soventoen, and Matthew, age
twelve.  Coffey Is forty-five years old.  Two wooden
petitions divide the floor Into throe rooms. and It was
in the middle room that tho tragedy was enacted
Mre. Smith has been on Intimale ferms with the
family and especially with Cofley, so much so that
his wife and he had had frequent quirrels about her
She ealled at the house yesterday and took dinner with
the famlily.

After dinner Coffey and lis wifs and Mrs. Bmith
began delnking beer.  They were all intoxleated when
Mre, Smith went into the bed room and lay down an
one of the beds there. Coffey soon followed her,
leaving his wife In the kitchen. Mrs Coffey says
that soon afterwand she hemrd some nolse of seullling
In the hedgwom and was about to gn in, whon slie
heard the two pistol shots, and her husband esme
staggering out Inta  the Kitelien with a revolver
{n his hand and fell on the tloor.

SHERIDAN BENEFITED BY THE VOYAGE

A GENERAL IMPROVEMENT IN HIS CONPITION No-
TICED BY RIS PIHTSICIANS,

Fort Mouroe, Va, July 1.—The United Btates
steamer Swatara, with Geperal Sherldan and party on
buard, arrlved here at 8 o'clock this morning. A
boat came ashore at 10 o'clock with the following bul-

THE FIRST CORPS REUNION.

A TOUCHING SPEECH BY GENERAL LONG-
STREET.

INTERESTING SERVICES IX REYNOLDS GROVE—THE
SURVIVORS OF TIHE CORPS WHLCOMED BY
GOVERNOR BEAVER,

[BY TELEGRAFH TO TiHE TRIDUNE.]
Gettyshurg, July 1.—The actual reanion of the
veterans of the Army of the Potomae and of the
Army of Northern Virginia began to-day with
memorinl exereises, under the charge of the First
Army Corps, on the scene of the first day's fight.
Probably 1,000 of Lee's men are here now, camp-
ing in the 1ents furnished by the Government, and
every train that enme in from the South to-night

brought more for the  great  * Mceet-
ing of Fraternization™ to-morrow  even-
ing. Thirty speeinl traing, londed with veterans,

Grand Army men  and  National Guandsmen,
have areived sinee this morning, and no crowd
s0 vast has been seen in and about the town since
the lust day of the battle

Fully 20,000 visitors have already found guar-
ters and the rush tomorrow and Tuesday will
rafse the number of strungers in the town to
30,000 or 40,000, This vast mob is almost with-
out police of any sort, yet the utmost goud order
and good nature have prevailed so far. The
weather, too, after the heat and then the chilling

min  of lust  week, has  turned  as
balmy and  inspiriting  as that of early
June.

Some of the New-York regiments which were on
the ground toolk to-day instend of the time set,
to-morrow, for the dedieation of their memorials.
The beautiful granite shaft which mirks the spot
where the 9th Militia, &3d New-York Infantry,
fought on the first day, was unveiled just before
siinset in the presence of the active nud veteran
branches of the organization and nesrly all the
well-kinown military men now on the field,  The
14ith New-Yoric dedicated its monument in the
morning, nnd the 41st, 45th, 54th, 631, 97th, 110th,
anil 1341h, at varions times through the day.

Genersl Longstreet was the eentral figure ot
the reunton of the First Army Corps (Reynolds’s)
in Keynulds Grove in the afternoon.  After the
various speakers on the list had spoken at length
for the corps and its virious divisions and brigudes,
Loe's famons Heutenant was caMed out.  The Gen-
erul is o tall, broad-shouldered mun of sixty years
or over, with silvery hair and long English side-

whiskers, almost a dead white. Ilis face 1s
broad and  full, his  forchead dome-shaped,
and  his  lips  twiteh  with a  geninl

smile, the humor of which dances in his kindly
oyes.  As he stood there on the platform before
the choeering erowd, his speceh faltered a little,
then grew clear and resonant as he deew o brief
picture of the three days of battle, the valor and
heroism of the assaults on both sides, Lee's first
suecess on Seminary Ridge and his first decided
cheek at Little Round Top. Pickett's splendid
charge came next and as the stately 2 warrior

toughed upon  the fatal  rush  wcross
the valiey, 12,000 yards, in the
hot  fime  of 1,000 guns, liis volee

sank to a whisper, then died away altogether
and left Lim face to face with his audience, but
for a full minute speceliless.  When the words
eame again he finished his sentence, turned with
native gallantry a compliment to the fair faoes
that had clouded in sympathy with his unspoken
fepling and sat burriedly down. Not a spectator
in the big crowd but was touched to the quick,
and the veterans eheered the Southern commander
from the bottom of their Iungs and hearts. The
exercises  were  held in fhe grove  where
the Wiseonsin  mopuments  were  dodieated
yesterday in the shade of the tree under which
Hegnolds fell.  Five thousand people tried to get
near enough to hear the speaking but most of
them without sueress,  Governor Beaver, of Penn-
sylvania, prosided, and made the address of wel-
come, e praised Reynolds as the true hero of
Gettysburg, and extolied the sterling virtues of
the men who fought under him so gallantly.

Tte loss in the war was 684 in killed and
woumded, A little  plaform  was  built
alongside the monument for the goests of the
votorans and for the speakers. The 9th Regiment,
over 600 strong, under Colonel Seward, wus
drawn up in two lines to face the orators, and in
two mote ranks were the veternns, under Colonel
Seott, nnd members of Alexander Hamilton
Post, No. 152, John A. Dix Post, No.
185, of the Grand Army of the Republic, and
of the 81st and 07th New-York Volunteers. The
deep files in blue made a pretty sight agninst the

brilliant colors on the stand and  the
still  greater  brillianey of an approach-
ing sunset.
