Greatly worried are the Demoeratic Times"
and ** Herald” and *“ World,” becanse the Ne-
pulilicans seem likely to refrain from keeping
Congress in session half as many months as the
Demeerats have already spent over their Mills |
bill. in order to pass another hill.

and opportunity in the Senate for a considera-
tien of amendments affeeting a great number
of different industries.

4. The action of the Democratic cancus in
the House, and the indorsement of the Mills
Lill in the Democratie National platform, have
served formal notice upon the Senate that no

How 10 GROW GREAT MEN.
Under this heading Professor E. A. Free-
man disensses, in “ The Universal Review,”
the statement of Mr. Lowell that 1t is
the first duty of nationz to produce
great men. “ The Spectator”  hegan the
discussion, and Mr. Freeman considers ils
ohservations as well as  Mr Lowell's.

In the first place, it has to he determined what
is meant hy great men. In the second place,
the settlement, not only of the duties, but of the
first duty. of nations, is obviously anything but
Mr. Lawell's statement does not appear
to he a self-evident truth.  On the contrary, it
vather challenges guestion.  For, taking the
conventional meaning of the term *“ great men,”
it amounts to this: That the first duty of np-
tions is to prodoee the conditions most favors.
able to the development of those individuals
whose special prowess 1s braught ont in eritical
circumstances.  This, of course, is tantamount
to saving that nations ought always to be in-
volved in great difficnlties of one kind or an-
other: and that looks very like a reduction to
ahsnrdity.  Professor Freeman finds Mr. Low-
ell's position quite hopeless, and fairly gives
up the attempt to reconc’le it with human ex-
perienee.  No doubt if we knew just what Mr.
Lawell had in his mind when he spoke of great
men it would be easier to gauge the truth or
error of his hypothesis. In a general way he
seems to hold that this country, though pro-
ducing zreat men in the past, has ceased to do
g0 and he thinks it ought, in some not elearly
defined way, to resume the production.

Now the speeial funetion of democracy is not
what Mr. Lowell says. It is {n sccure the
greatest happiness to the greatest number. If,
and so far as, it fulfils this purpose, it does not
tend to the ahnormal elevation and develop-
ment of individugls, hut to the steady improve-
ment and advance of the whole commonwealth.
In carrying out this movement, however, it
does afford opportunity for the manifestation
of varicus forms of special eapacity and great-
ness, A democratic nation blessed with set-
tled peace and order, prosperous in its com-
merce and production, disciplined in submis-
sion to its own laws, certainly does not present
as favorable conditions for certain Linds of no-
toriety as exist in an unsettled country, with
wealk laws, or with a despotic government.
In the case of the United States, the ability
to predice great men has heen proved when-
ever the oceurrence of a erisis created a strong
demand for them.

But it is hetter not to
necd deliverance than to have a deliverer, no
matter how great, and civilization grows hetter
and more vigorously under prosperons and
peaceful than under adverse cirenmstances,
hiowever thrilling and exciting the spectacle
of the latter may be. Bismarck donbtless is
a great man, hut would it not be hetter for
Grermany and Eunrope if the conditions which
engendered his greatness had never existed
if Germany had been free from the necessity
of militavism, and if the democratic spirit had
so mastered the continental nations as to clear
the tield of dynastic wars?  The first duty of
natinns is not Lo produce great men, unless this
duty is so liherally construed as to imply the
elevation of the whole pecple to greatness, and
that is the mission of democracy.
