STRUCK BY LIGHTNING,

FLAMES SHOOT OUT FROM THE BIG BWITCH,
BOARD=THE LAMPS IN A LARGE PART OF

Just before 0 o'clock last night, while the thune
der-storm was at its height, there was a terrifis
ernsh in the building Nos. 414 and 417 East
Twonty-ninth-st., near the East River, which is a
