Bartellot
proposes to truce Stanley step by step.  The force

On the day mrentioned Pollce
Captain McLaughlin, of the Old slip Statlon, was in-
formed that two forgsd ehecks for 815 cach, purport
ing to have been maide by Horace Moody, of the flrm
of laotard & Moody, Insurance brolecs (n the Catton
Exchange, and drawn on the Mechanics' National
Bank, bad been presented to apd cashed by J. M
Hill, cashier at Delmonico’'s down-lown restaurant,
The description given of the person who presented
the checlis corresponded with that of Gante, who 15 a
cousin of Horave Moody.

Gantz promptly appeared, all unsuepecting of the
trap laid for him, and when arrested his amazement
was equalled only by bis lpdignation.

CHATTING PLEASANTLY ABOUT HAYTL

THE EX-PRESIDENT EXPLAINS WHY TIE ARDI-
CATED-TIRED OF THE ETRUGGLE.

General Louls Salomon, the ex-President of Haytl,
his wife, eister, Mme. Emille Plorro, daughter and
private secretary, General E. LaMontant, avrived here
yvesterday on the Cintuegos, of Warl's Line. They
wore driven to the Hotel America, at Fifteenth-st. and
Irving place, and remainod theen until evening, when
they went 6n board the Fremeh Line steamship
La Champagne, on whieh they will safl this morning

A Tribune reporter found the General sitting quinstly
on the upper deck ol that steamer {n the evening
He = about kix and a half feet tall, has perfectly
white halr, and his ecomplexion 15 corvespondingly
black, He Is seventy-theee svears old and s now
somewhat enfeelled, As hig Enowledge of Eng-
lish 15 sHght, Captain V., De Mestre, a Cuban mer-
chant, who was ons of his fellow voyagers from that
island, Kindly voluntesred Lis gervices as interpreter
In regard to the cireumstances under which he lefy
IMayyy, ke sald: “1 have done all for Hayt thas
lay In my puwer. 1 have been betrayed by men who
pretended to Le friends of the Administration, 1
have not heen ot all well for the Jast year, and In-
tended to reslgn on 24 of Beptember.  With that
purpose In view in the last of June I lssusd a rcall
fo the governors of the different districts to meet In
the eapital on the 14th of Augnst, at which time ]
would have handed in my reslgnation. On the 4th
and Tth of July the adherenis of my opponents burned
some of the public bulldings and part of wmy own
property In Port-wu-Prince, 1 discovered the pame
of one of the Incendiaries, and he was shot by my
orders.  Then my enemics tried to lay the blame
of the work of thess men on  my  shoulders
Thase who aspired to ill my position cuntinued to rafse
disturbances; and 1 could hsve put them down by
fores, but I determined not to resort to that. Bn, on
the 10th day of Augusi, 1 aldicarsd. 1 went on board
and ealled to Ban-
tiago-de-Cuba, wheneo 1 came to this country. I will
now go to Parls, buy o home and spend the rest of my
Iife thers. I am tired af this endless strigele.

THE HEAD OF THE AQUEDUCT FIRM'S RE-

The Aqueduct Investigation Committee mads

another interasting discovery yesterday., Jobn
Brunton, the contractor, testified with grest re-
Inctance that his firm had paid $12,000 to Richard
J. Morrisson, now Public Administrator snd for-
moerly private secretary to ex-Mayor Grace.  The
firm’s ledger was produced and DeLancey Nicoll
tearned by it that the money had been pald in
various sums between April, 1886, and June, 1887,
and that the exact amount was $12,536 02,

Brunton & Co. secured the contract on Febru-
ary 14, 1886, he said, through the influence of
Mayor Grace. Brunton professed to be en-
tirely ignorant of the reason why the money was
paid to Morrisson.  He said that even the firm's
journal, which hic was ordered to bring with him
to-day, would not disclose ft.  But the Senate
Committee is determined to find ont.

W. L. Muller's evidence resembled ex-Mayor
Graee's in the multituds of its denials. He was
especially emphatic In denying that he had ever
assumed to be Governor Hill's representative in his
denlings with Mr, Squire or anybody else. He
contradieted the testimony of all the witnesses
who bad said anything which refleoted npon him,
and he explained that the famous notes of Gov-
ernor 11ill had been made for general campaign
purposes, and signed by Mr. Ilill to oblige the
Demoeratie State Committee.
