Jueksonville, Sept. 28.—The ecordon sround
Jacksonville 's complete, and is thought to be
strong enongh to prevert another armed band of
negroes forcing themselves in. It extends from
a point on the St. John's River one mile north
of Wilson & Iunting's mill, westward and south-
ward around the city to a point one-quarter of a
mile south of Riverside, and from there along the
north hank of the river to the point of heginning.
The line is in four grand divisions, and each of
these, excepting the river division, is in twelve
sub-divisions, ench marked by a yellow flng, which
is & sentry-post. The plainest instructions have
been given the chief, the captain, the four Hen-
tenants and the twelve roundsmen. A general
order now forbids them to allow any.one to pass
without a lawful cortifieate from n member of
the Relief Committee or from the headquarters
of the Sanitary Guard, and nothing but sanitary
supplies can be taken ‘through hy the hearers of
these passes. Members of the Relief and Sani-
tary Committees, with hadges, and physielans may
pass at iseretion.  Passes will not be jssued to
any one not a resident of DeKalb County.

San Fruncisco, Sept. 28.=The reports of o
deadly fight in the Republican County Committee
rooms last night were so conflicting that it was
well toward midaight before securnte details
could be secured.

The petition says
that on account of the starvation snd eoansequent
canniballsm a party of twenty-nine Cree Indlans wis
reduced to three In the winter of 1850, During last
winter among the Fort Chippewyan Indians, between
twenty and thirty starved to death, and the death of
othors was accelerated by want of food.  Many In-
dlans—Crees, Teavers and Chippewyans—at almost
all points where there are misslons or trading posts
would eertalnly have starved to death but for the help
gven by the traders and missfonarics at those places.”
