It is a
trifle late, but now that Mr. Whituey has shown
bimsel? & Zailure as ® boss, we hope it will oc-

cur to him that ho has not been playing
very dignified role, and that he will get back
to his desk.

PREGNANT SAYINGS.

Some instructive utterances have dropped
from time to time from the mouths of various
members of the Democratic-Saloon combina-
tion. We find these set forth in TRIBUNE
Extra No. 109. For example, there was this
significant boast in the circular sent out some
months ago by the Wine, Liquor and Beer
Dealers' Association of the State of New-York,
calling on liguor-dealers everywhere to or-
ganize :

This assoclation has been organized for the past
five years, and wo are prowd In being able fo state
that In that time not one obnoxious law has been
placed on the statute hooks of this State, and the
records prove conclusively that prior to organization
searealy a year passed without some law injurions to
our trade having been made, and we have In these five
years of our exlstence boeen (nstrumental In passing
several laws benefielal to onr trade.

That is to say, while Cleveland and Hill have
been Governars, the liguor-dealers have hossed
the excise legislation of the State, and the craft
was exhorted to organize and subscribe liber-
ally, in order to re-elect 11ill, and prolong this
delightful state of things three years mare.

In their convention this year, the liquor-
dealers were shrewd enough not to mention
Mill. Last year they were incautious enough
to adopt the following :

Resolved, That the sincera thanks of the organized
retall ifquor-dealers of the State of New-York In an-
nual convention assembled are hereby temtered 10
Governor Hill and to those members of the Legislature
throngh whose steadfastness In defence of constitu-
tional and inalienable rights the schemes of our
enemies wore thwarted.

The liquor-trade papers were frankness
jtself, even this year. This was a part of the
advice “The Saloon Journal”? gave to the
Wine, Liquor and Beer Dealers’ Convention in
Buffalo :

Ope thing 18 certain: the llguor-dealers and the
saloon-keepers huve Lo be up and doing. They must
not be asleep. . . .« There I8 no man a8 safo to
trust, no man € sure of victory at the polls, as
David B, AL Let him be nominated by all means.

Tere is only a line or two from a long and
wildly enthusiastio tribute to the Governor
from “ The Inn-keepers' Jonrnal” :

We will not forget our delit of gratitude and we flock
around bim as Poland rallied around Kossuth (1) as
Ireland did for Parnell,

This was the exhorfation of “The Saloon
Journal® to the Liquor-Dealers’ Convention, as
regards Warner Miller:

Gentlemon, It Is for you to prevent his election, if
sou have to take off your coats and work from now
until the polls close on the 6ih of Novembor.

And we all know that the expressions of the
gratitude of the saloon men townrd 11ill are not
confined to words. We have the anthority of
o faithful a Democratic paper as * The Brook-
lvn Eagle®—a paper so loyal that it aceepled
Governor Hill after having shown that he was
morally unfit to he a ecandidate—for the fol-
lowing statement :

Aside from the recout resolve of the Personal
Liberty League to follow Governor Hill solidly and
the energetie efforts of the varlous retall organiza-
tlons, the brewers of the State to the number of 103,
Democrats and Republicans alike, have come together
and voluntarily levied uwpon themeslves a tax of
#1,000 aplece, thereby accumulating #  fund of
£105,000 to earry on the Governor's campalgn,

And this, it must be remembered, is only a
fraction of the saloon boodle. These extrava-
gant signs of devotion to Governor IIill mean
mare than thankfulness for what he has done
in the past. Gratitude has been defined to be
“ g lively sense of favors to come.” It is the
vetoes to come which the liquor-dealers are so
thankful for. Meantime the clergymen of
every denomination are denouncing Hill as
marally unfit to be Governor. Tlow does the
overnor dike that? Well, his views are
probably represented in ihat ingenuous re-
mark of Colonel John F. Gaynor, a member of
his military staff :

1 tell you what, T would rather have saloons behind
me in polltlcs any time than charches

This was an unwise thing to say, but in
jtself it is not so foolish as it may seem. 1f
henorable Democrats vote for Hill gimply be-
cause he is a party nominee; if the men whom
the churches represent are going to look idly
on while the liguor-dealers disburse grear cor-
yuption funds and every saloon is a vote-mar-
ket, then, indecd, the man who stands for the
saloans has a better chance than the man who
stands for the churches, The saloons ave hard
at work., What are the churches doing ?

IMPERIAL PAGEANTS.

The festivities at Vienna suggest a retro-
spect of the altered conditions of Continental
allinnees,  Fifteen years ago there was a gim-
Har series of reviews, pageants, banguets and
illuminations on  the hanks of the Neva,
Prussia and Russia had been acting in concert
for ten stormy vears, during which greal cam-
paigns had bheen fought, two Empires over-
thrown, and the map of Europe recast from end
to end. Bismarck and Gortehakoff had acted
on the prnciple that one good turn deserves
another. Bismarck had served Gortchakoff at
the time of the Polish fnsurrection, had enabled
him to iake revenge upon Austria for her faith-
Jessness during the Crimea, and had allowed
Tussia to tear up humiliating clauses of the
Treaty of Paris and to enter upon a carcer of
conquest in the countries of the Amour and the
Syr-Darig.  Gortchakoff had more than settled
the seare by supporting Bismarck in the Schles-
wig-Holstein intrigues and by belping him to
crush Austrin and France in turn, These ten
years of working partnership were celehrated
in 1873, when the fifth milliard had been paid
and the German troops were retiring over the
Vosges. Emperor William I paid his homago
to Czar Alexander II. The vwo Chancellury
enjoyed the pageants in a spirit of comrade-
ship. Moscow, Gatchina and St. Petersburg
resoundd with the stirring strains of the
“Watch on the IRthine” and the ** March of
Steinmetz.”

Fifieen vears have wronght striking changes
in the diplomatic combinations of the Cun-
tinent. The league of neutrals, hy which de-
vastating wars had been brenght on and the
publie law of Europe annulled in the joint in-
terests of Prussin and Russia, has given place
to a formidable alliance of Germany, Austria
and Italy against Russin, Bisarck, having
averthrown two greal Powers with the diplo-
matie nid of Russin, has estblished a lengue
avowedly in the interest of European peace, by
which millions of soldiers are kept under arms
and prepared for war at a day's notice. Em-
peror William I1 in visiting Vienna emhraces
his closest ally. The two sovereigns glory in
the pacific results of fifteen years of diplomatic
combinations, by which Central Europe has
been arrayved in a solid mass against Russian
encroachment and a French war of revenge,
The German military marches are played in
Vienna nnd are cheered by  enthusiastic
throngs of spectators as once before on the
banks of the Neva. Germany and Austria,
whose armies were in conflict at Koenigsgraetz,
now hold the balanee of power and exert a
powerful influence over minor States in the
Balkan—the scene of Russia's last trinmphant
campaign. From Vienna Emperor William 11
will o to Italy to be welcomed there by another

ally, who is heartily in sympathy with the ends
of the allinmee for peace.

Meanwhile ihe Czar has made a journey to
the Caucasus and has heen welcomed by his
loyal Cossacks. It has been rumored that he
intends to visit the vast Empire in Central Asia
which has been conquered during the last
twenty years. A journey aeross the Trans-
Caspian railway to the northern border of Per-
sin and Afghanistan and fhence to Merve and
Samarcand would he a startling demonstration
of the march of Russian empire eastward he-
vond the deserts to the monntain-crovwned
tronticrs of India and China, 1f the Czar's
prestige has declined in Central and Southern
Europe through the masterly combinations of
Bismarck and the league of the central P'owers,
it has steadily advanced in Asia gince General
Kaufman's first victories in Bokhara. Fing-
land hus hecome a resigned spectator of events
which it is powerless to prevent. The Czar of
all the Russias, baftled in the Balkan and over-
reached at Berlin and Vienna, has added an-
other Empire in Asia to his vast possessions.
The harbarie splendor of his reception among
the Cossacks iz a foil for the magnificent
pageants in honor of the allied Emperors at

Vienna.

THE AMERICAN LANGUAGE.

A writer in “ Cornhill” has been attacking
this subject with some amusing results. e
has, apparently, travelled much in the United
States. At all events, he has read something
of our contemporary literature, especially of
the Far Western school, knows something of
our newspapers, and has acquired a degree of
tamiliarity with the many varieties of American
slang which is really remarkable in a foreign-
ar. and which probably few Americans share
with him. Most Americans know some slang—
the slang of their locality, of their profession,
of their social environmenf=hut few af them
probably know, as this Englishman seems to
have succeeded in knowing, the slang of the
many scctions, races and classes of which this
heterogeneans people is made up.  He has
gathered together the slang of the North and
the South, the Fast and the West; the slang
of the dude and the cowhoy, the masher
(which he scems not to know is London slang)
and the miner: the negro and the Spaniard,
the Yankee and the Irishman, the Bowery
tough and the New-York school-girl; and he
has ponred it all in a rich flood upon the
startled head of John Bull, leaving that re-
speetable but slow-witted individoal gasping
for Lireath,

The reader will infer that this writer, who
is anonymons, represents that the American
language, even when spoken by edueated per-
sons. eonsists mostly of slang. e admits that
the language, in the clothes it stands up in,
is “an offshoot” from the speech of Shake-
speare and Milton, hut further than this he
will not go. Yot it should not he supposed
that his eritivisms are altogether sweeping and
without force. Ile recognizes the fact that
many words and expressions which English-
men, ignorant of their own language, take to
he Americanisms, are really survivals of old
English. He is forced to admire the respect
wo show to the letter 1I.  Tle seems to under-
stand that the presence of large and diverso
foreign elements necessarily resnlts in the
legitimate admixtnre of words from other lan-
gunges, and that when a new civilization is
built up the language grows with it. e ap-
preciates one thing which the average Eng-
lishman does not seem able to comprehend—
that the National characteristic of humor, de-
veloped in the American people as never he-
fore in any other, tends to quaintness of ex-
pression, often mistaken for slang by the in-
telligent foreigner, and also, it must he ad-
mitted, to the use of slang itself.

The chief error of the writer, aside from
exaggeration and a few amusing hlunders of
detail, is the enstomary one of the English
traveller, Whatever is is English; whatever
is not English does not exist, At home he has
his “luggage labelled.”  When he hears them
talk in America about “ checking hagaage™ he
is infinitely amused.  This, he seems to think,
is slangz. He ignares the fact that luggage is
not labelled in this country, and therefore his
phrase cannot he employed. He forgets, too,
that the American expression is quite as goord
English as the other. When he hears an
American tall of a horse-car instead of a tram,
or the sidewalk in<tead of the pavement, he
gazes upon him with a benignant smile, as if
he were confemplating a new vaviety of savage,
Yot the American has in each ¢ase, as he hos
in many e¢nses, the hetter word,  The English-
man is shocked to find that store is used for
shap, saloon for bar-room, fall for autumn,
corn for maize, candy for what he calls sweet-
meats, crackers for biseuits, railroads for rail-
wavs, It is not becanse he ean demonstrate in
every instance that the English word is prefer
able, though he may be able to do so0 in some,
but hecause his insular conceit is wounded,
The English lanzuage, in precisely the form in
which he uses it, is sacred, not hecause it hears
some resemblance to the English of Shake-
speare and Milton, hint hecause he speaks it.

Tpore is too large a hasis of truth, however,
for this writer's rather good-natured derision of
the American language. We are not the sinners
we are made out to be, but there is too much
glang in the daily talk of many educated
Americans. There is too much slang in the
newspapers, often written by men who can
write pure English, and who, if they would
only use it, would find that it was quite as
simple, as forcible and as popular as the hybrid
tongue they employ. Somo of our humor-
ous writers have much Lo answer for in this
respect, Every man who knows what goad
English is ought to resist both in his talk and
his writing this vulgar and cheapening ten-
dency. The English lunguage is u sufii-
cient instrument for any one of us; and while
it must grow to its environment, it need not
be trained into hideous forms.

BLOODHOUNDS IN WHITECHATEL,

Sir Charles Warren's proposal to put hlood-
hounds an the geent of the Whitechapel mur-
derer must be taken in a figurative sense, It
is hardly eredilile that he expects to carry the
thieat into execution. It is probably & military
ofticer’'s emphatic way of deelaring that the
dogs of war are to he let loose against the fiend
who has been butchering women in the heart
of London. e has heen held accountalile for
the ineffciency of the palee system and the jn-
campetence of a foree that is bound hand aud
foot by traditional coils of red-tape. lrritated
and maddened by the destractive eriticism 1o
which his office has justly been exposed, he
brings in his bloodhounds wnder leash as a
trivmphant demonstration of his own masterful
energy and originality in directing the opera-
tions of the police.

If the thonght of employing bloodhounds be
serionsly entertained at Scotlond Yard, it must
be in connection with future murders that
are hourly apprehended.  The hlood staing in
the lodging-houses and on the pavements of
Whitechapel have been scoured clesn, and the
mangled bodies of the sluin have Leen ine

terred. No possible nse can now be made of
bloodhounds in connection with the old erimes.
&ir Charles Warren's idea must be to keep the
dogs in waiting for the next murder, and then
to put them on the scent heside the vietim and
to hold them in leash. Possibly he hopes by
{his extraordinary threat to terrify the mur-
derer, and to prevent the repetition af the
atrocions erimes which have startled England.
1f he were dealing with a murderer of ordinary
impulses he might reasonahly expeet to he sne-
cessful in employing this eXpedient. But evi-
dently he is not hunting down such an assassin,
Whether a religions or homicidal maniac or
a savage and ungovernable Malay, the mur-
derér is not of a type with which vivilized Eng-
land is familiar, The threatened use of blood-
hounds after the erime will he more likely to
stimmlate than to repress the murderous ac-
tivities of the unknown monster.

One result may follow. The London police,
if strongly reinforced by relays of bloodhounds,
may be inspirited to patrol the worst districts
of the town, as they have not heen wont 1o do.
Certainly it will be a novel sight for White-
chapel if the gallant Hawlkshaws hacked by
their dogs make an energelic and courageous
offort to proteet even the darkest and erooked-
est alleys of the district, With the hlood-
hounds in leash they will give the East End a
startling exhibition of the resources of civiliza-
tion that will astonish the inhabitants and
create a fecling of dread of the terrors of the
law never before known. Hetween fortnightly
visitations of the harbarous murderer and
nightly exhibitions of the dogs the evil-minded
denizens of Whitechapel would hardly know

which to choose.

In stll another case an apparently genuine frank of
the Hon. John Keon, jr., his beon used to cover o
pumphlet entitled “ The Liguor Trafe,” and snother en-
titiod * Proteetion and Prices,” nolther of which 18 frank-
able under the Jaw. Information was communicated on
the 10th ult. to bLoth Mr. Quay and Mr. Kean of this
misuse of thelr franks, but the Department has ap to this
time not moelved from either of them any explanation
whatever in regard themto.  Theso cases all differ from
yours In this respect: that they Invelve the misase of
genuine franks, while In your case the frank Is an un-
mistakable forgery. They art elted to show that the De-
partment s giving prompt attenotion to matiers of this
character,

The Chiet Post OMes Inspector will he Mrected to glve
this afalr & prompt and thorough Investigatlon, n the
ot of which an endeavor will be made to obtaln from
the publighors of The Tribune the wrapper bearing the
forged frank, and aleo to ascortain how the franked pack-
age came Into thelr possession.

Mr. Dickinson's Impertinent and undignified
letter is o valuable and weleome contribution to
the mass of proof why he and the purty that im-
poses him upon the eountry should be deiven
from power.  He gives in that Jetter a clear in-
dieation of his quality us o man sod an ofieial
The information furnished him of a conspiracy to
swindle the Govermment in his Department elicits
nothing but a parctisan efort to he smart, to
turn the tables and to eall olf attention from his
paxty machine and its crimes by alleging similar
fruwds wgainst certain Republicans, This is
the sort of thing we should expeet from
the  men  who  likens  Grover leveland
to the Son of Gl and wlhio
lets  his  public  duties  slide  while  he
runs ahout the country with such blssphemous
utterances. It justifies us in pursuing towsnd Me.
Diekinson precisely the gpposite course from that
taken in Mr. Cox's csse and in saying that we
shall belleve his chiarges when he proves them.
The Kepuhliean Committee distributes its docu-
ments through the express compunics. Tt hos
found the mails to be utterly unsafe and unteisi-
worthy. But the econduet of Mr Hovey, Mp
Quuey or Mr. Kean is neither here nor there,  Lat
Mr, Dickinson denl with them as the law requires—
it he really has any facts to support Lis oharge.
