license. This is a gTOSSlj one-sided law, which
gives the siloon Interest an advantage to which
it is by no means entitled.
The Commission have not yet completed

their work. It is an Important work, although
Governor Hill's motive iii getting it under way
was to divert attention from the i|u**stion of
High License. The majority of the Commis¬
sioners are not in sympathy with Iii** plan, and
it tines not. appear thal the revision which they
are*- making will be bremght into conflict with
the Blgh-License issue. The two are parallel
but not antagonistic. Each will place stre>nj:oi
restrictions upon a business \*,hich is the fruit¬
ful cause of evils, and the regulation of which
is ono e»f Ihe primo duties of every dviliXed
community.
