There 16 an advaniage of living (n a Territory thaj
e people who reslde thers do not as fully appreciata
a5 they should—In fact, they mever seem fo appreclate
it st all. 1 refor to their escape from the Presidential
eamnpaigns.

Naring no volce In those contests, they, in & meas-
ure, love intorest lo them, and become mere lookers-on
pere In Vienna.  While the State voter puts on a red
muslin coat and a groon paper helmot, and itramps
through the @ust, or mud, or both, to the wiid, unhal-
lowed notos of a brass band, the Territofal voter site
aronnd and abuses the Government bocause he ean't
—or, &t Jeast, becauso thers (= no reason why he should.
He 1s not happy In his exemption. He doesn’t appre-
ciate bis frecdom.  Tedeed, it I #0 uncommon ooeur-
rence for him to band himseil togother and march the
streets and make night reasonably hideous, sven if be
fs mot allowed to vote. Ffe argues that his displays
of party patriotism may epcourage his side fn tht
Etates, and also, perhaps, In case of sucerss, win him
:: wmmh:h pw:;\nur. With no desire to

w! o0 possibly offend the most
ardont follower of one of our leading parties, 1 would
just state In passing the faet that in 1354, in Brookings.
Dak., there was but ons Domocratic vole cast for that
party’s candidate for Territorial delogate to Congress,
it not at that time being reougnized there and having
po local tieket in tne field , and after jts Nallonal suc-
cess there wers eleven applications for the position
of postmuster, each setting forth as the basis of rhe
elalm of the applicant that he had cact the only
Democratie ballot in the place at the last election.

Territorinl eitios frogquently, huwever, get up con-
siderable interest (n the local contest for dbunty
ofcers and call out a full vote, 1 remember Uving
in Rapid City, Dakota, a faw years ago on election
dny. This place 15 In the Black Hills, and ls sup-
ported by both the mining and the stock-ralsing (o-
dustries, though living among the foot-hills it 16 rather
more of & “ cow wwn" than & “ mine town.” YVoting pre-
cincts In the county outside of the town scemed to be
searce, or, at least, poorly patronized, as the men
came {n from the ranches and mines for miles from all
dipections. The day was rather eold, with oceasional
banke of snow-clouds, downy-white sbove, bisck and
threstening below. Further up in the mountalns there
was a fu!l of snow several Inches in depth.  Up on the
bills which eame closs down to the town on the west
the dark plucs—so dark that they gave the name to
the hills—moened as ghe sharp November wind hur
rled throngh thelr branches. The mvan became a
steady roar still further up on the highest hill direetly
to the west of town where the wind was stronger, and
rushed through “ murderer's trec® and {ts companions
gcattersd about on the very erest, and with their long
Irreguiar branchee, broken and deformed by many a
tempest, standing out sharply against the deep blue
sky when looked at from town. Some say that on
dark nights, very late, just as the first faint glow
can be noticed jar off across the rolling platn to the
east, thet cries, oven rising sbove the moaning of
the uight-wind tn the pines, ean be heard about this
tran: for four murderess and horsetbleves had mel
thelr fate there a few vears before, at about that Ume
of the nighi—thelr bodiee could be seen outlined
araipst the sky in the morning: and of the four ome
of them was littlo more than a boy who * pro'bly wan't
so very much to Ylame, but he was mighty hearlose
who he camped with, "speclally for & night when the
Committes was out with boots on—eommittecs halnt
Bo time to sort out tenderfest at that time o' night.”

Thie election day the town was crowded from oarly

morning. Thers was s bunch of ponics standing
saddled, with the reins thrown over their
beads and tralllng  on  the  ground, before

v ry saloon, while their owners surged o and out
of these contres of trade or up and down the gide
walks, oceaslonally going neound to the polling-place
and voting They all kept on thelr spurs, large
Mexiean ones, with either “ jinglers® on them or a
glack chaln which rattled on the sidewalk Indeed,
» man without spurs was su much of an exception
that before 10 o'clock 1 went arcund to the harn
where my horse waa staljed, and put on my spurs
80 as not to attract attentlon.

All day the shurt street where the polling-place
was situnted was crowded for Its whole width. They
were a rough bt good-natured Jot, sli auxlous W vote,
and more especially to see that thefr friends voted
and that there was fair piay for sll partics. There
were no revolvers carcled, owing to o strict city or-
dinance against It and s desire on the part of the
mien to, as one of them expressed it, “ uphold any
dum-fool law the dinged mullet-heads wanted to
pass” ; the six-shooters were jeit st the varlous
saloons or on the saddles, where they “eonld be got
mid'lin’' sudden in case of riot or anythlog of that
kind.*

Opposite the polling-plare the Julgs of Probate
had his office, and he was kept busy all day making
out affidavits for those whose right to vote the judges
might question, !le was not kept so busy, huwever,
that he did not ovocasicnally find tme to slip oun
and socure a drnk of the most stimulsting Suld
which was cbtainable. He was bimself a candidate
for reeclection on one ticket One small man, a
pew arelval In the country, came in ahout poon, and
wished to make aMdavit as to nsidence, etc,, When
the juige said to hlin:

“ Voung for me for Judge of Prubate, hey 1*

# ¥ot mueh,” replied the little man,

* Tlalnt, hey 1°

*Ko®

® Halot eoing to vota for old Jake Rubles, hey?"

#Xo, sir

“ W'y, 1 made the best Probate Jedge the county
ever had, you miscrable whelp!™ howled the Judge,
bis anger rising.

& Can't help it, I ain’t going to voie for you.®

“ Going to vote for Haok Daggett, bs you ™

“You bet ™

“Git right ot of this! Move right out!” yelled
the exelited judge, grasping bis fron seal; “ it right
up and dust out of this! Do you £'poso I'm golng Lo
degrade this judicial body by swearlig a man that
fs such & blank fool that he don’t Enow how to vote!
Lo you think iils court will lower itself to jet a
dashed Idiot make affidavir?! 8'pose I've got any
time to fool with low-duwn critters that don't know
a good mau for Jedge of Probate when he sees him 1
1 you Qo you'll diskiver your misrake fore yon get
through with me:’ ‘Then the littlo man went out,
and the judge put the “swearing fron,” as be play-
fully called the seal, back in ifs placo, and turnod
his attention to & more intelligent man. The dignity
of tho coury wWas saved.

As the day wore on the crowd inereased. New
arrivals wero generslly promptly escorted to the
polls by thelr friends and given a chance to vote, after
which an sdjournment was taken fo some saluon.
The favorite un thut day was Jim Tippe's, from the
fact that Jesse Horlaud, from the M. & home ranch
bad shot and killed the City Marshal there not long
before. It appears that Jesse was violating the eity
ordinance against carrying arms and the Macshal in-
terfered, only to Le promptly extinguished. My Bor
land was subsoquently acquitted by & regularly-
selected Jury of his peors, on the ground that he Wi
golng into the salven to loave hils arms at the time,
and consequently the Marshal had been in rather more
of & hurry than he should have becn. In fact, 13
was self-defence, sy the alficer was making active and
alsrming preparations 1o open bombardment himscll
“ Where," demanded Josse's lawger at the trisl, © would
s man go to leave his gus but In a saloon?  Would
s man hang bis gun on & lamp-post when he conies
tw town! Would he go and put it In the Methodist
Church! Would ke plant it in the pust ofice! Would
he be apt to hire a small boy to hold It for Lim?
Would he go down by the riverside in the gloaming
and suspend his wocpons on Lhe willers, lilie the
Fgyptians of old, and woep and guash his tooih? I
think not, gantlemer of the jury. Would he not go
toto Jim Tippe's well koown and just ly-popular ssloon
sud leave lis six-shooter just behind the bay devontly
and in onder? He would, gentlemen, and that was
what he was doing when our late Cltx'Mmlm.l snealiod
upon him and tried to tlow him cut of his bouts with
s solfeocking cannon.®  The jury was only out
twenty minutes. 11§ action in acquitting him was
loudly applauded on this day, and deep rogici e
pressed Lhat Jesse Was not in to vote. Whon evening
came the {aro and other talles In the bock part of
Tigpe's saloon were almost overturnad by the erowd
of eager players, and the plsno and wiolin music from

half a dogen wuilar places fouted out 8nd mingled ;
with the Joud purmus of Rapid Creok, which rushed |

through the heart of the ehty.

furiable.” Thers wern no fights, and aside from au
occasioual oo patriotic eitigen, who Insisted un vorng
e of four times, wnd bsd to be gupprecand by the
strong arm of the law, thers was but Mule disturb-
suee, AL 4 o'clock the Iwo six-hurse coaches from
Doadwonsd dashied 1o, covered fusido snd out with »
ik later of the Ope, reddish dust of tis wradl,
This furnished excitement for 8 fow moments, while
the dusty tnside pussongers rolled vut and the Austy
outsils passcigers rolbel off, and the dusty driver
swung his wiiplash deliborstely snd gazed off into

shoigun guards dashed through, carrying the gold
and other treasure from the upper camps. This of
courso ealled forth s spirited discussion as to the
ability of theeo particular guards, which was finally
gummed np by “ Mon-tawk® Smith, of the fising Q
ranch, with the remark that they * wan't the sume.
pnongh shof-gun guanie that they were erackod up

Desides the throngs of siockmen snd miners, there
were a great number of freighters, and many of theso
arvived during the day or staried out, each with his
long train of wagons hitohed one behiud the other and
drawn by hall 8 dozen or mors teams of mules or
horses or yoke of oxen. Just hefore dark Okl Man
Hendorson started out with his monsier feam of eleven
yoke, twenty-two oxen, and five grest white-topped
freight wapons, with wheels as high as o mun and
tires five Inches in width. The old man 'ad Ioad
fop Sundance, Wyoming Territory, and prided himself
on belng able to handle his team slone ns well as
most men did outfits of hulf the size. Troins con-
aisting of a number of asparain gutfits came snd went
The grest Parroit train, of fourtecn fedms, cach of
1en mules and elther three or four wagons, making

140 mulss, about fifty  wagons,  fourteen
men and two boys to  reund up the
stock In the moming, cams in from  Lead

City, winding along almost a mile in length. The Xorth-
western Transportation Company started a long trein
for Carbonate Camp and the Huby Rasin disiriet. A
number of wagons arrived loaded with base metal,
groat bars of sllver and lead, from the 1ron HIIl mine,
A great Iron shaft, reaching woross three wagons
and drawn by twelve mules, passed through for Load
City to ba nsed In some of the old stamp-mills of
