The tremendous vote of this city was deposited at
the 850 polling place with little or no excitement, no

rioting and no trouble, despite many predictions of
evil and the intense excitement that preceded the

casting of the ballots. Of course there were several
hundred arrests of voters on both sides and countless
challengra from vigilant watchers at the polls. Hut
the courta. city and Federal, were all open and the
wheels of Justice went spinning around all dav. ao that

few voter* lost their franchise. In nearly all cases

they were promptly told that they were free to vote

when brought before the Judges, and they returned to

the polia to cast their ballots. Each party had the

polls guarded os they were never guarded before, and

the moment a suspicious voter waa In sight tbe way of
that rotor lay through the courts and he would walk
off in charge of a policeman.

Tbe warnings In the press to voto early had their

effect and the great built of the vote waa cost before
noon. Tbe day bad broken cloudy, and at one time

anxious partisans feared that Cere was going to be a

downpour before night, but by 10 o'clock the clouds

broke away and the sun shone out clear and warm.

It was perfect weather and the bright beams cheered
the hearts of Republicans all over the city. ¦ A Re¬

publican sun" was often heard. Clear weather up In

the State meant a full poll of tbe Republican strength
above th* Harlem River, and tbe Jubilant Harrison
reen turned In with redoubled vigilance to beat down

the majority for Cleveland In this city.
In two only of the many polling-place* did the

election Inspector* prove unfaithful and delay tbe
voters. Each of these lnatancea, however, was par¬
ticularly aggravating, for the delay In opening tbe

polls was due to drunkenness and carelessness of the

lnflpectora.
Uptown, where lt waa a serious question whether

tbe enormous vote could be coat in the time allowed

for tbe polls to remain open, etserybody turned In to

facilitate the work, police and voters of both parties
aselsttng, with th* result that every voter got a chance

to cast his ballot. 60 perfect was the system devised
that 134 votes an hour were polled In one precinct
and not less than 97- votes between 6 am. and 4

p. m.

Downtown, below Canal-st., party lines were to a

great extent obliterated. The districts fairly hummod
.with election excitement and all day till the closing
of tho polls the battlo raged on the different ward,

county, State and National tickets. This portion of

the city was dflt-fOd with "pasters"' and tho order of

the contest was "vote as you please." The great
tenements of the East Sile and In the narrow streets

tbat converge to tho live I'olnts poured out their

hundreds of thousands of inhabitants until the streets

swarmed with Italians, Hebrews. Irish, Hermans and

Chinamen, with a spri'il'ling of native born Americans.

BEPUBLICAN CUSTOMS INSPECTORS SO ASSIGNED

TO DUTY AS NOT TO BE ABLF. TO VOTE.

Surveyor Beattie made such assifrntr.cr.ts of Renub.
Ile.;:: customs Ins] M prevented them

from voting or taking any part at the polls, while

tbe Lcmocratlc lr. ¦¦./.ct ors were relieved from duty
entirely or received assignments that did not, inter-

fe:c v. ;; thcr voting or doing political work In-

Speetors of Customs, regularly assigned to duty, must

.-".lort at the vessels they aro In charge of and re-

l.c'-.e the night ofiicer at 6 a. m. This, of course,

prevented voting before jrolrg upon duty. They are

not relieved until sunse*. making voting after getting
off duty inpossible. This is the game Surveyor

Beattie played, by 60 as.-tgulnc those wbo are Repub¬
licans that they were on duty from before the opening
of the polls until after they were closed. The Demo.

crats, on the other hand, were either " excu-e.l" or

ordered upon ¦ barge duty," with the understanding
that they might report when they chose. The official
assignment books at the Barge Office were so manipu¬
lated as to cover up this trick, but lt 1* not likely
that Mr. Beattie win be able to smother the evidence
necessary tn convict him ic the l'nited States courts
of a deliberate violation of the statutes made to guard
against such unlawful use of official power.

TIIE ELECTION IN* NEIGHBORING TOWNS.
The election was generally quiet In the towns about

Ko*"-York City, though here and there lt wa* enlivened
by a political discussion which extended to something
raoi*e than words, or by a more than usually Inter¬

esting arrest for Illegal voting. Th* votes polled
were unusually large everywhere. In several

towns local Issues led to exciting contests

and sometime* sllght'y affected the vote on the

National ticket. Tiie talk of the last few days about

colonizing on Long Island proved to have little foun¬

dation. Officers were on hand at Rockaway Beach to

cot off fraudulent voters, but few or none appeared.
There proved to be less trouble than was anticipated
at Long Island City in polling tbe vote on account ot

the large registration. Nathaniel Smith, age ninety,

nine, sold to be the oldest voter on Long Island, voted
at Hempsteed. Ninety-one men voted In Bridgeport
wbo voted In IMO, and sixty of them vnt'd the Repub¬
lican ticket. The oldest man among them was ninety,

two years old. At New-Mllford, Conn., Nicholas

6taub, Democratic candidate for State Controller,
assaulted Martin L Hungerford, an elector, at Um
polls, causing excitement and almost a not. The
troubl* was caused bj a political discus-Ion In whlcn
Hungerford, who is a Republican, got the better of
fctaub In hts ata'ement of facts.
