They found no organio
trouble, but the patlent’s nervous organization was
i n state of eomplete collapse, and he wus told thag
he would dle of heart fallure. Death came without
pain. His nuree loft him slesping at 1:356 & m. yes-
terdny. Returning to the bedside at 1:40 she saw
him smile falntly, gasp and die

Mr. Clarke's dlsposition was sunny, his heart was
bg and warm, he posacased rare tact, his business
methuls wore direet and offective, and always char-
acterized by the utmost lberallty consonsnt with the
Interests of those whom he served.

o business transaction without making a friend. Every
one |n the employ of The Tribune knew and lked him,
no matter In what department he served,

Mr, Clarke had been conpecied with The Tribune
fur twenty-one years. He was born In Westhrook,
Maino, In 1833, was the youngest of a large family,
and Inherited from his poarents a heartfull of warm,
Irsh blogd. Leaving the Pine Tree Stato st tho age
of sixtesn, he sottled In Urooklyn and began the serlous
business of Ufe as a clerk In the commisston house
of Denner & Dealw. It was but natursl that with
such surroundings be should devalop Into s stock
bruker. Fur » number of years he oceupled an office
in Wallst,, and while there acquirad s taste for
newspaper work through assvelation with his brothoer,
who was at the time the chief finaneial writer for
The Tribune, This brother dying In 1867, his mantle
fell on Edward, who continued in charge of the
Wall Street department for three years, giving It
up In 1850 to becoms advertlsing manager. It 18
but an acknowledgment of his unususl abilitles to
say that the® enurmous Inerense of advertising In
The Tribune is largely due to his untiring energy,
lls mdmirable methods and his courteous attentlon
to patrons.
