THE CLEARING HOUSE PLAN

CHATRMAN MIDGELEY SAYS IT LACKS
ETRENGTH.

POSITIVE THAT IT WILL NOT BE ADOPTED—
ONLY ONE AMONG BEVERAL PROPOSITIONS
CONSIDERED AT THI RECENT OCON-
FERENCI—SEVERE RESTRICTIONS

AS TO BATE MAKING DEMANDED.

Chicago, Nov. 24.—It was ascartaiied hero to-day
that the plan, which has been made publie, of forming
# huge rallioad comblnation to embrace all the territory
west of Chicago and St Louls, with s clearing house
for competitive business and n commission of presi-
dents to control rates, 15 after ail only one of the
plans that was considered at the New-York conference
and 1 not tho one thmt was formally adopted. The
plan that recatved the most favor, In fact, was & much
stronger form of agreement and more severs in lts ro-
striotfons ms to the use of the rate-making power
J. W. Midgeley, who Was present at the conference in
the capacity of an adviesr, sald to-day @

“This plan s one of soveral that were considersd,
I am positfve that t wiil not be adopted, for the
reason thet It is not strong enough to answer the
purpase  for which (t was intended. Aside from the
arhjtration feature, ¢ 1s but little Aifferont from the
agreement of the Westorn Frelght Assoolatfon. This
tull about * Trusts,' s applied to such aa agreement,
s ihn schesrost nonesense, The truth {5 that the
rallroads have beoome desperate at the eonditlon of
affalrs. Somsthing must bo done, or they will he
drven to the wall. The meecting at New-¥York rep-
posents tha flnancial interests of these roads. It was
composed of men who own the property, and who be.
lirve that 1t should wleld some returns.  Thoy were
determined, 1t possible, to save the raflroads from
bankruptey, The lnterstata law prohibits pooling ar-
ratgements, and of course (6 was necossary tn do.
vise some othar means of checking the demoraliza
tion.™

Mr. M!idgeley satd that If the present conditlons,
which were in the maln attributabls to the operation
nf the Interstats Jaw, shoold coatinue two yoars
tonger, thers would nt bho a solvent rallroad west of
Chicago. When asked |f there was any movement
on foot to petition Congress for & repenl of the act,
o emldl 2

%o such movement his taken shape as yet, and
no appeal will bo made 1o the prossnt Congress. It
I# not regarded as the most favorable time to present
such a measuro botwoen two Administrations.”

The projectors of the new schemo for the malnte-
nance of rates, Mr. Midgoley ssll, were agreed upon
one point, apd that was that the subordinate officers
of the rallroads must be depeived of the rute-making
power, and that any assumption of this power must
be punighied by dismissal. Hefore the plan was com-
plated, 1t was submitted to the presidonts of somo of
the fmportant Western lines  Favorable mplics have
been returned by the presidents, of the Unfon Pa-
cifie, the Stckney systom and the Chleago, Milwaukos
and St. Paul, while Fresident Cable, of the 1tork
I1sland, has gone to New-Yurk to give hils viows n
person on the subject. President Marvin Hughier,
of the Chicags aud Northwestorn, sald:

A RULE FOR TELLING A SHOPLIFTER FROM AN
INNOCENT CUSTOMER.

“ Do you never make mistakes in accusing peo-
ple in your store of shoplifting *" asked a reporter
of the manager of a big Sixth-ave, dry-goods house
the other day.

* Never,” was the reply.  * You may think that
sounds rother boastful, but it is not due to any
superior detective genius; it is only tho result of
our determination to lot o hundred thefts from us
go unpunished rather than risk insulting o single
fnnocent customer,  Agnain and again our de-
tegtive has felt morally certnin that women wore
robhing us, but ns npeither he nor any of our
slerks had actually seen the theft, he hias lot them
gn unmolested, well knowing that the loss to us
would, ten chances to one, e less than would e
sult from on illegul arrest, a public seandal, and
the consequent feightening awny of many custom-
s who would not feel comfortable in a store
whers peopls are ancoused of theft on mera suspl-
alon.”

“You lose a good deal, then, den't you, by
those light-fingered wvisitors P

“Yes, n good denl. The great orowds which
throng our eonnters nnd the lavish way in which
wn Lave to display our goods to attract custom
and to eompeta with our rivals make our stores
In tha busy season an easy hunting-ground for pro-
fessfonal shoplifters and puts temptation in the
way of silly women, who steal, they don't really
kuow why, ond are the class most generally caught
ted-lianded, It is o ‘eurfous question how many
respeatahie and moderntaly well-todo women in
this ecity nre strictly hanest from prineciple and
how many from fenr of the eonsequences of dis
honesty.  How muny would shudder at the pos-
sibility of their steallng anything, and how many
think it rare sport to steal where thera is no dan-
ger, or they think there {5 none, of detection.”

* Peactioally, yes. What is taken from us by
men or children In a year s of no consequense,
Few children nre bold enough, snd men don't think
it worth their while. There are some precoclons
little girls, however, who are trained and sent out
to steal, and are unmercifully beaten if unsuo-
eessful.  These generally are not tall enough to
steal easily from the counters, and they work
prinelpally wpon our customers, stenling
their tetienlss, eatching up parosols that nre lald
down for a moment, and sometimes pieking pock-
ets of people who arve sittinz, They find a poor
field in the larger stores, however, for our de-
tectives keep o sharp eye on ehildren who coms
in alone, and penernlly turn them right out, and
it they come neocompanled, the facs of the womnn
withi them is generally known to the detoctive, who
details u ensh-girl to follow them. When they sen
they are watehed our bargain-counters spesdily
lose their interest for thot palr.
