At the out-et wc -nail add three
hundred million dollars to our present debt of four
laen hundred million a mere bagatelle--In return for
which wo shall not only add five million to our tax
able population, but acquire extensive and valuable
public works, whose title ls now lu thc Dominion
(.overnment, railroads, canals, public buildings, fortl-
flcstions, eic. But tills present nain ls not worth
considering in comparison with ike future ad vantages
to accrue tu lbs American Republic from the vast
extension of hor territory. I doubt If we foresee
these ;.n» more adequately now than the Americans
of Jefferson's time saw tho pot'-ntlal value of the
Louisiana purchase. The material wealth, ondevel
op. d resources, and Industrial possibilities of thc great
British Northwest are even yet only dimly under¬
stood. Tba most extravagant estimate of Its pro.
ductlve capacity and power to support a thriving
population ls probably below the reality that union
with the American F.epubllc, free connection with
American railroads, and opening to American Iniml-
giatlo-i and enterprise would reveal, and which will
be revealed in BO other way.

Tbe political advantage! of the union are emphasized
by tho present troubles over the fisheries, railroad
transit and canal lolls. Thee and other occasions
of bonier dispute would be removed, and the most
grave provocative of dispute and Irritation taken out
of our diplomatic relation. Tho occasional and con-

tlngent difficulty of an unscientific, because purely
arti fica], unduly extended, and wholly indefensible
frontier Would disappear with thc constant vexation
of commercial dispute:. Consolidation would establish
and perpetuate the peaco of the American continent
so long as the. American Republic endures. It would
contribute to the peace of tte world by removing tho
most sensitive occasion of war with a European power,
and abolishing ihe last considerable trace of European
dominion upon the Western continent. In this sense
lt would ba an advantage to C,reat Britain, an well as
to America. She would lose a costly, unproductive
and useless dependency, and gain absolute political
(.eciirlty In a part of the world where aha has every¬
thing to lose, and nothing to win, except safety.

Thc commercial and social ties between fha two
cnuiitrles are very close, and growing more liittmato
every year. Two important points of contact ara
Ihe Investment of American capital In Canalla and tho
Immigration of native Canadians Into the I'nlted
Slates. It ls estimated that at least Bl00.000.000
of American money ls locked up lu Canadian rail¬
roads, mines and Industrial and commercial enter¬
prises of various Kinds. On the other hand, the
census shows that a million persons born In Canalla
ore now living In the I'ni ted states, ard this does
not, of course, take Into account the thousands of
European emigrants who come here after a brief and
unprofitable sojourn lu the Dominion. This exchange
if capital for labor, of men for money, ls going on

cinstantly, and knitting closer every year the ties of
common interest and social kinship, 'ihe truth of
thN ls revealed lu the actual state of feeling In
Canada

Thens are two exceptions to th" general willing-
lie-, of the Canadian people to entertain th" notion
cf political coniolldailon with Ihe I'nltci State', "ii"
ls official and the other clerical, lt ls nm iiulte ac¬
curate to say that the Tory party ls opposed to Pplit-
lcal union. This M true of the Tulles of the oihY'al
circle, th" Ministers of ihe Dominion Government and
th"lr subordinate*, the place-holders of th" eontial
administration, which would be destroyed by ahsmp-
tlon in the t'nlfed States. Consolidation |s not a

pai-ty question In Canalla any mom than lt ls lu the
Vnjt'-d states, although tho accident thal the central
Government, which would b" destroyed bv lt, ls Con¬
servative, and that manv of tho Provincial Govern¬
ments, which have nothing to lose by lt, arc Liberal
malie^ lt appear so.
