THE KILLING OF LOUD MOUNTMORRES,
A WITNESS B-gfOBl THE PARNELL COMMISSION

London. Dec. (V-Ppon IhS reassembling of ths Par¬

nell Commission to-day Patrick Molloy, who had been
arrested In Dublin for refiislt:;_ to obey the subpoena
calling upon him to Rive evidence, was brought before
Ihe Justices, who committed him to prison until
further orders. Justice Ilannen Intimated that the
Commission proposed to take Molloy's evidence to¬
morrow.
A laborer named Rorke was railed npon to testify.

He stated lhat at meetings In denbar of the branch
of the League of which ho was a member, lt was de-
clded lhat I_ord Mountrnorres should be done away
with. A proposal to do away with lynch was re¬

jected. On the day of the murder a member of the
League named Sweeney ashed the v.lines* to assist
In killing Lord Mountmon-es. The witness refused.
On the evening of that day another member of the
League told the witness that he expected Lord Mount-
moires would he put away that night. IhS witness
alletwart promised Sweeney, Mtilros, Fallon and
.Murphy, all members of ths League, that he might
asett them In doing away with Lord Moantmoties,
but he suddenly BSlSSSd them. Later In the night he
saw Mulroe, who had been wounded In the hand.
MalVOS said that he had done away with Lord Mount¬
rnorres.
