effort to Justify tho publication, Mr. Oregory's designs
will be found to be altogether respectable. Thero ls

really little more chance for variation from Mie ap¬
proved tyres of th© blond haired Marguerite and
beard-l Faust than for a new Mephistopheles, but tho

figures designed by Mr. I.regory will be llkedy to give
popular satisfaction. There are fen larg" full-page
ebroOBO-llthogrophs after watercolor paintings and
eighteen reproductions of black and white drawings.
It need baldly be said that the artist has dealt with

hackneyed situations. Illustration would lose Its true

character without a Walpurgis night., a cellar scene

and a Margaret tl the fountain, but Mr. OrafSTj's
treatment of the familiar figures ami familiar situa¬
tions ls reasonably workmanlike and creditable to his

Industry, although the personal qualify of th© drawings
ls of the slightest, and originality ls quite out of the
question. We observe that the book bears a Munich
Imprint. There is some excellent rolur printing, bal
if these plates are to be taken as the best examples
of Shromo lithographic work, our own llthograi>bers
need not fear comportsons. The translation adopt eil
for this edition ls that of Anster.

Mr. Kernble's illustrations of tho "Thompson ttnai
Poker lliih" are well suited to th© rough and ready
humor of Ih© text. A very low comedy, whose main
Incidents consist of cfum=y cati]-_ harping and raznr-
tlourlsbliig. Offers a _f_tr!ctcd field t-> the illustrator,
but Mr. Kernble's sketches, despite their exaggera¬
tions, hav© considerable expressiveness; and if Miry
are accused of nmdlUSS, tho responsibility may be
placed upon the text.
