BROKERS SPOILING FOR A FIGHT.

USING UNEIND LANGUAGE ABOUT A WELL-

ENOWN MAN.

At one time yestorday a ducl seemed fmminent
betwesn Joseph A. (*Donohuo and Herman Seileken,
both members of the Coffee Exchange, the former &
well known and active Tammany politfelan and ean-
didate for Collector of the Port, Mayor, Govemor,
nte. The day wound np with instructions from Mr.
O'Donohue to his counsel to bring a sult for “de-
famation of eharacter” against Mr. Sellcken, with
damages put at 100,000, and a promise by Mr
Eeflelen to give $1,000 “to any maputable charitable
institution In this city,® i Mr. O'Donohue would
really bring the suit.

The atmosphere of the Coffes Exchangs was sul-
phurous hecausa of an article publishad In “The
Sun® to tho effect that legislation and Utigation were
about to take place to put a stop to the “ wild and
haphazard gambling In eoffee™ ; that & bill was o be
prasented in the Legislature to take away the charter
of the Exchange; that a deelsion in a recent case of
arbltration upon contracts which resnlted in the June
corner was “ nothing but Bill Tweedlsm over again®
that President W. IL Crossman allowed an lllegl
vote in the case; that patent cable dlsputches from
Rio Janolro and “ washed” sales are plentifal: and
that Mr. O'Donohue had reslgned as viespresident
because ha had heen insulted by President Crossmas.
The article was critielsed with severity on the Ex-
changn.

Mr. follcken was so embitternd that he declred

THE RAILING GAVE WAY.

OVER 100 PEOPLE THROWN TO THE FLOOR.

SOME 7,000 PEOPLE WERE JAMMED INTOD THE
PALACE RINK, BROOKLYN-TWO MEN WERE
BERIOUSLY INJURED AND OTHERS
SIAKEN UP AND BRUISED.

At least 7,000 people paid an admission fee to
the Palace Rink at Grand and Berry sts., Brook-
Iyn, lust night to see the sparring mateh be-
tween * Jack” MoAuliffe and Hyams. The con-
tast, continued for nine rounds, during which
there was the ntmost excitement. In the ninth
round Hynms was completely * knooked out.”
Thas coused mhe crowd to grow wild ands
thoroughly uncontrollable,

Although there was a large foree of police on
hand they could do nothing to stop the great
rush snd orush that ocenrred immediately after
the mateh wans declared over,  Men pushed and
arowded one another and pulled, struggled and
elbowed to get near the ring.

During this excitement the railing of
one  of the gulleries gnve woy. The
crash of the breaking timber and the shouts,
ories and groans of the injured and frightened men
starterd & panie among the crowd, which became
instantly an unmanagenble mob,  Every one strug-
gled to get to the doors and in the panic many
were kiocked down and trampled upon.

As quickly as possible the police got to the
spot and drove away the crowd. Ambulance
ealls were sent out and in a short time several
ambulances were on the spot. The policemen
L alraady eleared ont the building and removed
{hose who had been injured. They were: James
Smith, nge thirty-cight, who wns struck on the
« ul, eansing coneussion of the brain, and Pat-
ik Edwards. a policeman from the Fifth Pre-
sinet. who had two ribs broken.  Both men were
ceriously injured and were taken to the Eastern
District Hospital. Several others were also 1n-
jured, but it could not be learned just hew seri-
ously they were hurt

FIGHTING IN A CELL WITH A MANIAG.

GUSTI VASEO, CONVICTED OF MURDER, BER
OUES HIS JAILER FROM A MADMAN.

Alexander Gulick, jailey of the city prison of
New Brunswick, N. J., was saved from possfhle
death at the bands of one of his prisoners yes-
terday by & man who is confined in the jail
under sentence for murder. The man who res-
oued the keeper Is Gusti Vasko, s Hungarian, who
was last week convioted of murder in the second
degree for the killing of Michael Skokane. Hs
had proved to be s very tractable prisoner and
bad @ eell in the main corridor, next to & oell
in which » man named Smith and Daniel MoOat-
frey, an Irishman, were confined. MecCaffrey was
committed for disorderly conduct. He has acted
strapgely for severasl days, but it was supposed
that he was drunk. Instead of being drunk, how-
over, he proved to be demented, and yesterday
he suddenly became violeat.

In the corridor was a burglar named Morris,
who had been shot while escaping from s house
at Cranbury, and MeCafirey seized the heavy
erutch with which he was walking about and run+
ning back into the cell he began beating his
cell companion with the crutch. The man pe-
celved severe scalp wounds and several bru
but none of them were dangerous.  He mﬁm
to his feet and shouted for help and Jailer u{'i‘pok_

rushed down the corrider and confronted
Caftrey, who was quictly walking out of the

open cell door.
“ What's the matter 7 he asked.  * Have you
heen up to your tricks agein?®  And he orderod

MeCaffrey up stairs, wiile he turned to enter
the cell and see what the trouble was. As he
did so, MeUaftrey rushed down the corridor,
seized 8 big stone cuspidor, und, raising it with
hoth hands, prepared to bring 1t down with erush-
ing foree on Mr, Gulick's head.  'The latter was
exsmining Smith's wounds and did not bear the
noise thy madman made as he advanced.  Vasko
saw the action, however, and with & ory of warn-
ing to the jaller rushed upon McCaffrey in tima
to knock down his arm, strike him a stin

blow in the face, and push the flaller away as

the cuspidor descended.  The jailor received
o a slight soratch, but’ Vasko him-
sel got & sianting blow that broke his
nose and  bruised  his  face. A flarce

struggle followed between McCaltrey and Vaslco,
dlrinf; which the latter received several bruises,
but the jailer got to his feet and the others
hurried to the aid of Vasko, who though bleeding
was getting the hetter of his insane aat B
The man wns bound and put in a strait jackes,
and Vasko was placed under a physictan’s care,

e s to be sentenced to-day. Many believe
he is impocent, despite the verdict of the jury.
He speaks no English, and could not be i uced
to tell his story to the interpreters who been
engaged by counsel, as they were Polish Jews.
