Turk's Island with a cargo of provisions. Capfain
Hobert had occasion to go ashore to  transach
some business. The crew of his boat, Robert Hauua,
began playing games on deck to amuse themselves
until the return of thelr commander. The officers of
the Toulssant, looking, through thefr glasses from the
point where they hsd anchored fn the outer harbor,
began firing rifles in the direction of the Hanna
Prightened, the men sprang into the water to save
their lves and swam for tha shore. Seeing that
the Hanns was abandéned, the Tonlssan! approached
her, placed a prize erew upon the little boai and
towed lLer out to sea They tarried long enough
however, to fire upon the town, which they left, ma
they thonght, in ashes. The French schooner was
not  molested. The Touissant L'Ouverture then
steamed on to Grande-Saline and, entering the port,
began hombarding that peaceful hamiet. She withe
drew, however, before any material damage had been
done and Jolned the Maneel, the other South Haytian
punboat, which had been obliged to give up the siege
of the seaport town of Gonalves, about slxty-five
miles northwest of Port an Prinee, which she had
heen  blockeding. during the previcus week The
two wvessels then salled together to Cundive-Pap-
mentler, another small fishing willage Wear the
Dominican frouiler, and <ompletely devestated the
town.

Unid = @ flag of truce, tbe oficers of the vessels, ac-
compantdd by a xuard of twenty-five men, went
astiore, They were reeclved by the authorities of the
town and half of the population with great distinction
under the lberty gole which rises in the middle of
the publie syuare. The captaln of the ‘Toulssant
was the official bearor of two lmportant dispatches
from Genersl Legitime, to lhe commander or presi-
dent of the arrondissemont of Mole. 1'pan opening

The dispatches were (mmodiately seai fto
secretary Hayard, The mport of Admiral Lucs states
that the Government of Havtl sarendomd the vessel
unconditionally as soon as & demand for her sur
render was moule, and that Legitime offerad to have
the Haytion Hepublie towed out of the harbor imme-
diately. Owing to a mishap to a cable, however, the
vissel was not formally delivered up until the ok
lowing day.
