the conntv seat of Klnga County.
He ser%'cd from 1787 to 1798. Jsremlah

I-ott, the aon of Johannea, fllled the
same offlce from 1814 to 183!!. Hla aon, John A.,
wa* first on the bench of the S'.iprcme Court and then
was otovated to the court ot laot reaort. Abraham
Lott trtudled law In the offlce of the flrm of Lott,
Murphy A Vsnderbllt, of which hlt fafl-.er waa the
senlor member, and which atood at the head ot th* bar
of Klnga County for many year* He wat admltted
to the bar In lAOft, and wa* one of the flrm of A A
J. Z. I-ott, of Brooklyn. His practiee wat chlefly In
real eatate mattora. The only offlce he ever held was
that of Kurrngaro. He wa* electid by tho Damoorats,
his opnonont belng Horace Gravc*.

In the admlnlstratlon of his offlce he waa anccessful,
and few of hla declsions have been overturncd. Mr.
Lott wa* a dlrcctor of the Mecl.anle*' Hank, of the
I_ng laland Kafe Depuslt Company and the Montauk
Flre Inauranre Company, and he wa* conneettd wlth
the Hrooklyn Club and tho IfolUnd Sociaty ot New-

health wa* good untll the dav before he dled. He
la*t attetule.l to tbe dutlns of his offlce on Thursday,
but wa* etitfapcd wlth prlvate buslneaa on Frlday.
