PRINCE RUDOLF'S FUNERAL

IMPRESSIVE SERVICES IN THE COURT CHAP-
EL AND THE CAPUCHIN CHUROH.

ALL VIENNA PLUNGED IN MOURNING=THE
EMPEROR'S DEEP GRIEF—SCENES
DURING THE CEREMONIES, |

Vienna, Feb, 5.—This oity was to-dny entirvely
given over to mourning. All places of business
were closed, and the shops throughout the eity
put up thelr ghutters early in the foremoon.
Many strects, usually bright und animated, wors
o deserted Jook, the life of the town being con.
centrated around the spot where the funeral of
the Crown Prinoe was beld.  The theroughfares
leading to the Hofburg hear ample evidence
of the puble sorrow. Numberless emblems of
mourning, black fings and draperies float from the
roofs or droop from the windows, Enormouns
erpwds began to assemble outside the court chapel
At an early hour ja the morning. Perfect order
prevailed, however, in contrant with the disordes
of yesterday. The admission of the puble into
the chapel ceasod st 10 o'clock, when troops
barred the strects leading to the Hofburg.

The Emperor and Empress and the Crown
Princess attendsd a requiem mass in the oratory
of the palace, at which the Miserere was sung by
the court choir. The servico was ended at noon.
The church bells then began to toll.

The coffin-lid was fostemed at 2 o'elock, and
the key was conflded to Prinee Hohenlohs as Court
Marshal. Boon afterward the gntes of the chapel
were closed, and the members of the Imperial
fumily gathered around the catafalque to take a
Inst farewell. The Imperial Guard, in the mean-
time, had taken a position in the Franzens Ring
and the mourners invited to the funeral were
arriving. Just before 4 o'clock the members of
the Imperial house who had left the chapel stopped
in front of the side entrance of the Capuchin
Church, in the Kloster Gasse, where they were
received by Prince Hohenlohe, Prince Hunyadi,
chief master of ceremonies, and she Father Guard-
fan, nocompanfed by friends of the community
bearing lighted tapers. The Imperial party wended
their way through the eloisters to the church.

The interior of the church was entirely draped
In black. The benches and seats were covered
with sable cloth and the floor wns carpeted with
black. Three rows of benches stretchied from the
entrance along the nave on the left or Gospel
side, while the ryest of the space
on this side, nearer the high altar, was
filled by a dals, with three rows of priedienx.
The first row was for the Emperor and the
King nnd Queen of the Belglans, and the other
two rows for the Archinkes and Archduchesses,
The entafalque wns erected in the middle of the
ehurch and wns surrounded by massive can-
delobrs.  Near the eatafalque was a tabouret
for Arohhishop Ganglhauee, who celebrated a
pontifical mass.  To the right of the main nlsle,
on the epistle side and opposite tha Imperial
dnis, were priedicux for the use of Monsignor
Galimbertd, the Pupal Nunefo, and other bishops.
On the stroke of four, the coffin was lifted from
the bier. blessed and earried to the funeral-car.
