While there are soveral minor modifieations,
that which wil! affect them most Is the mew classl
fleatlon. AI' who have been teaching for less than
five years will bo subjeet, as heretofore, to the yesrly
oxamination of thelr classes by the superintendents;
but teachers who have passed that poriod will be
graded In the several stadies which each has taught,
nocording to their standing during the last flve years
Tho clusses of those who have ranked tho highest
will bs exemyt from year to year from tho exami-
natlons, ul the diserction of the Clty Superintendent,

Before June 1 the Committoe on Teachers Is 10
designate those who ar freo from sueh supervision,
and with tho superintendont and his siaff formulate
rules for the guidanco of thess teachers. This lst
s prepared by the superintondents from the rocords
of tho teselers, and from the oplnlons of the prineipal
under whom each one has (tsught. In addition 10
all notes, rocords and marks, the personal knowledg
of the officials s to be taken into consideration, in
ordor that all the qualificatlons of the tencher may
have proper influence, That ono has reodived tho
highest mark, *excellont,” for five yoars, will not
of itsolf be tho only censidoration, nor if ons has
not always obtalned that mark, will ho necossarily
bo placed In the non-exempt class.
