THE SILENT PARINER

The elosing hours of Cnnsrssa illustmhla* M:-.
Depew's speech before the Downtown Busi-
ness Men’s Republican Club on Saturday after-
noon. Said the orator: ‘Husiness men are
learning that in every firm there is one silent
partner, the (overnment, but the power of
that silent partner to impede or wreek the
business is immense. They are learning
that they are neglecting their  most
vital business interests unless they see to
it that the silent partner in all their firms
so behaves as to help and mot to injure
theru? To call a talkative Democradic House
a silent partner in anything was perhaps @
strong figure of speech. Hut it is worth while
to consider what a vast power for good or evil
—used principally for evil—this Congress has
had over all the business of the country.

By neglecting practical business legislation,
for which merchants and bankers, farmers and
manufacturers have earnestly prayed for years,
Congress has literally taken many millions from
the nssete of business firms throughout the
country. By getting up tariff agitation in tho
interests of foreign importers, the House has
litarally taken many millions more ’from the
assets of business firms, from the profits of
capitalists and the earnings of American work-
ingmen. Now, as the session draws near its
close, this same House js wasting public time
aud money, and defeating legislation necessary
to the public welfare, in a desperate struggle
by a minoriky to prevent a reduction of revenue
upen which everybody is agreed, unless that
minority can get other changes agnivst which
the people have decided at the late election.

Walking away from the meeting at which
Mr. Depew spoke, a prominent business man
said: “The one thing which strilkes me most
foreibly is that the Democratio party has proved
its absolute incapacity to carry on the business
of the Government.” Not many mon quite
realize how true that is. To look no further
back than last December, it was taken for
granted by business men before the session
began that thera would be some attention paid
to practical needs which had long been nez-
lected. The foreign trade of the Nation had
been choked by failure to provids adequate
foreign mail facilities. It was supposed thad
something would of conrse be done. Business
erganizations in every part of the country had
prayed for a National bankrupt law. Shippers
and farmers. and Interstate Commissionors
themselves, had shown that amendments of
the Interstate Aot were necossary, at least to
prevent damaging competition by forviga
transporters. A judicial decision regurding
duties on ribbons demanded immediate legis-
lation to remove question as to the meaning of
the law. Another as to worsted and woollen
goods threatened the very existence of one of
the great industries, unless the plain intent of

tha lnw copld be promptly made its express
requirement. Especially a revenue vastly ex-

ceeding the nceds of Goverument was threat-
ening financial peril, and Demoeratio business
men reckoned with the utmost confidence that
the House, having failed to carry the people
for its plan, would at last consent to vote for
something whieh coul.’ be passed in the Senata.

These are only samples. It would tako more
than one column merely to enumerate the long-
neglected and urgent business interests which
required legislation. Democrats treated with
contempt the suggestion that a Democratic
Honse would still fail to do anything. For
past negleet there was the excuse of absorbing
political excitement, but the people having do-
cided, Democrats in the House would certainly
attend to the necessary business of the country
before laying down the power. Yet nothing
has been done, and the end of the session is
at hand. By the Democratic majority nothing
has been done, for even thoe admisgon of four
new States was accomplished only by the Re
publicans with a small minority of Democrats,
Absolutely not one thing has heen dono by the
Democratic majority to meet the just expecta-
tions of business men. Even necessary appro-
priation bills for earrying on the Government
are now endangered, because that majority ro-
fuses to reduce the revenue nnless it can ab
the same time cripple industries by cutting
off protection. The Government in Demo-
cratio hands is simply a peril to all business,
The silent partner at present iz drunk, and
capable only of smashing things.

munity have against her murderous greed, were

she once more free?

THE OUTBAGE AT WESLEYAN,

That rather sedats collegiate institution,
Wesleyan University, has suddenly sprung
into prominence as the scene of the grossest
outrage that collage students have probably
ever beon guilty of in this country. For years
it hus been the custom of the freshmen ab
Middletown to celehrate Washington’s Birth-
day by the firing of a cannon, provided that the
sophomares did not succeed in stealing the gun
or spiking it. This year the usual celebration
was abandoned in deference to the wishes of
the faculty, but a half-dozen freshmen resolved
to atone for the absence of the cannon by mak-
ing use of dynamite bombs. It is fair to as-
sume that they did not realize what the effects
would be. At any rate, one of the bombs was
exploded in North College and another in Ob-
servatory Hall, doing & vast amoiint of dam-
ago, while a third went off in the hand of the
young man who was about to fling it into one
of the halls, inflicting extremely severe in-
juries upon ham.

The {aculty at once sot ahout making an in-
vestigation, and they have bhoen greatly as-
sisted therein by the confession of some of the
implicated students, It appears that one of
them induced some one to send the bombs to
him from this city, and that they wero dis-
tributed to severnl members of the freshman
oluss and were to be exploded simultancously.
The programme was carried out only in part,
or olse probably| considerably more damage
weuld have been done. It is now said that the
stadents engaged in this outrageous affair will
be *“ subjected to sovere eollege discipline,” but
that ‘“it is hardly probable that the State ao-
thorities will take the matter up,”  Such a dis-
position of the matter will not bo satisfactory.

The caso calls for the application of the law
in all its severity. The circumstances would
necossarily®he taken into account by a judge
bin passing sentence, and no long term of im-
prisonment would seem to be called for. But
a lesson of the sternest and sharpest character
is needed to provent a repetition of outrages of
this sort by college students, who sre too apt
to consider themselves superior to all law. The
Wesleyun faculty should not be too tender
hearted. The fuot that some of the young men
have confessed their criminal folly and that
ene of them is suffering severely for his share
in the miserable business is not envagh. Th
law ought to take its course. Indeed, if the
colloge authorities fail to do their duty in the
mattor, it is incumbent on the District-Attor-
ney of Middlesex County to take the initiative
himself. Thisa case tronscends all ordinary
hreaches of eollege diseipline. The good pame
of Wesleyan will suffer seriously in the eyes of
its friends and the world if this affair is con-
doned. These freshmen have been guilty of a
eriminal act of the most dastardly sert, and they
ought to take the consequences.

QUARANTINE AFTER SUNSET.

Within his special sphere wo are seldom shlo
to agree with Mr. Henry Goorge, but outside
that sphere he oflen writes to excellent eff cot,
and almest always with great force and felicity
of langunge. To the last number of * The
Standard” he contributes over his own signa-
ture an appeal from the custom which brings
to o hnlt at Quarantine and keops there over
night every incoming vessel which arrives after
sundown. We think his point is well taken,
and am glad to give his argument our share
of the support which he asks from the New-
York press,

It cortainly is n curious and exasperating
rogulation which thus defeats the tromendous
energies of men and machinery censelessly ap-
plied for days or weeks to the purpose of short-
ening the voyage from foreign ports. Thero
may have been at some time in the past o rea-
sonable basis for the rule, but at the present
day it seems o belong in the same category
of vexatious and unnecessary restrainis as the
law which halls an express train carrying hun-
dreds of passengers while a clamescow drifts
between the arms of a draworidge, The latter
anomaly is a relic of old times and conditions,
and 8o, in our opinien, Is the formor, if indeed
it is a relic of anything more important than
a whim. In the case of vessels arriving from
infected or suspected ports extra time and
facilities ought to be scoured for a thorough
examination. But, ns Mr. George says, the
transatlantie liners are now subjected to noth-
ing more fhan a momentary and formal in.
spection wiless some renson for greater caro
is imagined or confessed; and though a con-
siderable diseretion must be allowed to tho
Quarantine authorities, there is no axeuse out-
side of Inw or custom for relusing to perform
after sunsel the Lrief ceremony which i8 con-
gidered sofficient after sunrise.

It is rwther surprising that so few protests
have bean made against this annoyance, since
it is generally to the interest both of the steam-
ship companies and of the saloon passengers
that the ship should reach her dock ns soon ns
possible,  Aside from the nutural wish to
oblige their patrons, tho owners of the steam-
ghip are interested in saving the cost of from
one to three elaborate meals in addition to the
value of even a few hours in port between
voyages ; and the passengers themselves are of
coursny animated by n common anxiety to get
akhors, while many of them are the subjects
of special desires and solicitndes. It might
perhaps be said that daylight is cssential to o
proper sanitary and customs inspection, bub
the existence of the alectric Jight is, in our
opinion, a sufficient answer (o that objection ;
and the suggestion of additional expense, even
if it wore allowed, would not be worth con-
gidering in view of the fach that the whale
civilized world, and above all ghe United Btate
procecds on the principle that time is money,

There is another point, to which Mr, Goorge
does not allude. When it bhecomes apparent
to thoss in charge of u steamship approaching
tihis port that without extes exertion she will

feoling well. They haye spent most of their time
in lodges of sorrow snd hard swearing, endenvor-
{ng unsuccessfully to pieroe the thick gloom that
surrounds thefr party's prospects. But at length
one of Democrscy’s leading organs cheers up a
little, * The Albany Argus” has heard from Soipio
and féels inclined to brace up. * The town of
Seipio,® remarks  The Argus” at the head of its
editarin] eolumns, * which gave Harrison 111 plu-
rality in less than 500 votes, was carried this week
by the Demoorats.” And in order that this straw
may impinge against the minds of its renders with
the fores of a steam pile-driver, this Democratio
Mark Tapley observes that “since the days of
Marey and Wright thers has been a saying, ‘when
Sofpio is redecmed, thep comes the Demooratic
deiuge.™

Of course there has been no such saying. “ The
Argos” is confounding Saipio, » modest hamlet
up in Csyugn County, with Publins Cornelius
Scipio, nn able Romnn general, who departed this
life n good while efore Maroy and Wright came
on the stage. Hannibal wns accustomed to ex-
elaim: * When Seipio is whipped then real estate
will boom in Carthage—which, it will be ob-
served, is radically different from * The Argus's”
quotation, which it neglected to verify. This
P. C. Scipio was a person of large signifleance.
He has passed into history ns the most éapable
of the Roman soldiers before Cucsar. But Scipio,
Cayugn County, (population in 1880, 2,093) is no
stich determining quantity, The vote of Seipio is
of interest to the citizens of Seipio, but Demo-
oratio deluges are neither brought about nor
prevented by it. It is doubtful if Mr, Cleveland,
in surrendering his offico next week, will endeavor
publicly to solace himself with Beipio.

Theso fow words may seem to have been written
in a light and frivolous spirit,. But the Bvity is
merely on the surface. The speotacle of the State
organ of the Democraey striving to put some life
into ita party at this sad hour of Democratio sur-
ronder, by pointing to the vote of Scipio, eannot
fail to touch all hearts. It would be awfully
funny if it were not so awfully pathetio.

MONEY AND BUSINESS.

In Wall Street the peculiar eondition of the
Interstate agreement has kad more influence dur-
ing the past week than anything else.  Outside of
Wall Bteeet the eontrolling fact has been that
business, whilo especially active in speculntive
lines, has been less confldent or satislactory in
legitimnte directions than has been expectesl. For »
long time unseasonnble weather was accepted as an
explunation of compurative inactivity. But the
advent of wintor westher has not brought the
expected inerease in trunsactions, and still less a
gufliclent inerense to comnpensate for so long o
delay. In woollen and cotton goods and in jron
and steel products, the prevailing prices are such
as to check production snd make trade in many
lines, unremunerstive, and there has been

of Inte some reduction in wages: the
dulness In  structural drom and in  nails
does not indicate excoptional  aotivity

in the building trades, and, while the gquantity
of nnthracite coal taken out of sight in January
was 2,467,571 tons, sgainst 2,201,601 in the
same month last year, the absence of the great
disturbances apd strikes which prompted dealors
lost year to wecure stooks without delay more
than explains the increase, Yet in some Im-
yortant branches a definito inerense in movement
Is visible,

Large sales of steel mils do not indiente lorge
deliveries, and the actual shipments in January
were only 64,000 tons, Yet it is an encouraging
fuct that contmacts tak:n in Janusry this year
amount to 494,441 tons, agninst 364,897 last year.
The truth is that at $51 50 a year ago there wWis
much more disposition %o wait for lower prices
than there has been this year ot §27 or Jess. The
