RUMORS OF A CONFLICT IN SAMOAN WA-
TERS BETWEEN AMERICAN AND
GERMAN MEN-OF-WAR.

FHE AMERICAN VESSEL REPORTED TO HAVE
FINED THE FIRST SHOT—SECRETARY BAY-
ARD DISCREDITS THE STORY—NO
NEWS RECEIVED AT LONDON.

Kiel, March 8.—A rumor is enrrent in naval
vircles here that a couflict has taken place in
Samoan waters betwven an American man-of-war
and the German corvette Olga. It 1s alleged that
the American vessel fired the first shot,

Washington, March 7 —Sechotary Bayard sald

tonight that he had not heard any-
thing of the reported oconflict between o
German snd an  American  war  vessel

in Samoan waters. Il regarded such o
gonfliet as highly improbahle, ns thers wos an un-
derstanding that belligerent netion in Samon
ghould be suspended, pending the conference 19
ba held in Berlin. He slso pointed out that it
was hardly possible that information of such a
state of affairs would be known at Kiel before the
news was received st Derlin or Washington.

Ottawa, Ont., Marcd 3.--The meport of the Fish-
ex{es Proteotion Servicn of Canada for 1885 has been
fesued-  The expenditure reached §77.000, out of an
appropriation of £i26,000. The Minister of Fish-
erias says the past season has boen on uneventful one.
The total number of Unlted Siates flshing vessels In
the Gulf was elghty.thres, which Is lese than was ever
known 10 be there (n any previous season. The
catch of these vessels J& reparied at 104204 barrels,
o agalnst 17,508 barrels In 1BST.  The number of
Capadiar vessels engaged In the mackersl Ushing dur-
ing the past season 15 estimated at abour 120,
The orly selzure duriug the season was of a small
slooprigped boat found fishing in the Bay of Pundy
near Campobello, The boat was subsequently glven
up to its owners upon the payment of expenscs for
salo-Geeping of same.

Washington, Mnreh 3.--The crowd ahout the
Arlington Hotel to-day differed strikingly from the
erowds of Thursday, Friday and Saturday.

On the comtortable elairs and lounges which are
seattered around the big lounzing-room sat (ozens
of unxious politietans, all debating the greut (ies
tion tn Cabinet-moking, which seemed then uu-
sottled.

The passhpewny toward the Annex where the
President-eleer had Lis quarters wis worn shnost
to o benten puth by the ellers edreulinting hotweon
the hotel ofles and the stairwas leading o Gens
ernl Harrison's poarlees,  Scareely five minures
would go by withour some fresh bit of pelitical

AN EXTRAORDINARY SCENE,
DRAGGED OUT OF THE SENATE CHAMBER.

UNWILLING TO YIELD WHEN DEFEATED BY M

AN EXECUTIVE BFESSION,

Washington, March 3 —Thers wis an extraope
dinary scene in the Senate Chamber to-night. Sen«
ator Riddleberger, of Virginin, was placed under
arrest and dragged forcibly eut of the Chamber
by the Sergeant-ut-Arms and one of his assistanta.
The Senator from Virginia wns not himselt all
day. Ho bad bern urzing the Henste to take
action on the nomination of Mr. Webb to be a
Commissioner of the District of Cohmmbia, bat the
opponents of Mr. Webb in the Senate have suc-
ceasfully prevented consideration of the nomina~
tion. Mr, Riddleberger was anxious to obtain an
exscntive session this evening, and he made @&
motion to that effect, bnt It was beaton, He then
interrupted & number of Senators, who were en-
deavoring to eall up measures for sonsideration by,
endeavoring to introdnce another motion for an
executive session,

Finolly Mr. Ingalls, whose patience had been.
thoroughly trizd, announced that he would net
recoguize the Senator from Virginin again. Then
Mr. Riddleberger left the Chamber, but sean re-
appeared ond informed the presiding officer that
he had just telegraphed to the Governor of Vir-
ginia his resignation as o SenatorYbecanse he conld
bhove no recognition from the presiding offieer.
He was now awsiting an answer which wonld res
lieve Lim from the responsibilities of his position..
