It to a delightful spot where ona ean eaoape tbe
rlgors of a Northern wlnter, and bask ln tbe suasbme
of a balray alr In the healtbtul aroma of the stgblng
plnes, tbe fragranoe of flowers aad an ahondanee of
Bub-troplcal and troploal frulte. Nowhere else tn tbe
Bouth, perhaps, are tbe eondittons so nearly in ao-

eordaneo wlth the requlremeote of tha average persou
tor a pleasant srtntor abode. The plaoe la only about
four years old, the Wtator Park Company bavlng been

inoorporatod ln February, 1885, thougb tbe town was

started In 188L The slta was held by tbe Indians
untn 1860. Mr. Lowring A Cbase, of Chloago, waa the

lounder of tbe enterprtoe, belng drtven here by an

obsttaato bronchial trouble. He and O. E.

Chapman, of Massaobusetti, flrst plotted the town ln

July, 1881. Tboy planted orange trees, erectad bulM-
ingsand spraad prtnUng Ink far and wlde. A few

k>ts were grven away, many sold. no tnlldlngs eould
be areoted under a oost of 81,000. Mr. Pulalter, ot

REYNARD IN CONNECTICUT.
AN OLIW3TYIJB-SPORT WITI1 SOME BESDLTS.

Norwlch, Oonn., Mareh 8..Fux huatere are awaks
and stirrtng; hounda' noses are ploughlng furrows ln
Uie thln coverlng of snow, and poor, pereecuted Rcy-
nard la rushlng over erag and tbrough vaUey ln bts
mad deslre to eseape bts ultimato fato. This ls a

parsdlse for sports of all klnds. Altbough sltuatod
In Uie heart of otvillsatlon, Conneotlcut ln this vlcin-
Ity possesses a howltng wtlderness. Lylng to the
northward to a eountry. wlld and desolate, aeldom
vislted save by flahere and gunnera. It. abouuds ln
repld runnlng brooks whleh awarm wlU») trout and
other repreeenteUves of the flnny family. Among lts
hlUs ltve game of all klnds, including not. a few wlld
and savage animalg whleh' bave eseaped from clrcua
menageries.

But It rematas for the fox to wander from this res-
ervatlon of seeluslon, where th* oUiers llve ln rotlre-
mcnt, seek out places of habltatjon and defy dogs,
guns and men to a chace. In Uie wlld and woolly
Wost a novel vlew ls taken of the sport, and ln Chl¬
eago a fox la eaught, kBIed, tled to a rope and draRged
along tbe boulevards, whlle the buntsmen, flaebtiy
unlforraed and mounted on thoroughbred saddlehnrsea
equaOy flashlly caparlaoned, canter along several
blocks behtnd Here ln tbU e'tote seotlon of the
Kest, toowever, tbe sagacknis "criuors" are doali with
ln the good, old-fashioned way..

Not for yeare have foxes been more numerous than
they are at present. Large parUos are Indulglng in
the mad, exhllaratlng sport daily. Faimers and farmer
boys are organltlng hunUng partles In some lnatances
and golng lt alone ln othere. There are four geiitle-
nen in this clty who are lnaeparable tompanlons on

hunttng and flsbtng trips. They are piomlnent flg-
urea upon the streets and are met dally except when
out for game. For several daya last week they were

eonapkuously absent from thelr uaual heunta. but
Monday the four reeppeared Questions falled to
cllclt replles, and tbe sllence of tbeee usually loqua
ckws gentlemen mysUfled thelr associates. Every-
thing was oleared up, bowever, on Wednesday after
noon, and old huntore are shaklng wlth mlrth. whlle
the quartet la writblng in agony. Whlle a number
of sports were splnnlng fox yarns at a noted rendei-
vous, a farmer eame ln wlth a good strlng of sklns.
Hts raouth was a pbonogreph of an Improved pattern,
and be bad no sooner ontered than the roll began to

run, and out eame the seeret whleh bad been so faltb-
fnlly guarded by the huntore mentioned above.

" Speakln' of foxes," aald the farmer, ¦ remlnds me

of my amualn' expertenoe wlth some of your clty
ehaps, and one of them 'ere crltten whose pelts you
see here. There's aa old bole extendln' clean Uirougb
a blg btll on my plaee whleh was uaed once as a mlne,
I cal'late. and which la a reg'lar fox-trep. WeU. 088

day laat week I heard doga e-yelpto', and I ses to Uie
old 'oman, ses I. 'Tbe clty chaps ls out and thelr fox i

ls headed fur the dug-out, fur me to ketcb.' Thla
to a great htdlng plaee fur fcixes and tbey all know
tbe bole and alwaya go fur lt when chased. So I

got down my musket and started out. I ceuldnt aee

no one 'cause the hlll waa betwlxt us, but I could hear

them 'ere hlgb-prlced curs yelpln' snd them 'ere

fellere yelkn', aad I snowed the fox waa makln' fur

the hole and wonld glve 'om the sllp by gola' through,
when l'd glve him a dose of sbot I got behlnd a

tblcket to wait ahd dlrectly I heard a racket In the
busbes and out coniea the fox. I banged away and he

wus mlne. The follers -in the other slde wua howlln'

wlUi Joy to Uilnk tbey'd treed thelr game and they
set down to wslt fur It to eome back. But It

tbreatcned to take so long that they declded to bulld

a flre and enwike blm out- Tbe doga kept a-barkto'

rlght along. The amoke hadn't no effect on the fox,
and after l'd peeped at tbem long nuff. I took my

eame bome. Them fellere wus aet pnjettln' blm. they
wus so sure that be wus there, that tboy refuaed to

go away. When It began to grow dark I stole.over
to peep at 'em agln and found one guardln' and

fecdln' the flre ln front ot the hole. Tbem feilera

brpt tbat up all that nlght and the next day. but

tbe smoke falled to coax the erltter out agln. aud tbey
wus forced. from abere hungriness, to glve It up.

It wus amusln' foV me to aee »em plek up and start

fur bome tblnkin* they wus behV beated by a aly
erltter. when 1 knowed 1U akln was a-henglu' up to

dry."
The sOenee for a few minntos was oppreaatve. The

four sporta flnally aroao, pleked up a foar-galton Jug

Yankee and his lngenloua
fux-trap.

JooaUian and Rzra Rugg. Bphralm RuaseU. F.raatus
Palne and Ctiarlee Tomklnson. wlth three hounds,
started a fox at Uie very edgo of the woods wtilcli
sklrt the Uttle vlllage of East Klfllngly early Tueaday
raornlog, aud lndulged In a most tntcn-»tlng and

tbtilling chase. The anlmal waa fresh and txerted
lts every muaclo to eseape. It croased and recrosscd
lts track wlUi extreme sagaclty; It ren along tho top
of rall fences and In varlooa oUicr ways endeavored
to throw the honnds off tbe scent. Tbat waa im-

posslble. bowever, aa tho dogs wero not novtoas at

tho buslness, aad Beynard soon dlscovercd thst

stablUty and specd were bls only hope. Tbe fox
flnally eounfered and made a bee-llne for tbe vlllage.
The ilttle stream, which furnlabea poww for one of

the oldost eoUon manufaetnrlng vlllagea ln tiic eountry,
fcplashea down a natural water-fall for neail.v half a

mile. It U a welrd and ragged courae, that taken by
tho stream. The bed of it ls of aolid atone. which

forms a natural stairway. Tbe fox reaobod Uila apot
and cleared tbe ateps tbree at a Jutnp. The party
eame up and haBed. with the exceptlon of Eraatus

Palne. tbe most dare-devU chap in all Wlndliam.
Rrattus conUnued to follow Uie fox, spurriug hla borsr
down the Incllus. whlcb the anlmal and hla rlder made
lt eefvty. When the yard of tbe blg mlU waa reacbed
tbe fox lost lts head. entered. waa cornered and kllted.

Tbe Wauwecua 1H11 farmera, martballed by Jaine*

Morrls. took a day off Tueeday and were successful
enough to atart up tbree foxes, captorlng tbem alL
Tbe suToumllng eountry, tbey aay, la qulte abundantly
inhahltod by the anlmals. whleh aie so boW that
they vlslt barnyards and feed on towl at all tluie*
5 day. as well as nlght. Not only to ths (onnectlcut
fox tue moat euaulng, but the *i*clejitote to.in I
aie the most varled. lt remains lor Mlddlefleld. bow-
.ver. to develop nundevcrlpts ln the game llne.

THE AMERICAN POLICY.
RELATIONS WITH CANADA AND THE COUN-

TRTES OF THE SOOTH.

OOLONEL ALBEJBT D. 8HAW DISOUSSES CANA-
DIAN ANNEXATION AND RECIPROCTTY, THE
FI8HERIEB AND BOUTH AMEBIOAN TBADE.

Colonel Albert D. Bhaw, for some yeare Ametiean
Consul at Mancheater, England, arrlved recently
from Liverpool on the steamebip Nevada. He wat

the flret Consul to be " supereeded" by President
Cleveland to make a plaee for a Demoeratlo sup-
porter, and has siuce been restdlng chlefiy ln London
He eame over last Septembcr and gave a month at
hla own expenss to tbe Republlean canvass In Nee-
Vork, speaklng nlgbtly wlth great acceptanoe in te-
half of the Amerlcan pollcy of Protectfon under fie
leaderehtp of Herriaon and Morton.

on onr tnqulring if be was not feellng weU be made
us laugh by sbaklng his head at tbat glowlng western
sky, and remarklng, srith a twlnkle in his eye, " Why
cannot that sunset be objocted to on trlUcal grounds?
You all agree Uiat it lacks simDllcItv.»

For one I was glad to toear tbe glorious spectacle
subjected to ao prepostoroua a crfttelem. It was
hrgh tlme, lt soemed to me, tor such a rednctlo ad
absurdum. I had grown so tlred of bearing suuplle-
Ity constantiy pralsed and complexlty, by toference.
as steadlly condemnedt Tbla bantorlng indlctment
of the suuset would have been pronounced drolly
absurd by nlnety-nln* critlcs out of . hundred. And
yet tbe analogue In words of that snnset would have
beeu sneered at by a proportlonate number of them
aa "lackfng slmpUclty." Why ts It tbat Nature Is
never sent to the rear as " lacklng slmpUclty" ln spito
of her sensatlonal sunsets, her ostentatlous and spec-
tacular peacocks, her blaxtng butterflles, her mucb
be-ringed Saturn. h'or ¦ gnrgeous Raat" f It to doubt-
less due to the oonvictlon tbat Nature la tructworthy,
tbat the effects whlch ahe produces, whether they do
or do not lack slmpUclty, are unaasall-
able. If thito be ao, why then abonld not writers.
taklng a hint from Nature, dlsabuae their mlnd of the
idea that slmpUclty to tbe whole duty of man 7 Give
complexlty its due. Complexlty to not confnslon,
netther Is lt extravaganre; juat aa slmpUclty ta not to
be ronfoundrd wlth barrenneaa nor understatoment.

In the January ¦ Atlantlo Montbly" Mr. Warner de-
votos a very readable paper to eulogislng almpllclty.
He ls an ardent lover of slmpUclty. He goes so far
as to aaaert tbat slmpUclty is " the stamp of all en-
during work." Is not thto generallzatlon as muoh too
sweeptng as some ot tbe gowns wbose tralns we step
upon at recepUons? Carlyle's "Sartor Bcsartus"
Johnson's "Basselas," Vlotor Hugo'a u Les Mlaer-
ables" are recognlted as endurlng works.aro
they characterized by slmpUclty 7 Robert Brownlng to
generaliy conceded to be one of the greatest ot modern
poeU. But the very faet that clubt have been formed
all over Uie eountry to study tho truo Inwardneas of
firownlng would seem to prove that his poems "lack
aimpllclty." . Hamlet" la ao complex that tbe world
la aUU dlacuaslng Uie questlon wbether or not the
Prlnee of Denmark wss really mad. In this eame
paper Mr. Warner ramarks tbat " lt ls a note of some
of the purest modern wrtters tbat tbey avold coro-
partaons, slmllea and even too mueb use of metaphor."
Yes, aud it la the note of some of Uie greatest modern
writere, notahly Cbsrles Dlckcns, tbat tbey do not
avold these tblngs. Comparlsons, slmllea, metaphors
are not to be wblaUed down Uie wlnd beeauae aome
wrtters "avold" them any more than the man who
takes his coffee clear Is to be regarded aa a man of
taste rather than his brother, who take* bls wlth
plenty of mllk and three lumps of sngar. We are to
use tbe ttdngs of thla world as not abualng them. Is
not the pramedltatod avoldance of lawful thlngs a sort
of an abuao even It undertaken in the iatermt of " aim¬
pllclty" T

Complexlty Is not confuslon nor excess. But Mr.
Warner1* essay would seem to teach that the author
wbose works lack almpllclty la hardly to be ac-
rounted a master. Mr. Llncoln's lmmortal apeech
at Gettyaburg ls "a model of slmpllclty"; young
wrtters are enjolned to study It If they would under
staud Uie seeret of a truly great acblevement by
means of worda. No one can admlre thla apeech too
mucli. But one can lmaglne a apeech radlcally dlf-
ferent, preparefl, let us aay, by aome auch complex
man as Hufus Choato, which would also have been
equal to the oceaslon. Choate'a speech would have
¦ lacked efmplicuy," but It would not bave lacked
the easenUal thing-It would have been lnformed with
the aaered flre of genlus. A drtnk of almpls, pun,
unadomed water from a sprlng far np the mountain
slde, how good It Is I But llomer never deellned to
condone the nectar of the gods on the ground tbat lt
¦ lacked almpllclty.* Who suall Judgo between mllk, the
slmple, aad a champagne cockteil? Mr. Kmeraon, ln
bls easays on ¦ Th* BuperlaUve,* tells us that ¦ the
poalttve Is the slnew of speech, tho saperlatlve the
fat." But Uie aposUes of tbe slmple achool would do
well whlle they roll thla sweet morael under Uiefr
tongnes to remember that ln the sams essay the seer
also obeervea that ¦ th* euporlaUve to as good as tlie
posltlve If It be allve."

welcomed, and stlU 1 11 ko a long word lu the rlghtplace. liut young people are apt to come to tbe con-
clusiou, after littening to those who hold a brlef for
slmplimy, that ln the vocabulary of a peraon of cor-
rect taste ther* la no such werd as a long one.
Heware of flne wrtttog, but don't be buUletl luto dls-
cardtiig a passage that to enrlched by fancy or Im-aglnation for fear aome critlc wlU say that you are"lacking slmpUclty." Tn understand the danger thatrles lu preaching tha gospel ot unadulterated slm¬
pUclty, one bss only to feirn to some ot wonlsworth's
lyiual ballads. The wooden-beaded goddess of
l'uerlllty preslded over thetr blrtb. He was Indehted
for hto fame to "somethlng far more deeply inter-
tuaed."

If Jobn's vlslon In Patmos Is of any elgnlficance,Heaven " lacks slrapllcity".lt is a ravlshlng com¬
plexlty.

IMPOSINO UPO.V ARCHITECTF
BKABONS FOB THINKING THAT VICTIM8 HAVE

ONLY THEM8ELVF.8 TO BLAME.'
To lht hiiitor o/TA* mbune-

Slr: Ths raference In to-day's Tribune to the trou-
blcs and woes of an archltect, and the passage, by ln-
ference, from hla parUcttlar caae to the case of srchl-
toeta In generai, are somethlng like a sumarary of the
substance and method of much that Is ssld, dlacusaed
and complalned of among many of the professlon. It
Is true thst our pepple are far from sppreclatlng the
archltectural professlon as tliey appreclate other pro-
feaslona, and that from. thla lack of appreclatiou archl-
tects are apt to suffer. It Is also true, however, that
many archltoeu bave to a great extent bUt themselves
to blame for much ot the trouble which they experl-
ence In thelr lndlvtdual emleavers to Inltlate and de-
velop thelr practlce.

The origln snd cature of this trouble are uncon-

scloutly Indlcatcd ln the partlcular experiencea of the
arebltect quoted In your paper to-day. It ls tho trou¬
ble which invariably results from unbusinesvllke
methods.from a manifestaUon of overanxlety to
obtain employment, undlgnlfled eagerness to show
competenoe and dlspoaltlon to render services, unduo
haste to propote genorous terms, volantary offer to
serve for no compensatlon, or, what amounts to tbe
tame, for the more hope of obrainlng the deslred en-
gagemsnt.all of whleh cohdltlons are, ln thelr emc-
Uonal vagueness, as repellaut to a true busluess man
as tbey are welcome to him who, from Ignorance or

maltee, preteud* to be * man ot atfairs.
Many of our arohlteota take too optimmtlc a view

of hiiman natore when they are approaohed by men
who, havlng a bulldlng acbeme on hand, are caatlng
about for an architoet, or "aomebody to make
plana." Theae " prospectlve cUeata* are never defi-
ntte a* to what tbey went to tbe erefcltectural bne;
and the unsopbtoUoated architect, and ofteu cven tbe
expertonced one, cordlally volunteers to ooaeb them.
As a rule, hto proeess of rorutel coachlng, recclviug
itrength and lmpotus from an entbualasm peeuliar to
a nature more arttstleaUy sanguln* than proeslcaUy
methodlcal, leads hlm to tbe offer of making sketehcs
for approvsl. As soon as such ao offer to made and
accepted the "proepecttve cllonf' la pleased to flnd
In tbe architect an obllglng and courtooua man. or
a tolluw to be duped. accordlng as the would b» cllent
to a etmpleton or a knave. ln eitber caae, tho out-
oome ot ao aUpabod an agreement to dlaadvantageous
to tho architect; and It oousd not be otberwtoe ia tb*
abeence of posttlve bualness eonstderaUons.

The dodge ot the written, or or*h cireular asnog
for so-called eompctlUve plans has been so ofren
sueeesstul to bumbugglng aroblteeto out ef their tlme,
money and ablllty. and even Into hnmlliasioue, that
mofrt, lt not all, msm of tbat proteastoa sbould know
enougb not to b* awlndtod any more ln the aame
way. Let arohltocts uaderstand and allopt reoag-
nlaed metbods and eoodlttons of bualness negortotton*
and they wUl undoubtedly flnd out tbat rosponalble
buslQ«se man prefer to do bualness of any ktod on
w*M daflnaat agreesMnui basri on aoutiOenUom s*ct>

not bo concealed.
A great and good man, wbtose mlnlstry was a glory,

to the church of his adoptlou, and who for many
years has been wearing his crown, once aald: ¦ I havo
known many good nishops, but I have never know*
a good man who was not lnjurod by belng made *
Bisbop." if such could be sald ln the mktot of tbm
dlgnlflcd ilniplicjty whlch charaqtertoed tbe Eplscopal
offlee and the Protestant Eplscopal Church aeventy-
flve years ago, what mlght be tbe lntenslty of tht
expresslon of tbe same thought if the present stat*
ot rhe Church could be aurveyod, and the sucoeaaors
of the "good men" who were "so lnjurod" then by.
their elevatlon to the Eplscopate could be observed In
the regalia whlch seems to have such attractlon for
so many, manoeuvring and manipulatliiK for
constantly Increased power, not by tho
foree of their own splritual character
and graees, but by means ot the Influences
whk'k appropriately belong to the maohlnatlons and
etforti of those wbo seek only their own aggrandtoo-
ment and not the good ot tbclr feUow-men. Wbat
senslble man does uot know tbe intluence radtating
from a centre of power, though It be an Imaglnary
power only; the Influences exerted by the ocaupant
of an offlce who la disposed to surround kimself wlth
tbe tlnseled appearances of dtgulty and power, thougb
a breatb almost would blow tbe wb*k* abam away?
C'rowds ot sycophants, ln tbla connectlon they might c*l|tbemselvcs courtlera. wlll flock around one lu whose
ladlauce they may for a season bask as ln the su»-
ahlne of the glory reflected from tho presene* ot ooa
bearta? a bign soundlug-utle, and wlll be the wiuingtitola o. a man who may wtsh to use them In tbe execu-
tiou of hto sobemes of pcrsonal amUtlou. That they
may enjoy a llttle of tbe dlstinctlon ao muck
eovetod, but whlch by fbelr own efforts or abllttythey may never attaln, they are roady to eucourage anyplan ot man'a deslro whlch wlU carry wlth lt ev«n
tho prerence of power; and ean they oolv obutn a mio

iloni all the excresrenoea upon tbe body of the Church
are calUvated, and to such men are tbe sucoossive
plans for Ita Imltatioos of old established Instltuflons
and customa due. however uunoeeesary or however
biirtful they may be to tbe growtb of the true splritualcharacter whlch aloue cau dlstlugulah a metnber of
tbe t'burob of God.
How far wlll such a toudency be aUowed? How

long wlll It be before aueb men are taught that they

In the Untted Statos was foundrd, and whlch are tb*
most marked cbaraeterlstlcs of Its etaadarda? How

church of God are we 1" and that the wbole tendeneyof such a eyatem ls to dtogust those who aro not to
b6 mlsled Into the mere bllud followtng of those wb»
seek their own exaltatton. ratber than tbe glory of tt-
favlour wliom thev nrofes* to serv<\
