To say that tbe entortah-nent was a completa

suoee-s ls hardly eomoiendatlon e.ough. Every seax

was ooeupied and men aad women stood lu rows

Bhlod the raillngs of the parquet and gaBeries.
undreds of green flags wlth tho golden harp of Erla

to tho eentre woro Interwanren wljh tbe starsand.
stripes and hung from tbe gaUories and boxea. At
tntOrrals were the flags of other natlon., Oreat Britain

exeepted. Upon tho stage were seated two hundred
men, among whom were nearly all of those whose
names bave become Idontlfled wlth .rauntclpal
poliUos ln tbfs elty. Just before the enter.
tatoment began Mayor Orant came upan tbo

platform and waa eheerad enthuslasttcally. Hanry
t>. Purroy aotod as cbalrmv- Ue brlefly
oxplafned the obloet of tho entertalnment, sayln- that
lts purposo waa to ralae money to help ireland'. caute,
aod then he Introduced, as the orator ot the even¬

ing, Congroesmaa S. S. Cox. Ue waa loudly cheered
aa ho came toward the front of tha stage to dellvet
his oraUon on "Irish Farllameutary Heroe*." Ho
dwelt at length and favcrably upon the heroism dls-
played by Irisb stabM__en, as cumpared wlth ihe

oourage of men who have acblovod falno ln waw. Tho
theory of Home Bule for Ireland, he sald, waa never
ootslde tho limlta of the Engllsh constitution, and no

permapeut peaca would ever come to Erin. * the I.le
of Dettliiy,"* until representative government should
be ro-e-tablished wtthiu Ita domain.

Ireland, sald Mr. Cox, had had three eras of Par-

hatnOntary heroism. Tho flrst was that of the Irish
Parliament down to and lueludln;j the tlme of Grattan
and the Volunteors. The second Includcd the
strujrgle- of O'Connell and of Isaao Butt In the Eng-
llsh~~u.__meat. The last and supreme struggle was

that of the present band of Farliauientao* beroos, led
by Charles Stewait Parnell. Each of these namo. wm
Kreeted wltb obee*». lt was Jonathan Swift, sald
fir. Cox,' who crystaUUed Irish opinion against Eng
Hsh domlnatlou, Henry Flood who pouetraiod Pariia-
ment wlth tho princlple of natlonallty, and
Moiynoox who paved tho way lot* Flood
and Orattan. Henry Grattan lt was who
moved tbe independenee of Ireland in the irl.ti
Parlieraent of 178a, snd flnally aecumi Cetholic e-nanci.
aatton Thon came John Phllnot Curran, tbe elo-
ouent; Edmund Uurke. Eobert Emmet. Danlel O'Con-
iiell, John MltchtU, Itaac BUtt, and others of thl.
terond er», ot whom th* oretor gsve flatterlng skjyches.
Among tbo horoes of to-Jas, ke sald. were John Dlilon.
Thomas Soxton. Arthur O'Connor, ThomasPower
OTonnor, Tlmothy Mlchael Healy, WlUlam O'Brien.
the Bedmond brother., Mlchael Davitt, Patrlck F.gan,
T. D- Sulllvan, Kdward llarrington, Davld Sheehy
and Parnell ..

Tho audience hl.sed when Mr. Cox referred to the
Mrsecution of ParneU by " The London Times" and the
Toiles, and agaln wben be mentlonod the name of
Pigott. In concluslon. Mr. Cox declared tbat Eng-
lan.l had vtelatod the Magna (harta In tho ca_6 of Ire¬
land and 9* wondered lf Great Britain would ever fall
under tho awful curso of Stephon Laukton. Archbithop
of Canterbury, who anathomatlted atl vlolators of the
cbarter of freedom. The enthu.iasm aroused by Mr.
Cox'a eolopie* of the Iii«h heroes' was tremendous.
and at the closo of bls addreaa bo was cheered a*;aln
and agaln.

Tbo remalnder of tbe entertalnment was typteally
Irish from the overture, *'Greves of Hlainoy,** to the
grand flnals, "St. Patrlek's L*r." Among tbe fe^iure.

Days may be passcd in tbe street* of Algiers *-d

ln tbe b-rbario ahops wlth constantly increasing

interest. We can hardly call the Arabs handsome
but they are certainly flne looking and often

statuesque ln thrir looso rches, droped cArele-Sly
nround their ktll flgurea. Most of the men wt-ar

whlte cotton stuiT, but sf.metimcs one aee. a toose

coat which hna been made out of ft beautiful rug

of all oolora. Thrre are many varietl-s of head

oov-Tinga: the poiotod hood, which is faetened to

the robe and often serres as a nocket when hnng-

ing over the shouldcr; the rt-d fcx wlth or Without

a taosel; the turhan, made of t* long pieoe of thln

cotton cloth wound and twistod around tbe head,

and: flnally, a piece of cotton thrown over the

head and falling to cover all but the face. This

last is kept in place by a coll of thlek, brown

cord, wound so as to give the apr*arance of a

turhan. onoe signifying ownership of cameb, and

now, judging by signs of dire povcrty, meaning,
perhaps, distont relationship to somebody who has

t__s exclusive care of a donkey.
Ther* fe not much varicty in the browrmess of

the bare shins and ankles, nor in the whitencss of

the baggv cotton trousera, but there are enough
Arabs, Moors, Jews, Jewesses and soldiers in bnll-
lant colors to make all the whltes and browns

pleasing to the eye. The boya are models of beau-

ty, turpassing Itoliao boya. The Arab women ap¬

pear ln eloiUs of whlte: but only their eyes and

penclled eyebrows aro in sight, Theae eyes have
been known to wink, and there may be other ways

by whioh one woman may be distingniahed from

another; but to a foreigner they all took allke. ex-

eepting that they are not of exactly the aame

heighk
The shops in the oH qnarter are mere reccsses

in the walls. nnd the quantities of wnres are so

small that one is constantly reminded of chiWren
plaving at shop-keeping. But there are many

large basaars in the modern rection, where one

ean buy almost anythlng; and at a fair price, if one

inslfita upon a bargain at half tlie sum named, even

when a tiny cwp of coffee* is offered aa a peeoe-
maker.

Friday is the Holy Dny, nnd we used it flrst ln

visitlng; the Arab cemetery. where the women

form Uttle groups around the g-raves of their diad
and spend the tJme in mourning, in reminiscence_w
and in the ceremony of bcntling forward untll the
forehead touches the ground. Vells weit witb-
drawn, but were quiekly replaef-d tipon our com¬

lng within ft hundred feet. It wns plain that we

were not wanted. and so we depart--- toward the

Mosque. a low nnd squaro white bullding, wlth a

short tower and one or two .mall domes. and situ-

ated in the city near the wharf. Tbo roof is sup-

ported by a great number of square
pillarsi from which sprlng Moorlsh arches,
and the whole Interior is whltewoahed*
save spota of red, green and yellow palnt
here nnd there. So women were present; they
are not supposed to have souls. Tbe place was

full of devout men, who squatted or kneit on the
matting and rug* and listened to the ehantlng by
the prierta. We were not obliged to removt our

shoes, nor were we allowed on the floor-eovering,
our pkee being on the stone floor near the
entrance, among the other ¦ dogs of unbeHeTers."
At the left was a fountatn, where every wor-

shipper who does not wear stoekings (and most
do not) stope to wash his feet before ieavlng the
Rtones. No towels aro providrd, nor is any soap,
but hard rubbing and sometimes the use of a red
bandamm anxwers w.11 enough. Aa the atock-
inged Arabs do not stop to wash, the washing seems

merely for cteanllness and not a rrligious rite.
Bach person corries his shoes ln hand. but does
not uncover his head. After flnding an unfllleid
row of worshlppers, the nowcomer stands awhlle
ln his place wlth arms hanging down or wlth hands
wised to tbe side of the head, pelms forward.
Next he kneels and bends his head to the floor;
thep he site ln solemn silence, throughout the aer¬

vice.
On another day we found an Arab court of

Justice in o recess of one of the mosques. The
Judge, in tutban and soarlet robe. sat upon a real
bench, not in a eomfortable armchair, and showed
aU the anxiety of judge. at bome to nrrive at a

fair deolsion. The lswyers and witnesaes Kquatted
on ruga ln a aemi-circle. AH wore hcod-cover-
ings, but all had left their shoes on the door-
silL Tbere were femalc witnesses, but they were

not admitted into the couttroom; they had to
stand in an ante-room and give their testimony
through an iron-barred opening, their words being
taken down by a secretary, probably for the pur-
pose of careful rcarrangement at lelsnre. Tbo
judge whom we saw was a Kaid, an Arab np-

poiuted by the French authorltles to dispense
justice to members of his own tribe and in ao-

cordance wlth Arab customs.

Last Batutday nlght the annual reception of
the Governor-General of AJjreria took place.
" Tbe Oovernor - BftlP had been the talk, ln
French, Engllsh and Arabic, of all Algiers, and
wi* were glad to accept the Invitatinn to lt which
was kindly ottcred by tlie Ameriean Consul.
Some gossipo said that Saturday had been chosen
ao that the Engllsh people would go home early
and leave the French to enjoy themsetves; but
we ahould have pald no attention to such remarks,
even if they had been directed against Ameri-
cans, for, in faet, auch a large number of neraona

had to be iavited that aome had to go home early
la order to give othert a chance to move about.
We found tha Goveroor's Palaee to be a building ln
the usual Moorish style, unpretentiout without,
rlehly ornate witbfn, and having a square court
in the centre; but, in thla ense. the court had
been boardod over, eovered with a glott pointcd
roof, ligbted by imm.nse chandchcra, and turued
into a reoeption room. 'i'he Governor, M. Tirman,
stood near th% entrance and greeted everybody
wlth flne politonett and with tbe leatt postibl.
¦how of official dignity. Hla daughter stood by
hlm, but her task was un. difncult. She evi-
deotly felt bound to take everybody'a hand, while
many of the Arab chiefa who cam. to the recep-
tion had no notion at all of taking her hand, and
would not do ao when they could avOid lt. Jhelr
way of talutlng waa to step up to the Governor,
raite the right hand to the tlde of the head; the
thumb touehing the ear, the pahn forward aod
flngera extrnded; then to how allghtly and after-
ward shake hnndt. But they could not go
through all thlt for a mere girl, and, besldex, in
their oplnion, it etuld be no compliment to tbo
Governor for tbem even to look at the uncovcred
faee ot his dau_.-hter. So the young lady often
found her arm extended toward nn Arab, who
waa tliding out of reaoh and who often got away.
The reccptJon-room it about flfty feet square,

aad haa a row of marble twtated columnt about
four feet from each wall aad tupportlng Moorish
archet, oa whioh rettt tha gallery; above ara ilm-
ilar oolumnt and archet, and from theae apringa
the glaaa roof. Tne effect waa necettarily pleaa-
ing, >ut waa heightened by growing planta plaeed
oa the edge of the gallery and by oolored luoternt
aad baakett of fiowew hung in the archet. Two
p-ange-wayt led to the ball-room, a long room iu
pare wbite, with waDt hrgely made up of bllnd
arohea, holdlng mlrrora. To make up for tha laok
of color, Moorish art has deeply eut the moat

Even with a large number of men upstairs.

there were atill briow a number equal to tl,e

number of ladies present; for many of the men

were offlcers whose familic* are ln Frnnce and

there were also at the reception a large party of

Arab chlefs whose families never go wywhere.
Tbc«> chiefs oame in whlte. blue and scarlet robes.

Some wore flne turbuns, but most had a whlte

head-eovertng, wlth a very long pieoe of brown

eord wound around and over the brow. They re¬

moved neither their head covers nor their shoes,

hut, of course. came in carrlages and brought no

dlrt. Even poor Arabs have usually o dlgnifled
gaiN but the chief. are toller than most European...
have broader shoulders and look stateUness itaeif.
