Postmaator-General Wanamaker
vaM to-night that be dld not foel at llberty to talk
about what took plaoe at tbe Cablnet meeting.

Congreasman, but It Is not known whether or not any

Cbarlee Chealey, who for many years waa Bollcitor
ef Internal Revenue, and wbo h-ld his post for nearly
three years under a Demeeratlo Admlnbtratlon, is
agaln an applloant for hls old offlee.

Colonel J. B. Pataons, formerly Marshal xof the
9upreme Ceort of the UnRed States, ls a candldate
for Controller of tbe Currencflr. He has the strongest
and moct lnfluentlal backlng. He ls warroly recom-
mended among otbers by Benator Bherman. Thls seems
to have awakened the enmlty of a sraall and trresponsl-
We cllqnc of politlclans who are revlvlng the old
storles of Colonel Parsons's alleged ronnectlon wlth
the De Golyer pavement contraeta. Those chargos

Evarts as oontemplating an early retirement from the
Benate, aot the tongnes of gosslp waggtng to-day. It
was aeserted that Mr. Evarts was slated for the
Kiigllsh mlssiou. In fact. it waa sald that tbe place
bad been ntfered to hlm aod be bad decllncd lt

When Mr. Evarts was asked about it to-day, ho
replled: " Nothlng haa been sald by me respectlng
the retirement from the posltlon I now hold. As to
the Engllsh mtoslon, a man cannot well refnse
w'mt has not been offered hlm. There ls no authorlty
from me for the publlcatlon of any of these storles.''

APPOINTMENTS TO THE NAVAL ACADEMY.
Wasluagton, March lO.-The Secretary of the Navy

.ent out yesterday the usnal notlces to members of
Congress who have vacaurfes at tho Naval Aeademfy
to make tholr nomtnatlons of candldatos, wbo wlll be
pcrmluod to roport on May 15 for examlnatlon. There
are now forty-seven vacancles, and there wlll be forty-
one more early ln May on account of that uumber of
cadets complettng tbe stx years' eourse. Only one oadet
b allowed to each Coagresslooal Dlstrlet, and |ts Rsnre-
teiitatlve bas the aeleclkm of tbe candidate.

Xelther the Presldent nor Secretart of the Navy nor
the Senators have anythlng to say In thls matter,
stnd thcrefore appllcatlons to them are useless. There
are no vacancles at large for tbe Presldent to 011 and
none wfll occur untll 1890, and then only one, unkss
aome casualty tnterferes. The candldates nomlnated
to i,U tbe vacancles abovo loferred to must not be
tndur f.fteen nor over twenty years when they report
fer examlnatlon, aod must be actuaUy residlng ln the
dhttrict from whlch they are appolnted.
THE PRESIDENCr PRO TEMP03R OF TITR BENATE

Washlngton, March 10..The declston of tbe Repub¬
llcan cauens last week that the Benate has power to
etect a presldent pro tein. fot servlee durtng the
entire Congress bas not settled >ho questlon. One of
the RepubUtoan Senators retervid the rlght to ralse
tbe questlon ln open Scnate and have that body do-
clde. The precedents are now belng looked up by
6onators on both sldes tbe Cbamter, and It H thls mab-
ter, It is bellevod. whkh ls at tbe bottom of tbe dls-
cusslon upon the power of the Benate to transact
legiklatlve Duslness at extraordlnary sesslons such as
the present ^

ERRORS IN APPROPBLVnON BILLS.
Washlngton, March 10..The clerks of tbe Com-

mltteea on Apprnpriattons of the two housea of Con¬
gress, bavlng eompleted thelr statement of tbe appro
prlattons made at tbe last sesslon, are now looklnp
over tbe acta to dtscover tbe errors of enrolraent.
Several have aJready been dlscovered, two of them
annoying to Repreaentattve RandaU aad Benator Bd-
munaa. The trst ls tbe oratsslon ef an amandmeitt
reported by tbe Honse Committee on Approprlatlons
ta a Benate amendment to tbe peragraph approprlat-
laf 9090,000 for fuel, llghu and water for publie
bulldjngs. Tbe Honse Committee proposed to eoncur
(n tbe Benate amendment, wlth an amendment made
ay Chalrman RaodaU for tbe purpose of preventlng
tbe lettlng of these eontrscts by Chlef Clerk Ymunans,
of the Treasury Departmeot, wbeee metbods were
'net Cboufht to be ecoaomleal by Mr. Randall.

Tbe other error was the fallura properly to eerel
9 Benate amendment In relatlen to the Waehington
aqaeduct tuaael. Tbe orlglnal amendment, made by
tte Benate Committee oa Appropitatl-ins, was . para-
grapb appropriatlng 92O/)00 to defray tbe expenses
of tbe Jolnt aalaot committee whlch tnvesttgated the
fraodulent work done on sald tunnel, to be pald on

vonchers approved by tbe ehalrnmn of that committee.
Cootrolter Durham havlng expresaed tbe opinlon that
tbe committee would have no legal exlstenee after the
axpiratten of the Lth Congret*, the followlng words
were added after the word " committee": " who shall
have power to aettle aod epprove vonchers, notwlth-
atandtng tbe dlssolutlon of tbe committee."

That amendment was agreed to wltbout objoctlon,
but seems to have been vetoed by an enrolltng clerk.
