A POLISH LAD MISSING.
POSS1BLY HE DECIDED TO BE A COWBOY.
HIS FATHER THINK8 THAT HE WAS AUDUCTED

BECAUSE HIS GRANDFATHER LEFT
HIM A LITTLB FORTUNE.

Chloago, Mareh 27.Anton Kruschnurki, ag-)
fourteen, disappeared mysteriously yesterday. It
was a atrange story that tho father, wbo was about
frantlo, told. Mr. Kruschaurki is o Pole. He
lives near the eorner of Woshtenow-nve. and
Thirty-slxth-st., in Brighton Park. Yesterday
morning hc sent bis son to a butcher shop at the
Stock Yards to bay book meat. He gave the lad
the neceskary amount to tnnke hls purchose and
ten eents for carfara The father has not seen his
boy sii;ce. He walted untll 10 o'clock for his son

to return, tbinking tbat he mlght have been de-
layed, but as the hours passed und the Ind did not
make his appearance, he started out to look for the
boy. He flrst went to the butoher shop. The
meat dealar said that tbe boy had been them,
bought the meat and started away. From the
meat market tho father went to several houscs in
the neighborhood where the boy was known. A
number of people had seen the lad. two or three
having met him in company with a stockmau
leading a Mexicun mustang. The lad had been
much interested in the stock.cn who came in with
cattle and had been muchln their company. From
one of them hc had sceured » pvir of Mexioan
breeches with wide bottom, laced at the sidc.
These he had oarefully treaeured up. Tho fathor
went home and searched for the breeches. They,
too, were gone.

Mr. Kruschaurki informed the Town of Lake
police of the loaa of bto boy, and thls morning
made the rounds of the dlfferent police stations
and left a description of hisjson. When the boy
left he wore a light cheoked cloth cap, sack coat,
black breeches and lace ahoes. He is a bright
lad, and ean speak German, Polisb and Engllsh
corrcctly. The clothes he wore were well made
and of the latest style. He ls heir to a fortune of
$80,000, left him by his grandfather, who formerJy
lived ln Heaae-Darmatadt, but died two years ago.
Tbe boy lived v»ith the old gentleman up to tbat
time, but came to thla eouutry and jolncd his
father when Jiia grandfather died. In his wiU
the old man stlpulated that the $80,000 should be
paid the boy wnen ho arrfved at his majority, the
fnteretit, I 1-2 i*r eent. tn the meantime to be used
ln eduoating him. Tho father beHevea that the
lad was either abduoted by one of the many cattle
men he was in the habit of a*sociating with, or
that he ran away to llve on a ranch and ralae cat¬
tle. Tbe storkmen knew tbat the lad waa helr
tn a fortune. and tt is thoucht that possibty one of
them, conoeivlna; the Men that he coukl got aome
of the money, stole the boy for that purpose.

snrprlse. His name aa a candldate for the most
important miasion witbin the gift of the Govera-
ment wo8 not even dtoeuased outaide tbe WMrta
House u.itil late last niaht. when it was whrv
pered about that the President hesitated between
two, and possibly three, HUnois men. Who those
men were no one pretended to know until thla
morning. Then it tveame known that they were

Robert T. Lincoln, John Jewett. of Chioago, a
prominent lawyer, aho had at timea been aeao-
ciated with the President in important litigationa,
and Bepreaentative Uobert B. Hitt, of the VTtb
Illinols Dlstrlet, whoae long experience in the
diplomatio service and on the» Forelgn Affairs Com¬
mittee of the Houae and conceded ability seemed
to point him out as the " coming man." Late kat
night the President sent word to Senators Cullom
and Farwell that he wished to see them in tha
morning. They came, and the President aaked
them if there waa any rcason why Mr. Lincoln
should not be appointed. Of course neither of
the two Senators knew of any such reason, and both
cordially supported tho President in his kudabla
intention of hestowing bo imi>ortant a poat upoa
a citixen of Illinoia. Ihe repreaentativea of HU¬
nois are modest, but they have never been known
to refuse an offlce tendered to them upon a silvee
salver. It goea without aaying that the appoint.
m?nt of Abraham Lincoln's son will meet with
universal fnvor; it would be a mistake. however.
to suppose that this fact alone determined tho
President in making the nomination. Mr. Lin¬
coln is a lawyer of more than ordlnary ability,
and has shown frequently that he does not depend
upon his name to earry him through a diftieuh
case successfully. As Secretary of War he won
KoWen opinions from men even of opposite polltl¬
cal foith to his, and his admlnistration of the War
Department ranks among the most efHcient aad
suocessful within the last twenty-five yean,

The appointihent of Murat Halstead to be Mln¬
lster to Germany baa been anticipated for some
time. It, therrfore, eauses but little aurpriae.
The queation at present uppermost among tha
gosaipers is whether he will be oonflrmed by tha
Senate or not. Every one, of course, ia aware

that ln the course of a long and honorable careex
in journaliam Mr. Halstead haa frequently:
cxpreeeed with charaeteristio vigor hia opiniona
regarding men and things. These opiniona hava
not ahrays been of auch a character as to maka
friends of those to whom they were addreaaed, bat
they were, at any rate honeat and a s'nearo
exprcsion of the conviotion that anlmatatf tha
writer at the time they were launched. Pwbfto
men here also know that a man in Mr. Halstead*
position oannot always be held responsible for
everything that ffnda Its way into hto paper.
These and other considerations will nndoubtedlb/,
militate in his favor, though It ia belleved thai
Senator Payne will make lt a personal point with
his oolleagues to prevent Mr. Hatoteod's conflrma-
tion. He may succeed with his Democratia
frlenda; he will hardly wln over to hia way ol
thinkiug any Bcpublicun Senators. Mr. Hahtead'a
conflrmation, thercfore, though it may lead ta
aome disoussion and an attempt may be made bj|
the Demoerata to . hang it up," would aeem ta
be a foregone eonoluaion.
