If they woulcteflect that perbaps not one tn flfty of
tbe appllcantifor offlce comes ln person to urge hls
case, but relloajpon wrttten testtmonlals and tive perao¬
nal tatercessiotof bla Bepreaentatlve in Congresa; that
for every desrsfe offlce there are from three to a doten
or more applkmta, all capabla and deservlng, and

THE OPENING OF OKLAHOMA.
FRESH OBDEBS ISSTJED FROM WASHINGTON-A

CHANCK GiIVEN TO KANSANS.
Washtngton, April 11..It appears that the Presl-

dent's proclamat'on openlng a portlon of the Oklahoma
lands to settler. waa more sweeplng in lts terrns than
was Intcnded In the matter of excludlng persons from
entry upon tbe landa before the date named in tho
proclamatlon. Under ita terma the Army offlcera
have been compeUed to keep out the offlclals of the
Interior Department wbose duty lt la to provide for
the establlshmcnt of the new land offlces. To relleve
thoso offlclals an order was made to-day by the War
Department for their admls&Ion Into the Terrltory.

In answer to an InQuiry from the SecreUry of
War on bohalf of a large number of persons eontetn-
platlng settlement ln Oklahoma, aaktng If pormlsslon
Is to be glven these Intcnded scttlers to cross the
Cherokoe outlet to the northern line of Oklahoma be¬
fore April 22, the date iipon whlch the Preaident'.
proclamatlon openlng the terrltory goes Into effeet,
the Secretary of th* Interior has replled, ln part, aa
follows:

I think they may b* allowod to eroaa wlthout extraor¬
dinary dolay, and I therefor* r*commend that you lnatruct
your eemmandlng offlcera to place no obstructlon ln the
way of peraona who dealra to Journey ln' good falth, ln a
qulet, p*ae*ful and orderly manncr, upon and along the
pnbllo klghwaye, poat or mllltary roada, or eatabllahed
and cuKtornary eattie tralla, through tho Cherok.o outlet,
ln golng tjoward the traot of land to be opened for aettle-
ment. Jlut thera ahould be a mllltBry patrol upon tha
road or roada that are to be taken, that ahall prevent the
aetUere from ataying longer than neeeaaary on the way
and requlre them to movo on, maklng only the ordinary
camps that may be neeeaaary for their eroaalng. There
should be every care taken to have the Didlans understand
that by thla paarage there is no dlapoaltton to appropriate
their landa, and that) It wtll be ©ontlnued no longer than

abaolutoly neeeaaary, after the flrat mlgra«<>n to the
Oklahoma country la over. The mllltary force ahould
then acout tho Chcrokee outlot and reo.u!re all persons
unlawfully thero to more on, elther baek to Kanaaa or

over lnto the Oklahoma landa.
The Secretary ln another part of tbe lettor says

that he deems that the settlers are entitled to as

much consMeratlon aa has been glven to cattlemen
and others heretofore who have been pennltted to

travel upon the tralls and hlghways through this

outlet It is urged upen the Secretary among other
reasons for grantlng this permlt that the settlers com-

ing through the Chlckaaaw and other lndlan land.
are gathorlng on the lmmodlate borders of the Okla¬
homa traot wlthout obstruction. thus putUng those ln
Kansaa who must pasa through the Cherokoe outlet
at a dlsadvantage.
Tba recommeiidatlons of Secretary INoble were

laid before the Preaident by Secretary Prootor and
after conslderatlon an order bearing upon the eub-
lect was sent from the War Department this aiteniooii
to tha Army otnecr. ln charge of Uie border of tho
lndlan Terrltory, presumably to oarry lnto practlcal
effect SecTotary Noblo's reconimendaUona

THE RANTA FE RAILROAD ROUTE A SAFE ONE.

entlrely through Oklahoma from Wlchlta to Outhrto,
one of the new land offlces. and withtn tweflty flve
mlles of the other land offlce at Klng Flsherj beeldea,
the road is guarded by Inlted Slates soldlers and
there can be no poaslble trouble.

G1ANTS BAT OUT A VICTORY.
*f»ROOKLYK YTELD8 AJTEB TEN IN5ING8.

AN BkXOITINO CONTE8TB OF BRILLIANT PLAT8
AND BAD ERBORS,

One of the most excBlng games of baaeball ever
seen tn this besghborhood waa played between the
New-York and Brooklyn clubs at Washlngton Park,
Brooklyn, yesterday. The attcndanco was over 7.000,
aod the onlookers, yeUed screamed and daneed around
as lf thelr Mun peace of mlnd depended upon the out-
come of the game. It was New-York agalnst Brookv
lyn, and feellng ran aBBB. Tbe contest, like most
games of this Und, ahowcd plenty of errars. but also
abundance of iherp batUng. The Oiants' poor flelding
work would have been fatal but for thelr roagnlflccnt
battlng. Rlchardson, Ewtng, and espoclally Hatfleld,
bungled airiund as lf partiaUy bcreft of thelr powers
of loromotlon. Core played a splendld game, and so

dld Collins, Buataa, Connor and Welch. Hatfiald's
home run was somethlng not llkely te occur ofte-. It
requlred ten Inninas to declde the match. It was an In-
and-out strunrie' from the start. and the result was de-
termlned only when Uie last man had been put out ln
the tenUi lnrrlng.

The New-York men went to the ba* ftrst, bnt were

retired wlthout a run being made. Tbe Brooklyn men

were more fortunate, seorlng two runa ln thelr half
of the lnnlng wlthout a basehlt belng mado. Flnkney
was eent to flrst oo called balls. but waa forced out at
aecond by Collins. Foutx then got to ftrst on a

muffed fly by Rlcbardson, whlle an error by Hatfleld
ailowed Burna to reaoh flrat and flll the bases. Weloh
U»en drapped a throw to the plete and Collins scored
on the error. CorkbiU'B sacrlflce ailowed Foutx to

ecore. In the eecond lnnlng the Glants batted well
and, maklng two runa, tled the score.

Had not Senator Mallon, of Passalc,
left Uie chamber, more party bllla would have gone
through. The blU to rcmova the managers of Uie
Morris Plalns Asylum for Uie Insane wss ordered
to a thlrd readlng. The Senate conflrmed the nomi-
natlon of Lawrence T. Fcll, to be lnspector of factoriea
aud workshopa. i

The Senate Commlttee on FJeetlona lotroduoad a

It wUl make all the ballot reformera laugh when
they read lt. The blll provide. that the poliing-
places shaU havo their waya of antrance and exlt
flfteen feet apart, and that they ahall be so c*n-
struetod that tha votor cannot bs aeen from the
outalde untU he haa depoalted the ballot and has
passed out of the polllng-plaea No votor Is to
remaJn ln the poRfng-plaee mor* than a mtnute,
unloss hls voto 1. challenged, and thon hl. case Is
to be dlapoaed ot as expedlttoualy as poaalble. No
one Is to he fn the poUtng-places except the Election
Board and three rhillengcr. from each party repre-
sented by the randlilatos ln the fleld. Tloket pedlera
and ttl.cra wbo sollrlt votes on election day are
to be kept at leaat flfty feet away from the polling-
place. Penaitlos are flxed for vlolationa of these
provislon., and also for marLIng ba'.lota for tbe
imrpose of Identlflcation.
