BERLIN PERSONALITIES.
CUl-BENT CHAT FROM THE GEBMAN

CAPITAL.

Berlin, Mareh 30..Dr. Von Lsuer, ex-rturgeon.
General of the Oermsn Army, who dled
a few days ago, was one of the best
tmown cbaractors of tho German metropolls. Tall,
6lender, somswhat stooped, hls breast covered wlth

docoratlojis, a face that was beardloss and not unllko
Moltke's In app.arai.ce, he was a laiulllar slglit along
the streote of tho eapltal. He was a great favorlto
of the old Emperor Wllllam, who appointed hlm years
ago to bo hls ouurt physlclan. In tbls capaclty ho

was obliged to vislt tho ruler twfco oach day and

.ubject hlm to a rlgld examlnallon. Th;_e wlslts

lasted o.ualiy several hours, for tho monarch was

ospeeislly fond of hearing hls talented friend and ad-

vtser converse. and waa loath to allow hlm to depart.
The physlclan galncd great control over his mastcr In
tbo course of tlmo and was ln fact tbo only person
whom he would obey. The Emperor often spoke of
hls tyrar.ny ln a«layful manner, but was ever grale-
ful for hls thougntfulnoss and eare. There ls little,
doubt that the great ago whlch the monarch atlalnod
was due In part to the strict rule. of diet and ox-

.rclse whlch* Or. Von Lauer always eaforeed. The

good tiid physlclan colebrated the seventleth annl-
versary of hls entrance Into the sorvlco a fow months

ago. It was the oecaslon of a great demonstratloj.
In bis honor, ln whlch the prandson of tho man whom

he had sorved so falthfully was most ©nnsptruou*.
Tle recelved the thanks of tho young Emperor, and
was placed upon tho retlred list of tho Army. Ho
remalned, however, a famillar flgure to the Bcrllners.
who greatly regret hls death. ,

Professor Emil _*ubol« Rayrr.or.d, the renowned
.elenUst, who dled a few days sgo, was ono of the
most eloquent meu who ever read from a lecturer's
chalr. He wa* ono of tho most popular
Trrfesaors of I * unlverstty, hls only rlval*

belng Profcssors Curtlu* and Von Treltscbke,
Ihe deaf orator and statesmar.. " Dnbols's" lectuns-
the students spoke ot hlm as Dubols-were always
erowded. It was dlfflcult to obtaln a seat. or even
