Albany, April 24.—The Assembly has at lnst resolved
that & law shall be passed puiting the State Prison
convicts at work. Senator Fasseft's excellent Prison
naferm bil was adopted substantially today, and
would now be on its way to the Sepate but for an
unfortunate step taken by General Tusied just as
the bill was about to bo passhd. Genernl Husted was
In & burry to catch a train for New-York, and moved
the pravions question, which was declared carrled by
speaker Cole, A Iarge numboer of the country mem-
pors who favor the bill thought the Appropris-
tion of #1.000,000 to carry out 118 proviglons un-
pecessarily large.

They had Intended to offer an amendment, which
would undoubtedly bave been mdopted, reducing the
appropriation to §750,000. They wri® indipnant at
General Hustéd for shutting out the amendment, and
therefors joined the ral opponents of the bill, and
apparently defeated ft. But this vole will be recon-
sidered to-morrow, the bill amended ns destrod, and
the bill passsd—for it Is clear that Its friends are in
s largs majority fn the Assembly. The defeat of the

All the As
semblymen saw at a zlance that If none of the produets
of the labor of the couvicts were to be sold. the 1ax
payers of the State would permanently assume the
hurden of feeding, clothing and guaniing the convicts,
at an anpual expense of #400.000.

Myr. Baxton, on Leha!l of the taxpayers of the State,
grappied with Mr, Yates and hls amendment. Mr,
Baxton never made a finer spesch, nor showed himself
more worthy of his position as one of the Jesders of the
Repuhlican pasty In the Assembly. Te argued that

victs to haud-latwe, Judge Yates therefore wonld prac-
tically provide that the eonviets should Le idle. In
any cass, such a provielon wounld geriously embarrass
the Eupsrimtendent of Prisons In his efort o glve the
conviets employment. Momover, the Legislature
should pass prison laws to put the conviels at work in
callings which would traln them to earn thelr lveli-
hood when mleassd. Mr, Yates's proposition that the
canvicis should be put at work on the public roads In
chaln-gangs could mot be entertalned for one moment,
All civilized poople wero agreed that the exposure of
eopvicts upon publle highways degraded and britalized
the citizens who saw them as wall as (e conviets.

As for Mr. Yates's idea that he was golog to pre-
verd the competition of couvicts with gther laborers,
that al=o was a mistake. Nothine oculd prevent that
ecompetition In some form. Mr. Yues mrovided that
the convicts should make the clothinz, shoes and athoer
nacessary artcles for the inmates of the staie prisous,
mformatories, penitentiaries and State charitable [n-
stitations: but did he not percelve that when he did
this he provided & competition of the deadiiest naturs
fur the clothing ma turers and sh kess, who
formerly supplied the State prisous, panitentiaries and
biate charitable netitutions with elothing and shoves?
Cempetition could not  he avolded, but
the Hepublican party was trylng - to
make it as small as possitle, by providing that only
& small proportion of the conviets should be kept
employed at any trade. Mr. Yales's snggestion that
the convicts should make articles, and that then thoso
articles chould be destroyed, could not be accepued.
Ko man would chop wood all day with the back of
his nxe. Every man, convict or freeman, desired to
see some result of his labor.

Sir. Crosby, also, dénounced Judgs Yates's amend.
ment.  “ Wa have milllons of taxpayers on one wide,”
said be, “and on the other a few lahor agitators,
Mr. Yates ls trylog to satisfy the labor agitators. He
tays that the convicls sball not use wuy machinery,
Bext yewr he will be here with a bill forbidding the
couvicts to use any tools, and the year folluwing
thal with a bill saying that convicts shall use ouly
one arui; and, 1 presume, the year followlug that
be will come with & Uil saying thut they must work
with thelr feet.®

Mr. Yates's amendment was rejected by s vote of
& to én,

Mr, Hamilton then offered the followlog amend.
ment  In  behalf of the labor demagogues:
“No labor.saving machinery, as distinguished from
Fiachinery necsssary to manufacture, shall be used iy
etieh manufacturing; and o more macllnery than s
Recestary to produce untform snd marketable oels”
This was & considerable retreat from his position that
no machinery whatever should be used by the convieis,
but the Assembiy, recognizing that the smendment
was adverse 1o the Interest of the taxpayers of the
Btate, rejocted It by & large vote, The Assembly then
bad & largs number of the sections of the Lill read to
It and adopted some unimportant amendments.

Geueral Husted then, as statod (1 the begluning of
this dispateh, ordersd the previous question when
the country members destred to reduce the appropria-
flon from §1,000,000 W #760,000, Offended by this
act of General Musted, many of the couniry mem-
bers who actually favor the bill refused to vote for it
