MAYOR GRANT'S BILL PASSED UNANIMOUSLY
BY THE STATE SENATE

LITTLE DEBATE UPON THE MEASURE, WHICH
NOW GOES TO THE ABSEMBLY-PASSAGE
OF THE THREE NEW.YORK CITY
CHARTER BILLS.

Albany, April 26, —Mayor Grant's Rapid Transit
pill passed the Senate this morning, after a discussion
which, In compartsion with the time previously spent
on it by the Sanators, was ghort indeed. The Repub-
Joan majority proved by thelr actions this morning
that thers was no desive on their part 1o hinder or
gelsy giving New-York rapid transit.

Senator Ives, who has taken charge of the bill In
the Bepate for Mayor Grant, had it called up this
morning and put on its final passage. Senator Plerce,
who bhas all along endeavored to get the old defunct
cable schems into this bill, repewed his tactics, and
offered an amendment wWhich would revive the Cable
Company. He made a long and piteous appeal, fre-
quently referring to the 75,000 petitioners whom the
company had sctraped together to ask for this road.
Of course ihe friends of the bill would not accept this
amendmant, and it wWas subsaquently voted down: not,
powever, until after Senator Coggeshall had made a
speech sympathizing with Senator Plerce, and had
bogegd the Senate to adopt the amendment. The Seua-
tors who voted for (his amendment ?\w‘l‘ .\l‘zmh.
Plerce, Coggesuall, Laughlin. Russell, Sweet, .or::
snd Deane. There were, however, elghteen friends

voted against them,

“m:::c :ﬂami an amendment to one which
ksd been presanted by Senator l-‘assfl! last week,
and which had been included in the bill. This explalns
more clearly the third cause which would compel the
§miing Fund Commissioners (0 reject bids offered for
the franchise. It wirtually leaves It In the power of
thess Commissioners to reject the bids of any rallway
eorporations which now own rallway franchises in
Kew-York City, if the Commissloners conslder that
such rejection would be in the {nterests of that elty.
Benator Langbein sputtersd out an objectlon to this,
but that was of no conssquence, for, after Benator
Fassett’s explanation of ft, the amendment was qulokly
ms:::wr Vedder came forward with a modification of
that seotion of the bill in which are specified the con-
siderations for which the franchise Is to be given. Ile
desired to make the lowest rate of fare 1o be charged
passengers the consideration, rather than the greatest
amount of money bid. He made a long speech in sup-
port of the change, but It was voted down. From him
also came an amendment making it discretionary with
the Commissfopers to declde whether or not the lowest
rate of fare to be charged or the greatest amount of
money bid, should be the consideration. This met the
same fate as his other amendment,

Senalor O'Connor saw to it that the Inierests of
Brookiyn wers sufficlently guarded, and he added to
the Iast section of the bill a phrase prohibiting the
constructlon of a raflway through the blocks or be.
tween any of the sireels Ur avenues of that clty.

Ahhough a great amount of fault was at firss
found by the so-called friends of this bill, with the
amendments which wers introduced by sSenator Fas
geut, yot, In justice 10 him and his Republican eol-

s, who spent much time upon aml gave care-
ful thought and consideration to the bill. not one of
them was voted down, and all were aceepted with
slight modifications by the Mayor's friends. The
only desire on their part was o pass a bl which
served ihe Interests of the publie, and they ridnk that
this has been done. Several minor amendments were
proposed this morning by various Senators, but they
received slight consideration. The bill was finally
put on Its passage, and was senl to the Assembly LY
the following vote:

THE SENATE DEBATING THE CANAL BILL
ANCIENT MEASURES AGAIN DEFBATED IN THF
ABSEMBLY—BOTH HOUSES TAKE A RECESS

Albany, April 26 (Special).=Lientenant-Governoe
Jones showed to.day that the erfticlsms which lave
been made on his high-handed and arbltrary rulings
have had no effect. The Canal Appropration b,
giving $600,000 to fmprove the canals. was on 1ts final
passage.  Sepator Laughlin. chalrman of the Canal
Committes, had struggled flercely to have the appro-
priation inereased during the previous eonstilerations
of the bill. The canal men first wanted §1.000.000;
then they consentad to take 2750000 but the amount
was cut down to #600,000, and no effort an elther Mr.
Laughlin's part or that of any of the canal men would
induce a majority of the members of the Legislature
to Increasa It

Benator Laaghlin wanted to male a speech this
morning, and every one was willlng that he should.
But he is & dry and unintaresting tulker, and when he
began to speak most of the Senutors adjourned to the
smoking-room, paying little or no attentlon to what he
was saying. Ho saw his opportunity and moved to
increass the appropriation to 750,000, not stating to
what improvements or repalts the additional sum was
to be put.

Genator Kellogg jumped up to abject, and did
object: but the Lieutenant-Governor declared that
there had been no objection, and that the motlon
was carqed. Senator Kellogg protested that bhe had
objected, but his protest was not lstened to,

Benator Erwin moved to reconsider the vola hy
which the Increase had been carried, and it resulted
in a te at 14 W 14 Mr Jones declded the moilon
lost. Then Mr. Erwin moved to recopsider the last
vote; but this was declared out of order., Then he
made & short speoch, denouncing severcly the tricky
actions of Senator Laughlin, and declaring that not
only he, but others who Lad intended 1o vote for
the smaller amount, would oppose the b if the
{nerease was allowsd. With this Senator Fussott
agreed, and sald that under these conditious he, too,
would oppose the measure,

‘on tuird reading, and unless the apprepriation remains
al $300,000 the chances ars thatl tue canals will get
no appropristion at all
