It
is believed that its ratification by the American
Senate will be needed, and in that case the
document will not be made publio at present
It is said that the treaty provides for an au-
tonomous administration of the Samoan Islands
under the joint control of Germany and the
United States, England to act as arbitrator in
case of disagreoment, aud that the Samoans are
to select their own King and choose their legis-
lative bodies. The promptness with which this
srrangement has been effected is in striking
contrast to the halting snd indecisive policy
of the State Department under the late Admin-
istration.

A highly commendable impulss animates the
Italian residents of this city in their declared
purpose to erect @ monument to Christopher
Columbus. The plan in view contemplates an
elaborate work of art, to cost perhaps $100,000,
and it is proposed to make it memorial of
the fourth centenary of Columbus’s great dis-
covery. It is all the more creditable to' the
ltalians that they have undertaken the work,
since Columbus received little, if any, assist-
anee from his own country in his voyages, and
Spain is rightly entitled to the credit of his
immortal achievement, so far as material as-
sistance is concerned. Italians, however, are
loyal and patriotic, and mever forget that Co-
Tumbus was a Genoese.

THE INDIAN OUTBREAK.

Indian outbreaks have become infrequent,
less, it is to be feared, because the Indians bave
heen lifted above them than becanse they have
been degraded below them. A fierce assault
upon Miunesota farmegs by a war party of
Mille Lacs Chippewas, with the possibility of
a general uprising, is for this reason a mad ter
of greater importance than it would have
seemed a fow years ago. Isolated from their
own race, and surrounded by covetous white
men, the Indians at Mille Lacs have long been
exposed to many evils. The immediate cause
of their present hostility is said to be their fear
that a capal which the furmers have under-
taken to dig for frrigating purposes will drain
the lake, but of course it is evident that no
single act of this sort would have provoked o
murderous assault, Equally of course they
have been subjected to continued depredation
and encroachment, and, what is worse, bave
been effectually contaminated by internourse
with their white neighbors

The Commissioners appointed by the Presi-
dent to treat with the Chippowns, namely, ex-
Senator Rice, of Minnesota; Bishop Marty, of
Dakota, and Dr. Whiting, of Wisconsin, are
now in St. Paul, whence they were to set
forth next week for a consultation with the
Mille Lacs band. Their opinions are quoted
in the dispstches, and it is significant that with-
out apparent conference they agree that the
Indians have had strong provocation to attack
the whites. “ It is «imply the result of the
long delay in the realisation of the promises
made by Congress,” says Dr. Whiting. “ There
must have heen some great provocation or they
would not have committed the outrages” js
the conchusion of Bishop Maity. ‘' They are
in & wretched condition and very much de-
moralized. The Mille Lacs have not
been a bad people. . Their pine lands
have tempted the whites to encrasch upon the
reservation,” sys ex-Senator Rice, who also
attributes the imwmediate outbreak to druak-
enness, whiskey being ¢bundant all around
them, and “ nccessible at innumerable points
on the reservation” This is no new thing.
Four years ago the agent at White Earth, in
his report to the Commissioner of Indian Af-
fairs, dwelt upon the opportunities for obtain-
ing liquor which unprincipled white mmn were
constantly putting in the way of Indians in
their neighborhood, and upon the inevitable
degradation which resulted, and specified the
Mille Lacs as being particularly unfortunate in
this respect. It is evitlent from the utterance
of Commissioner Rice that the situation has
not improved since that tame.

Bishop Marty expresses the opinion that the
present outbreak will tend to help the Com-
mission by convincing the sensible members
of the various tribes that ' the time has come
for them to give up their reservation life and
become like white men’” We hupe that the
result will be beneficial, but we fear that the
good Bishop is rather too sanguine, The pros-
pect of becoming like the white mon with
whom chiefly they are brought in contist can-
not be very alluring to sensible Indians who
retain in some measure their inherited dignity
and self-command. There is, however, causo
for satisfaction in the fact that the Commis-
sioners who are about to enter upon negotia-
tions with the Chippewas, and whose task has
been rendered more delicate by this latest com-
plication, are in the mood which their conversa-
tion with correspondents at St. Paul indicates.
Even in the first excitement of an uprising
which may assume dangerous proportions they
seo clearly that the chief burden of responsi-
bility vests not upon the Indians, but wpon
the whites.

A MENACE OF WAR,

The course of Huossian intrigue in Servia is
alarming Austris and bringing a small war-
cloud into the furthest reaches of the European
sky. A dispatch from Constantinople states
that the Porte has been advised from Vienna
that the present hostility of the Regents in
Servin will be regarded as a casus helli unlesa
the good offices of diplomacy can be employed
to effect a speedy change, The HRegents are
Russian partisans who are opposed to Austrian
ascendancy in the frontiar Kingdom. They
have supplanted King Milan's (ierman advisers,
are indifferent to the fate of the anfortunate
boy King, and are thoroughly in sympathy with
the secret aims of Hussinn diplomacy, one of
which {8 a change of dynasty in Servia.  Aus-
tria naturally resonts the encroachments made
in her awn domain by her chief rival in South-
eastern Europe. Intrigue has followed intrigue
ontil well-informed stodenta of the Eastern
Question are now experting some sudden crimo
and catastrophe, lke the murder of the young
King. Austrian war-tatk follows natarally, and
it is reasonable to regard the situstion in Servia
as critical, and possibly fraught with momentous
consequences to Europe.

The menace of war will be speedily dispelled
if Germany and Italy reinforce the demands of
Austris for a cessation of hostile intrigues
against her in Servia. Undoubtedly Russia
will have recourse to diplomatic expedients if
threatened by a coalitfon of the three great
Empires. War is not what the 8t. Petersburg
cirele of Imperial advisers are anxious (o bring
sbout. They desire a treaty of partition with
Austria by which the Balkan can be divided,
share and share alike, between the rival Em-
pires. Such intrigues and plots as were insti-
goted with Russian 'money and influence in
Bulgaria o few years ago were designed to
barass Austria and to force the Emperor to
socret compact for the oconpation of
and Salonica.

THE TWO-DOLLAR-A-DAY BILL.

The Two-Dollar-a-Day bill, which, accord-
ing to the prediotion of the Superintendent of
Public Works, may close the canals of this State
during the busiest season, is 8 Democratic meas-
ure. The responsibility ought to be put just
where it belongs. ‘The bill was introduced and
pushed in the Assembly by Thomas Smith, fr.,
a Democratic member from this eity. It passed
the Assembly late in the session by a vote of
67 to 26. Forty-one Democrats out of the
49 in the Assembly voted for the bill, and
coly ome Democmtic vote was ocast against
it. In the Senate it was passed by 10 voles
to 10 during the last week of the session.
Of the affirmative votes, 12, or sbout two-
thirds, were given by the Demoocratic Senators,
every one of whom voted for it All of tho
10 negative voies were given by Republicans.
And then the Democratic Governor, taking his
cue from the solid support given by his party
in the Legislature to the measure, signed it,
thus accepting & large share of the responsi-
bility.

It is to be regretted, of course, that the bill
should have passed at all. It probably would
not have done se if it had been fully compre-
hended, but it passed at a period when there is
great confusion in both houses, and haste seenw
inevitable. It is fn the power of the minority
in any legislative body to secure the passage
of unworthy bills at such a time by giving them
8 solid support and at the same time allying
with themselves a number of either the more
careless or the more unsorupulous members of

the majority. This is exactly what happened
with the Twe-Dollar-a-Day bill. The Demo-
crats in both houses voted for it with the ex-
ception of a single member, and the Demo-
cratic Governor signed it. It is unfortunate
that enough Republican votes should have been
obtained in addition to earry it over the consti-
totional margin, and for thic action the mem-
bers who voted in the aflirmative must account
to their constituents. HBut the inception, per-
focting and consummation of the measure were,
as wo have said, in the Domocratic party. When
(Governor Hill makes his annual teur of the
county falrs this Tall, wo imagine he will have
some difioulty in explaining to the farmess, be-
fore whom he parades as an cconomist, why he
and his fellow-Democrats in the Legislature
made this bill a law. §

It can doubtless be mid for some members
that they voted for it through inadvertence,
but no such defence can be urgud in behall of
the Governor, Ile hus thirty days after ad-
journment during which to give deliborate con-
sideration to all measures, and in which to eall
upon various public officials for infurmation as
to their probable effect. He did not sign the
bill in ignorance of its purport, because Mr.
Shanahan warned him that it would greatly ju-
crease the State's expenses on the canals, in the
constrnction of the Capitol, and in public works
of all kinds. If not repealed. this law will, in
the opinion of the State ofticers, cost the peoplo
in the next ten years several millivus of dol-
lars. Mr. Shanahan is a Demoerat, but he
knew that his party in the Legislature had
made & bad mistake, and wanted to save the
GGovernor {rom anothor. Yot the Governor
hastened to sign it in the demagogic hope of
currying favor with workingmen,

HOW A MUGWUIMP DODGES.

“The Beston Herald” elassifies jtsell an to
morals with the John L. Sullivan end of Hoston
in its attempt to discuss the worsted duties
The assertion that ** the worsted manuiacturers
of the United States appeared before the Tarifl
Commission and made procisely the sanw: argn
ment in defence of a higher mte on worsteds
that THe Ngw-York Tuisvxse is making at
the present time,” is incorrect.  So, the
aasertion that ““the late Dr. Hayes, aided by
the association with which he was connected,”
did enforce upon the minds of Congressmen the
fact that methods of manufucture hud greasdy
changed, and that worsted gonds wore largely
used for clothing as only woollen goods had
been previously used, is also a complete mis-
ropresentation—to put it mildly. It happens
that the report of the Tariff Commission, in
which Dr. Hayes and his associates set forth
the information and recommendations they had
to submit to Congress, is not & mre doenment.
Most persons can got access to copies in public
libraries. On pages 28.31 of that report is
found whatever the commission had to say
about woollen and worsted duties, and the very
brevity of the remarks on that topic—occupying
lesa than two pages—suffices to indicate that no
change deemed of consequence was proposed
or discussed.

Persons who suppose that *‘ The Boston Her-
wld” is entitled to confidence will discover, npon
examining these pages of the report, that not
one word s maid therein about the substitution
of worsted for woollen goods in men's wear, or
in any other use for which woollen cloths had
been employed. Not a traco is to be found of
the reasoning by which a change of classifica-
tion is now supported, as *' The Boston Herald”
assorta. But the commission did say on page
24, " the commission haa deemed it expedient
to make no material change in the general
strueture” of the woollen schedule. The olass-
ification and the very phrascology of the act
of 1867 is retained by the commiasion, and way
also retained by Congress. This shows how
little of integrity there is in the nwsertion that,
ufter fair examination of the arguments and
facts now submitted, and notwithstanding in-
formation from the commission, Congress re-
fused to chango the classification of woellen
gonda,

The truth {s that the goods which have re-
cently been so largely imported and have taken
the place of woollen ecloths were not imported
at all prior to the change of duty fu 1888, But
Congress lowered the duties on worsteds, sup-
posing that the term applied in practice, us it
did in legal meaning and use up to that time,
exclusively to goods manufactured from long
combing wool, and in texture unfited to be
used in place of woollen cloths, In that sup-
position the reduction of duties was intended
to affect only the conrse worsted stuffs, for dress
goods were separately dutiable under paragraph
866, and paragraph 303 was never intended by
Congress to affect any kinds of goods essentinlly
different from those specified as follows:
“ Plannels, blankets, hats of wool, knit goods
snd all goods made on knitting-frames, bal-
morals, woollen and worsted yarns.”

When the reduction of duty took effect, from
20 to 10 cents per pound on the cheaper goods
