Burke's own stary is a flimsy one. He does
not explain where he got the money he spent
g0 freely, Wwhen apparently out of work,
and his statement that he worked for the City
Sewer Department is pronounced false by Superin-
tendent Chaney. His cluim that he was on the
way to Ireland vis Winnipeg is also regarded
as fishy.

On the above evidence the Girand Jury found

an indietment agninst him this morning. The
indicm ent s the means relied on to secure his
eytradition. It charges him with the murder of
Dr. Cronin by means of weapons, “ & more par-
sieular description of which s to the jury un-
Joown,” and aided and abetted by unknown per-
pons. There is a secund count in which Burke,
“ otherwite known as Delaney, otherwise kmown
oa Frank Williams,” is charged with conspiring
with unknown persons to commit murder.

The law requires that the names of the wit-
nesses upon whose testimony an indiotment is
found must appear upon the back of the docu-
ment. The indictment found to.day bears the
pames of fifty-five witnesses, and includes every
person who has testified at the present investigu-
tion and the coroner’s inquest. In addition to
these, there were three witnesses whose testimony
has not yet appeared in print. They were James
Riley, William Lunn and J. W. Simpson.

The Grand Jury put in its time to-day after
finding the indietment against Burke in reading
the messages turned over to it by the Western
Unfon Telegraph Company. The dispatches to
Bullivan were over '50 in number. There were
two or three cablegrams from his wife, Marguret
Ballivan, in Paris. There were also twenty or
thirty cablegrams from Ireland relating w the
Land League and other Irish affairs. Then there
were short dispatches from Father O'Reilly, ex-
treasurer of the Land League at Detroit. Ten
dispatches came from Lincoln, Neb. The Grand
Jury passed over these as of little Import, anil
themn struck some queer ones from New-York
and Pitteburg. Evidently they were cipher
messages, for Foreman Clough and his associates
eonld make nothing of them, except a mere jumble
of lotters. It was reported that Frank Woodrufl,
the champion cipher message reader, was to be
called in to translate the dispatches, but for some
reason he failed to put in an appearance. These
dispatches prove nothing, and only inference can
be seen by perusal in their contents. Some are
signed “ M,¥ others * 8" and “G." They are all
addressed to * Alee Sullivan, Opera House Block,
Chicago.” An unusually large numher were re-
eefved in March anid April.  Three dispatehes from
New-York were received hy “W. C. Melville,
MoCoy's Hotel,” in the latter part of April.

THE SIOUX HARD TO CONVINCE AT PINE
RIDGE,

GENFIRAL OROOK TELLS THE INDIANS TO TRINT
NO WHITE MAN WIIO WANTS MONEY FuoM
THEM—A FEW FIGKWRS TO THF TREATY.

Pine Ridge Agenoy, Dak., June 16.—The Com-
missioners have apparently struck s snag.  Last
right at a couneil which Ied Cloud hnd with his
band and the other chiefs in Lis (ntercst it s safd
they decided umider no ciroumstances to sign the
bill. At the eonference with Geneenl Crook to-
day he nnnounesd this decision, nnd added that he
wanted nll the Indinns who signed the bill to he
put off the leservation, Ile was importunate, and
eaid he wanted the Commissioners to pack up and
lenve to-morrow. Genernl Crook stopped Lim, amd
recited to the Indians sume instances of led
Cloud's duplieity, The outlook far success here
Is far from promising. About 230 have signed
nnd sbout 400 have sald they were opposed.
Several of this number have already changed their
minds, and donbtless others will follow.  The
rush of oppusition for no honr this afternoon was
a veritahle stampede,

ot the counoil. Governor Foster opened the evnfer.
ence by inviting any Indinns desiring information
to spenk.  Old-man-ntenid-of-his-horse, now over

CAUSED BY RECKLESS SPEED.

A DISASTROUS RAILROAD ACCIDENT IN
OHIO.

FOUR LIVES LOST AND SEVERAL MEN INJURED
BECAUSE AN ENGINEER HAD ORDERS TO

MAKE UP FOR LOST TIME.
[BY TELEGRAFH TO TUE TRINUNK],

Steubenville, Ohio, June 190.—The New-York and
St. Louls mafl tzain met with a disastrous sceident
at Cumberland Junction, three miles enst of Steu-
henville, at noon to-day. Owing to imperfect con-
neetlons with the Pennsylvania Railroad, the Pan-
| Handle section was nearly two hours late in Jeav-
ing Pittsburg, snd had orders to make up an hiour
of the lost time hetween Pittsburg and Columbus,
Just east of Cumberland Junction is o steep down
grade over a sharp reverse eurve, On this the train,
sonsisting of an engine, cxpress and four mail ears,
plunged at the rate of sixty miles sn hour.
The lnst car was whipped from the track like the
end of & whip lash and plonghed along the em.
bankment on its slde for u distance of over 100
feet. In lenving the track it deew with it the
two mail eats in front, and the forwnrd car struck
a car lowded with steel roils, crushing in the side
and throwing both ears, which were not uncoupled,
down sn embankment twenty-flve %ot high and
landing them, bottom up, in the diteh,

In these cars were the condictor and brakemen
und twelve postal clerks,  Two of the postal elerks
were killel outright,  They were John G. Payne,
of Indinnapolis, and James Rinehart, of Effing
Luw, 1L They were at the side of the ear when
it struclk ngninst the ear of steel rails, and both
bad their skulls crushed.

Lee Burris, of Columbus, the eonductor, had
his right hip erushed and his thigh split open
from the hip to the knee. John MaoFarland, a
brakeman, had his left leg completely severed
fzom his bedy snd his right leg crushed to a
jelly.
