Petersburg, Va., July 2..A fcarful catastrnphe
aoeajgyajfl about a mile weat of Thaxton at 1 :20
o'oleak this morning, by whieh about forty per-
66BI W688 killed, utid mnny othors were injured.
Thaxton is on the Western DiviMo^ of the Nor-
folk imil W.stern IUilrond, about thirty miles
wi-st of Lynehburg. fiain ha«l been falling ul-
BOgfj eniifiniiously, and at times heavlly, for
twenty-rour boaJB, awp.lHng the mountuin strearaa
greafly boyond their normnl state. Several
trains had paaeaan over the roa<l during tho night,
and It was thnught thnt the line was safe for
trafhY, notwiilistjinling tho rains, and that no

danger need be approhended. At the
place of 636 accident, however, tho
water had undenninod the roadbedj and
had catised ¦ wnsliout about eighty feel long and
flfty feot wMe, The water at this point was

eight to tcn feet deep. Into this watery giileh
the engino Btade B frightful leap, while running at
tho rate of Ihtrty tnib-s an hour, carrying with it
tho tondor and train.

Ab the enguic struok bottom, the rushing of the
wnter into tlie loeotnotive exploded the boiler.
This fact gretitly augnientod the catastrophe.
Drbris was tlinnvn jn every direction by the foroa
of the axploaion, aoaat of thoso on tho train bciag
injured bf the (iying fjaganeatn, and lirebrands
bciag ecatterad, which ignited the woodarock of
the ooaohta

UNCHA1NED ELECTRiClTY.
A ¦ DEAD" WTRE SUDDENLY COMES TO LIF

IT LAYS I/)W THRF.E WORKMF.N AND A DOG--

An electric light wire in Eighth.,i> e between
Twentieth and Twentv lirst sta made thinga Ihtlffor a time yesterday afternoon. Three men were
knocked sonselees in aa aaBBf minuUs. a dog re-
ceived so severe a shoc.k that bj will probably
die, one man waa arrested, and thc*crowd that
surged about on the sidewalk had their fill of
excitement and danger for half an houa.
The affair took place on the eaat aide of tbfstre.t about 1:88 o'eloek, when tho sidewalk wa*

erowded with people. A Weitern Union foremaa
named John S. Fretts caroe along with foui line-
men to 13333*8 some ¦ dei.d" wirca from the
poles. The flrst wire that was cut fell acroaa a
wire carrying a aaf current to a large jewelry
store on the ca.-t side ol the avenne. As the two
\ures totifhed, a lineinan who held one end of
the dead wire fell unconacious to the sidewalk.
The crowd rushed about lum as he lay motion-
less, and it was thought for a time that he waa
dead. His hnnd wntt freed from the d.mkeroue
wire, however, and the man was taken aeroaa the
avenue to a drug-store. whete he wa* reatored ta
consciouaness after considerable effort

1 he crowd at Uiis titue was large and excited.
Charles Tappat, who keeps a rextaumnt at No.
528 Eighth-ave. queationed Frett*, the foreman,
ns to the cauae of the aceident and the
danger to tt\>' onlookera, but he got brief and
unsatMa.tory atwwers. He says he auppoaed frora
the slight attentiou that W8a ptid to him that
tlie daug.T was over.
No effort had been ma.Ie 3* the foreman,

Tnpper or a,ny one else to disjvrse the crowd,
ond a couplc of minutes lat.r two other linemet
dropped to the sidewalk togeth.r. Th" r\cito-
ment at onco increas d. Tupis-r r.newed hia
talk with the foreman. whill a more practical
man got, a rubber blaiikot and sfood on it whila
he pulled the uucotisoious men beyond tho reach
of tlie dangerous wire. Thcse men proved not to
be 86 senously hurt as the tlrst workman had
been, and they rceover'-d witbin a lew minutea
Tupper's big Newfoundland dog Dash, a magnifl-

cent biack fellow and a pM/e-wi.nner at tho New-
JTork bench show of two winters ago, was lei
out of tho shop, and ataitad to raaeb lus m;w»ter
in the. crowd. Dash » nose 666M in 6683661 with
tho dangling wire, and tlie great boaM lueiisured
his length on the sidewalk even more quiekly
than the men had doBC. As bt JBf tii.-re, motlon-
less and appar.-ntly dead. the sight waa too muctt
fof the mattTT. who called a policeman and had
Fretts arr. stfd and taken to tba Jcfforson
Market Coath Kete Fretts aaal that he
jtad been assurcd by the l.'nited Statoe
Illuininating Ooinpany, to whom the vire be-
longed, that there was no current in it. He had
aleo ordered a lineman who was on one of tbe
poles to eut the Ugfat wire when Tunper flrst
.poke to him, but the linenian had not been abla
to rea. h tho wire.
Tupper sald that he aaaoald not have cotn-

plnineu of the foreman if the latfer had made anr
effort to elear the street or f<> proteot the crowd,
and if his men had not scenied to be under the
Inflaenee of liquor.
